And if there is such a 

thing as a--a Christ, singular, then these would have to be "anointed 

ones," that their prophecy of what they were teaching would be the 

difference, because they are anointed ones, anointed. 

You may say, "How can this be? Would the anointed ones..." 

27    What were they? "Christs," C-h-r-i-s-t-s, anointed. "Christs, and 

false prophets." Anointed ones, but false prophets! 

Jesus said, that, "The rain falls on the just and the unjust." 

28    Now, someone might say to me, "Do you believe that that 

anointing on those people means that it's the anointing of the Holy 

Spirit?" Yes, sir, the genuine Holy Spirit of God upon a person, and 

yet they are false. 

Now listen close and see what He said. "And they shall show signs 

and wonders, insomuch that it would deceive the very Elected if it 

were possible." And they are anointed with the genuine Holy Spirit. I 

know this sounds very foolish, but we're going to take time and 

explain it by the Word, that that's absolutely THUS SAITH THE LORD, 

the Truth.
