My life was changed, and it
has been different ever since.

A noted spiritual leader once said, “No great revival has ever
come to any nation until first the church has learned to discern
devils and to cast them out.”

It is for this purpose that I have prevailed upon my husband
to write the following message, that you, dear reader, may have
a clear understanding of the work of demon-spirits today, and
shall so be able to resist them, to discern them, and to cast them
out in Jesus’ wonderful Name.

Now, as you read, do so with an open heart; compare the con-
tents of this sermon closely with the Scriptures, and when you
discover the facts to be true, treasure them in your heart, and
begin to act on them.
