


From The Archives: A Work For You To Do

How well we know the story
of Brother Branham. As a boy of
seven when God first called him,
he was carrying water in some
buckets to his father's moon-
shine still. Halfway between the
water pump and the house, he
stopped to rest under a poplar
tree. Suddenly, out of a whirl-
wind in the tree, he heard the
voice of God speaking to him
saying, "Never smoke, nor drink,
nor defile your body in any way,
for | have a work for you to do
when you get older."

My, it just about scared
him to death. He went running
into the house
crying for his ’
mother who
thought he had
been bitten by a
snake. Then she
thought that per-
haps he was having a nervous
spell. It's easy to understand
young William Branham's reac-
tion to such a mysterious occur-
rence.

There was a young boy in
the Bible who had a similar
experience. His name was
Samuel. God called to him three
times one night and thought it
was the priest, Eli, who was
sleeping in the next room. Eli
told Samuel that it was the Lord
and that the next time He called
Samuel was to say, "Speak
Lord, for thy servant heareth."

There are others in the
Bible who God had called at
very young ages. David was a

youth and John the Baptist was
9 years of age when he was
called into the wilderness. The
Angel Gabriel visited Mary when
she was about 14. We also find
Jesus at age 12 already 'about
His father's business." Why did
God call these people at such
young ages? Very simple.
Because "there was a work for
them to do when they got older."
Now, what about you? Has God
been calling
you? Have
you been
hearing the
voice of God
through the
ministers of this Message, not
only saying, "don't smoke or
drink, or defile your body," but
also, "there's a work for you to
do, NOW!" Since a child you
have been taught how to dress
right, act right, think right and
speak right, but what good
would all this preparation be if
there wasn't something for you
to do later on.

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If you were born in this
message, it wasn't by chance.

We have heard
his voice on the tapes, and we
have enjoyed the ministers
today who have stayed faithful
to the message of the hour.
However, the question still
remains, "Why has God been so
gracious to us young people in
so many ways?" And the answer
stil remains the same,
"Because, there is a work for us
to do, now that we're older."

There are many people who wit-
ness to a lot of people, and that
is great, but | feel there is a big
difference between being a wit-
ness and an effective withess. A
witness lets people know what
they believe, an effective wit-
ness has a life to back up their
word. | once heard a neat cliché
that went something like this: "I
would rather see a sermon than
to hear one." | believe one
should be ready to give an
answer when asked, "What do

you believe?" Because as
young people, you will be asked
that, | am sure. And | do believe
we can go beyond just saying,
"It's what my parents believe". |
feel when you study God's Word
and pray for guidance, He will
give you an answer during the
time you need one.

Question # 2

an you suggest any useful
techniques when witnessing
to someone?

| believe the biggest
attribute one must exhibit is
grace. We cannot be discour-
aged by time or appearance.
Brother Branham was such a
beautiful example in his stories
of dealing with sinners. He had
extreme grace and exemplified
patience and understanding. My
favorite is when he tells of visit-
ing the "infidel and wanting to
hunt on his land". (End Time
Sign Seed 1962) He tells this on
more than one occasion, but to
hear him, you can hear the love
for that soul. | feel we truly have
to have a love for souls. The
most useful technique | can
think of is to know where you
stand in Christ. Let me explain .
If you don't know where you
stand, you are on shaky ground
and can be swayed or pulled by
an unbeliever. But when you
truly know where you stand, you
have a confidence. Not in your
ability, but in His through you.
Look at the story of Zacchaeus
in Luke 19. Jesus shows us
techniques in accepting

Zacchaues. Not accepting ones
sins, but accepting the person.
For example, Brother Branham
with Burt Caul. He called Burt
"the meanest man | know.” Now,
he didn't condone Burt's actions,
but he had a desire to see Burt
converted. Brother Branham
knew where he stood, and we
as the Bride of Christ should
know where we stand and have
a zeal for souls. Back to
Zacchaeus briefly, Jesus not
only accepted Zaccheus, but
also made himself available.
Jesus took the time to be with
Zacchaeus. Brother Branham
spent time with Burt Caul, and
led him to Christ. We cannot put
a time limit on someone's con-
version, otherwise we become
discouraged. Plant a seed and
let God do the rest. Farmers
plant seeds and then rest in
knowing the seed

they planted will &
come to maturity

if it stays in the right environ-
ment. That is the key. | have yet
to see a farmer plant seeds and
then stand in the fields making
sure the seeds grow. That does-
n't "speed" things up, that would
only tire and frustrate. Maturing
is a process of time. | must end
by saying that witnessing is truly
a qift that grows, as we grow.
We make mistakes, we learn
and grow. By no means ever
give up and label someone.
Remember it was God's grace
that saved you and brought you
into this glorious truth. Just
believe they are seed, for only
God knows who is and who isn't,
we don't.
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Questions With A Sister - ¢

Question # 1

Were does a sister draw
the line when witnessing to
a male?

