  1     ¶  Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, to the saints which are at Ephesus, and to the faithful in Christ Jesus: 

  2    Grace [be] to you, and peace, from God our Father, and [from] the Lord Jesus Christ. 

  3     ¶  Blessed [be] the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly [places] in Christ:

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  E-22    There's only one thing left that did not fall, and that was God, the heavens. So something of the heavens had to come down to redeem this creation, because there was nothing here that could create it. And God's own love for the world created the character expressed in Christ. He was the example, because God was reflecting His character in Him.
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  E-36    That's why God had to reflect Himself into a body which is--we know as the Son of God, Jesus Christ. And He did that so that He could take away the penalty, because you see now, we're going to another part of the Scripture. But you see now why that that man was more than just a teacher (as people say He is today) a philosopher, or a good man, or a prophet. He was Emmanuel. He was the Son of God, which is Jehovah God made manifest in His attributes of displaying Himself in a body that He built Himself. Amen. It reflected in... The sinful nature of a man could not do the thing that He did. See? So it had to be God making His--reflecting Himself in the Man, making a mirror that we might see that perfect Man, which is Christ.  

       Yes, this... Doing that reflected His noble, loving character. See, in Him was an attribute as a Saviour, and it had to display itself. And He could not be a Saviour and be a natural-born man. He had to be more than a man (he was not just a man that God entered it was His own creation. And He was. He was the only One could do this, insomuch that He was sinless by nature. He was God in Word.
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That's God purpose to do that, that He might be in Christ and Christ in us, and all of us together one.

It was all redeemed in that one Body. See? They are one, the same, same Word. the same Word spoke of the Groom speaks of the Bride.
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  36-3    So Jesus, so full of this quickening power, said, "If you can destroy this temple that took you forty years, you thought, to build, I'll raise it up in three days."

Why? Why could Jesus say that? I want to ask you. Why could Jesus say a thing like that? He knew that He was... Amen. I wished I could make that stick. He knew Who He was. He knew that every word God had wrote in there of Him, He'd fulfilled it. He knew He was the One David spoke of.

Do you know you're the one the Bible speaks of? Do you know your position is in Christ? If you're in Christ, you're a new creature. Do you know this Word is just like everyday living to you. Why, sure. It's yours. You are an eagle; that's your food.
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17-4 Therefore, the entire Bible is the revelation of God's mystery in Christ. Huh? The entire Bible is an expression of one goal that God had, one purpose He wanted to achieve in the entire Bible, and all the acts of the--of the believers in the Bible has been in type and expressing what God's great goal is

Now, holding it back in the last days for the great revelation, but expressing it... Express Himself in Moses, and David, and Joseph, and Elijah and on down through. You--we could take each one of those prophets and bring their lives out and show it expressed Jesus Christ perfectly, exactly, yet never giving His secret in full, waiting for to make it known in the last days as He promised, waiting for it to be fully comprehended (See?) before He could express it.
And now, the Christ in the Church is just being made known. The whole thing is the revelation of God to take Eve back to her right position again with her husband (notice), and God is the Husband of the Church, and the Church is His Bride.
Example I am the son of Harry and Debroah Weikel according to the flesh but he is dead and it is Jesus Christ that now liveth My name is Jesus Christ.  Does not the son come in the name of the Father What is our Father’s name?  Jesus Christ
