Laminin

Laminin, a major component of basement membranes, has numerous biological activities including promotion of cell adhesion, migration, growth, and differentiation, including neurite outgrowth. It can be used as a thin coating on tissue-culture surfaces or as a soluble additive to culture medium. Laminin has been shown in culture to stimulate neurite outgrowth, promote cell attachment, chemotaxis, and cell differentation.

For Three Dimensional (3D) culture studies, the High Concentration Laminin/Entactin complex can be used to model the cellular microenvironment in vivo. High concentrations of laminin (2-6 mg/ml) have been used to study acinar differentiation of a human submandibular gland cell line 2,3 and endothelial cell tubulogenesis.1