A sister also has a
responsibility and need to wit-
ness of God's saving grace in
her life. However, she should be
cautious and minimize her con-
tact with a male to whom she is
witnessing.

Her testimony should be
brief and simple. Focusing on
what Christ has done in her life.
Therefore, at work or at school,
when challenged regarding her
faith, or when approached by a
boy who expresses admiration
for her, or the way she dresses,
she should not prolong her con-
versation with him. A long expla-
nation about her faith or on doc-
trinal issues is not advisable: nor
is giving him advice or listening
to him. Girls tend to be emotion-
al and can so easily get involved
with a boy.

She should refer him to a
godly counselor, her pastor, or a
Christian boy of his peer group
who can deal with him further or
invite him to a youth meeting or
discussion group.

Sometimes a girl may
feel "I like the unbelieving boy
therefore | want to witness to
him." Allow boys to speak to
boys. Trying to present Christ to
him in the hope of convincing
him will make her vulnerable -
even though she thinks she is

strong enough to handle it. Girls
have a way of yielding to what
they hear, and a boy can subtly
influence a girl and get her to be
sympathetic to him, without her
even being aware of it.

However, she is already
witnessing to him through her
general conduct and dress.

Some males gain access
to a girl by phoning her. This
privilege should be denied them
because it can develop into
something secretive. Seek the
advice and guidance of a parent
or trustworthy adult. The rule is
not to have dealings with a boy
on your own. When witnessing
to a male, by phone or in con-
versation, there is an exchange
of ideas, thoughts, and expres-
sions. This means the girl will be
giving of herself, and receiving
of that boy. There is a risk of her
feelings getting involved. This
then means she can no longer
be objective. Unwittingly she
may be drawn into a friendship.
Therefore, it is advisable to cut
communications short and allow
others to help her to deal with
him. Afterwards she could con-
tact the Christian brother or pas-
tor on any progress with the boy.

To tell anyone about her
immodest dressing is a very del-
icate matter. Much prayer is
needed to precede this. You
have to be genuinely interested
in this person with a real desire
to help. Look to God for wisdom
to rightly speak, so that you can
impress her with the sense of
proper dressing. Speak in love.
Remember no one wants criti-
cism, nor does anyone enjoy
being corrected.

Therefore, go to her in
private. Begin by honestly
appreciating her. Say something
like you know her to be a well
thought of individual who could
confidently lead by being exem-
plary by what she wears so that
others could be encouraged to
higher ideals. In the past, you
yourself by lack of proper under-
standing have also made mis-
takes without being aware of it.
Since all ladies need reminders
and constant help in this area,
you have come to speak to her
about taking care in her dress-

ing.

Be specific as what you
consider she should know.
Mention for example that,
although she may not be aware
of it, her skirts are so tight her
underneath garments show.
Also, that the sweater-type of
blouses she often wears has

commandments, to which the
young man responded, "All
these have | kept from my youth
up." (Lk. 18:18-23)

Let's read Jesus' next
statement in Mark 10:21, and
keep in mind that this youth has
had something pulling at him all
his life and is about to hear how
he can have his hunger satis-
fied. Listen close to what Jesus
says. "Then Jesus beholding
him loved him, and said, 'one
thing thou lackest; go thy way,
sell whatsoever thou hast, and
give to the poor, and thou shalt
have treasure in Heaven; and
come, take up the cross, and fol-
low me."

What was the young
ruler's reaction to these words of
the Lord? You would think he
would have said, "Finally, | know
what | need to do, | have a pur-
pose in life, there's something
special for me to do! " But
instead, Mark 10:22 says, "And
he was sad at the saying, and
went away grieved: for he had
great possessions."

Some of us young people are
doing a good job of ruling our
own lives. We have good health,
plenty of time, extra energy, fine
friends, etc... We
go to a wonderful
message church, = ¢ &
and are able to
attend exciting
camp meetings &
throughout the

year But what good does all this
do if we don't give it all over to
the Master, by completely sell-
ing out to self, taking up the

cross, and following Him?

You may be able to say, "
was born and raised in this mes-
sage, and have kept all these
things, from my youth up." But
it's all in vain if you do not heark-
en unto the voice of God that's
been drawing you to Jesus
Christ and calling you for a work
that you're to do now that you're
older. If you have not felt that
drawing or hunger in your heart
for God, you had better fall on
your face before Him now and
plead for it, because the Bible
says, ' those who hunger and
thirst for righteousness shall be
filled."

If you are being drawn to
the Lord Jesus in this late hour,
then you cannot put that voice
off any longer. You must make a
decision. You are forced to
decide whether you are going to
follow Christ, the narrow way, or
take your own path through the
wide gate and down the broad
way. We're all old enough to
choose this day whom we will
serve. This may sound rough
and abrupt, but my precious
young brother and sister it's time
for us to face the facts. The rap-
ture is at hand! We have no
more time to waste, for this is
the work of God that Paul said,
shall be cut short in righteous-
ness. (Rom. 9:28)

This work started in 1963,
when Brother Branham was
caught up in the constellation of
seven might Angels. Since then
many have been caught up into
Heavenly places in Christ. We
read about this in Psalm 27:5
"For in the time of trouble He
shall hide me in His pavilion; in

the secret of His tabernacle
shall He hide me; He shall set
me up upon a rock. "

This work will be cut short
and come to a speedy comple-
tion at the time of the resurrec-
tion and then the Holy Spirit will
not deal with the hearts of the
Gentiles any more, though they
might seek out repentance with
tears and sorrow. The resurrec-
tion is about to take Place. It's
not hundreds of years away.
Bro. Branham said he would see
it if he lived to be an old man. He
would be eighty-two years old
this year.

Let's not be like the rich
young ruler who when the work
of God was set before him,
turned away in dis-
tress, because he
could not bear to part

with  the
l things
which he

had gained by his own working.
Neither let us stand any longer
in the doorway of decision with
one foot in the message and the
other one in our own life, for we
can't get the best of both worlds
but we certainly will reap a har-
vest of both sin and judgment.
(Matt. 25:24-30) But rather, let
us work while it is day; for the
night is coming, when no man
can work.

Jesus tells us in John
6:27, "Labour not for the meat
which perisheth, but for that
meat which endureth unto ever-
lasting life, which the son of man
shall give unto you."

To labour for meats that
perish means to employ our
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time, talents and energies to
those things which have no eter-
nal value. However, the meat
that endureth unto Eternal Life is
the message of the hour and the
message of the hour is Christ.
Christ is calling to us to separate
ourselves from unbelief, pick up
our cross, and follow Him. If we
will do these things, we will enter
into the work He has called us
to.

To separate ourselves
from unbelief is

done if only partially done. We
must have a total separation
from unbelief. Total separation
means that we ought to be sep-
arated from unbelievers also.

We read in |l Corinthians 6:14
“‘Be ye not unequally yoked
together with unbelievers.” This
does not mean that we have no
more contact with them; rather it
states that we do not compro-
mise with them nor do we con-
form to their ways. We are in the
world but not of the world.

Picking up our cross daily
means that we are not ashamed
of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. It
means we are not ashamed of
Him or of His people. Jesus said
in Luke 9:26, “For whosoever
shall be ashamed of me and of
my words, of him shall the Son
of man be ashamed, when he
shall come in his own glory, and
in his Father's, and of the holy
angels.” Peter reminds us in 1
Peter 4:16, "Yet if any man suf-
fer as a Christian, let him not be

ashamed; but let him glorify God
on this behalf." If someone
questions you about your long
hair or about why you do not
have a TV, do you get embar-
rassed while scrambling for an
answer? Peter again says in 1
Peter 3:15b that we should “be
ready always to give an answer
to every man that asketh you a
reason of the hope that is in you
with meekness and fear:”

Following Christ is not
something we can do halfheart-
edly. We know that we will not
enter into His Majesty's kingdom
on a flowery bed of ease. In 2
Peter 1:10-11, we read,
"Whetherfore the rather,
brethren, give diligence to make
your calling and election sure:
for if ye do these things, ye shall
never fall: for so an entrance
shall be ministered unto you
abundantly into the everlasting
kingdom of our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ."

The phrase "give dili-
gence" comes from the greek
word 'spoude' from which we get
our word 'speed.'" The literal
interpretation is to "earnestly
labour," or to "urgently endeav-
or."

We must
endeavor, or
earnestly
labour, to
make our call-
ing and elec-
tion sure. The
night is far spent, the day is at
hand: Let us therefore cast off
the works of darkness, and let
us put on the armour of light. For
there is a work for you to do!
