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  120-2    Notice, what harmony. Jesus never did anything until seen of the Father or the Father showed Him first: (Harmony between God and Christ. See? John 5:19) So will the Bride, and He shows Her His Word of Life (He shows Her), and she receives It. She never doubts it.

Nothing can harm Her, not even death; for if the Seed be planted, the water will raise it up again. Amen. (Now, I got a great big "Hallelujah.") Here is the secret: the Word is in the Bride and the mind of Christ to know what He wants done with the Word, and She does it in His Name. She has THUS SAITH THE LORD.

Then it is germitized; so the Holy Spirit waters it until it is grown and serves its purpose. They do only His will. (Amen. I'll believe that.) No one can persuade them different. They have THUS SAITH THE LORD, or they keep still. Then they will do the works of God. For it is Himself in them, continuing His Word to fulfill as He did complete in His day. All things when He was here--He did not complete all when He was here, for it was not time yet.
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  120-5    Now, let us stand like Joshua and Caleb. (Now, watch close, this is going to have a spiritual background.) Now, let us stand like Joshua and Caleb as we see the promised land coming in sight. It's nearing the time to be given. "Joshua" in Hebrew means "Saviour" and represents the promised end time leader to take the church over. Caleb represents the true believer who stayed with Joshua. God started Israel as a virgin, with His Word, but they wanted something different. So did the last day church.
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  121-1    Notice how God did not move Israel until His own appointed time. (Now, listen. This is going to mean something.) Joshua waited for that time. No how--matter how much people might've said, "God gave us the land, the promise; let us go now and take it." They might've said, "Joshua, you lost your commission. You're all washed up. Why are you not doing something? You used to do--know THUS SAITH THE LORD in a moment and what was the will of God." But this wise God-sent prophet knew the promise of God, but also knew to wait for that promise, a clear-cut decision from God for his time.

(These parables, now, watch.) And when the time come, God gave it to Joshua, who had stayed with Him by the Word, for He could not trust others; He could trust him. So will it repeat.
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  121-3    Like the mighty anointed prophet Moses knew God would use him, for He had proved Moses to be His servant by his peculiar birth. At the right time that if--deliverance for Abraham's seed was at time. (Are you getting it?) Moses never stayed in Egypt and argued his Scriptural points with them. He never fussed with the priests, but he went to the wilderness and waited on the Lord until the--until the people was ready to receive him. He had come to testify of them, but they would not receive him. God called His prophet to the wilderness. God had testified He had chose him, but the waiting was not by Moses, but for the people to get ready to receive Moses. Moses thought the children would understand that he was sent. (I never wrote it; He did.) So is it now.
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  121-4    Like Elijah, after that mighty vindicated prophet that the Word of God came to had finished preaching his message to the modern American groups of the first lady with her bobbed hairs and Jezebel paint groups, God confirming His prophet; every time he prophesied, it was the Truth... God had to call him off of the field until He plagued that generation with mighty plagues for rejecting the message of His prophet and the Word of God that He'd sent to them.

God sent him into the wilderness in hiding. Not even the king could call him out. And them that tried to persuade him against the will of God died for doing so. (Oh, God. Whew. Umph.) But when God spoke to His faithful prophet by a vision, out of the wilderness he come with THUS SAITH THE LORD. What did he do? Straight to the Word; back to the Word he went, brought the twelve stones and rolled them together.
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  122-2    Like John the Baptist, Christ's faithful forerunner, the anointed prophet, no school of his father, no school of Pharisee, no denomination could call him from the wilderness where God had sent him until he heard the Voice of God, the Messiah's Lamb.

Are you listening spiritual mind? What more could I say here? I'm skipping something here, now.
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  14-4    Now, let me draw you a little circle. If I had a blackboard... But I want you to watch here. I'm going to make one ring like this. I'm going to make another ring on the inside of that ring; that's two. Then I'm going to make a ring on the inside of that ring; that's three rings, three circles. Now, that's you. That's God. God in a trinity is One, and without a trinity He's not God. He can't be manifested any other way. And neither can you be manifested without being the trinity person that you are. That's body, spirit, soul. Without either one of them, you're not complete. See? If you didn't have a soul, you'd be nothing. If you didn't have a spirit, you wouldn't be nothing. If you didn't have a body, you'd be a spirit, and not a body. So God is complete in the triunity of a Being; not triunity of beings, but one Being in a triunity. Father, Son, and Holy Ghost is one true manifested God.
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  14-5    God... Notice here. Just wait. I--I believe I read this just a few minutes ago. Listen to this.

... unto the angel of the church of Laodiceans write; these things saith the Amen, the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation of God;

God is the Creator and how was He ever created? But this is the beginning of the creation of God. When God, the Spirit, was created in the form of a man, that was God being created: God the Creator Himself becoming a creation. God Who made the dirt, made the calcium made the potash, cosmic light, and petroleum took the thing together and created Himself in the beginning of the creation of God: the Amen, the final. "Amen" means "so be it." The final of God when God completed in His creation.

Now, how was it? No man has seen God at any time, but the Only Begotten of the Father has declared Him. You get it?
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  15-2    Say, just a minute. You're in no hurry. Let's turn over to Colossians just a minute. I... Just happened to come a Scripture in my mind. Let's turn to Colossians, the Book of Colossians, and get the, I believe it's the 1st chapter. I'll have to look at this, 'cause it's not premeditated here, so, I'll... As I used to be, when I was a young preacher, I could think of these things just right now, but as I get older, I can't... Let's begin with the 9th verse, I believe.

For this cause... (Is Paul telling the Colossians about Christ, Who He was.) For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to pray for you, and... desire that you might be filled with all the knowledge of his will in all wisdom and of spirit and understanding;

That ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and to the increase in the knowledge of God;

Strengthened... all, according to the glorious power,... of patience and long-suffering with joy;

Giving thanks to the Father, which is meet--which made us meet to... partakers of the inheritance of the saints...:

Who has delivered us from the power of darkness, and has translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son: (Here we're getting now. Watch.)

In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sin:

Who is in the image of the invisible God,... (Get it? 15th verse, Colossians 1:15) the firstborn of every creature.

Amen. The what? The firstborn of every creature. Let it be angel; let it be anyone it may be, He's the firstborn of every creature.

For by him were all things created,... (all things created)... that are in heaven, or in earth, visible, invisible, whether they be thrones, whether they be dominions,... principalities,... powers: all things were created by him, and for him: (Let it be anything it might be, no other being.)
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  16-2    Notice.

And in... And he is therefore... he is before all things, and by him all things consist.

Whether it be Father, Son, Holy Ghost; whatever it is,

... he is before all things...

Before all things that's in heaven, in earth, visible, invisible; anything, this Son of God was before all things. That right? I don't care, thrones, dominions, whatever it is, heavenly thrones, kingdoms, whatever it might be in the great supernatural realms beyond, in the eternities, where it was, whatever it was, angels, gods, whatever it was, He's before all things. Amen. Can't you see Him? He was before all things and were created by Him. He... Now, 17th verse:

And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.

There's nothing can make it run but Him. Whether it's God the Father, God the Holy Ghost. Whether it's angels, principalities, powers, dominions, whatever it is, all things run by Him. All things consist by Him.
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  16-4    He... And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning,... (Who is the beginning)... the firstborn from the dead;... (That is, raised up when He came to redeem)... that in all things he might have the preeminences.

Might have preeminence... You know what it means? That's over all. He's over all things that was ever created: every angel, every being, ever--everything that there is, He's over all things. What creature is this? Who can it be? Over all things.

And having made peace...

Let's see I've... Just a minute.

For it pleased the Father that in him should all fullness dwell;

All the fullness of all things, all the Fullness of God, all the Fullness of angels, all the Fullness of time, all the Fullness of eternity: everything dwells in Him. That's this Fellow.

And having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all things unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven.

There's that great Being we're talking about, the beginning of the creation of God.
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  71    Now, we don't want to take too much. Now, remember, the Old Testament is not complete without the New. And the New could not be complete without the Old. That's the reason I said, two halves: one whole. For the prophet said, "He'll be here; He'll be here; He'll be here. They'll do this to Him; they'll do this to Him." And here He is, "He was here; He was here. And they did this to Him, and they did this to Him." I just preached on that a few nights ago.
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  72    Now, in order to study the Scripture... Paul told Timothy, "Study It, rightly dividing the Word of God which is Truth." Then there's three musts in the Scripture. In using God's Word there is three things that you must not do. Now, let's study those for the next ten minutes: Three things that you must not do... And all out in the land wherever you are across the nation, be sure to put these down in your mind if you haven't got a pencil. You must not do these things. We tell you all the time how you must do; now, I'm going to tell you what you must not do.

Now, you must not misinterpret the Word. You say, "Well, I believe It means this." It means just what it says. It needs no interpreter. And you must not misplace the Word. And you must not dislocate the Word. And if we would do either of these, it throws the whole Bible in a confusion and in a chaos.
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  74    Notice. To misinterpret Jesus in the form of God in a man you would make Him--you would make Him one god out of three. To misinterpret Jesus Christ being the Word, you'd make Him one god out of three, or you'd make Him the second person in a godhead. And to do that, you'd mess the whole Scripture up. You'd never get nowhere. So It must not be misinterpreted.

And if you say that a certain thing, you put an interpretation on It, and you apply It to another time or It's been applied to another time, you also make an incorrect interpreting.
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76 If anybody misinterpret Jesus Christ in the Bible of not being God Himself, make Him the second person, or, one god out of three, this would upset every Word in the entire Bible. It would break the first commandment, "Thou shalt not have any other god before Me." All right. It would make the whole Christian race a bunch of pagan worshippers worshipping three different gods. See what kind of a Bible you'd have? Then it'd make us what the Jews say we are: said, "Which one of them gods is your god?" See? So you see, you can't--you mustn't misinterpret the Bible, for Jesus Himself is the Interpretation of the Bible when He's made manifest in the age that the part of His Body is being made manifest. If it's a hand age, it must be a hand; it can't be a head age. If it's a voice age, well then, it can't be a foot age. See? And now, we're at the eye age. And now, the next is Him Hisself to come. Seeing, prophetic...

72-3 PERGAMEAN.CHURCH.AGE  -  CHURCH.AGE.BOOK CPT.5

  Those in the bride do only His will. No one can make them do otherwise. They have 'thus saith the Lord' or they keep still. They know that it has to be God in them doing the works, fulfilling His own Word. He did not complete all His work while in His earthly ministry so now He works in and through the bride.

  She knows that, for it was not yet time for Him to do certain things that He must now do. But He will now fulfill through the bride that work which He left for this specific time.

172-4 PERGAMEAN.CHURCH.AGE  -  CHURCH.AGE.BOOK CPT.5

  Now let us stand like Joshua and Caleb. Our promised land is coming in sight even as theirs did. Now Joshua means "Jehovah Saviour", and he represents the end-time leader that will come to the church even as Paul came as the original leader. Caleb represents those that stayed true with Joshua. Remember, God had started Israel as a virgin with His Word. But they wanted something different. So did the last day church. Notice how God did not move Israel, or let her go into the promised land until it was His own appointed time. Now the people might have put pressure on Joshua, the leader, and said, "The land is ours, let's go and take it. Joshua, you are all through, you must have lost your commission, you don't have the power you used to have. You used to hear from God and know the will of God, and act quickly. Something is wrong with you." But Joshua was a God-sent prophet and he knew the promises of God, so he waited for them. He waited for a clear cut decision from God and when the time came to move, God placed the full leadership in Joshua's hands because he had stayed with the Word. God could trust Joshua but not the others. So it will repeat in this end day. The same problem, the same pressures.

173-1 PERGAMEAN.CHURCH.AGE  -  CHURCH.AGE.BOOK CPT.5

  Take the example we see in Moses. This mighty anointed prophet of God had a peculiar birth, being born at the right time for the deliverance of Abraham's seed from Egypt. He never stayed in Egypt to argue Scripture with them, nor fuss at the priests. He went to the wilderness until the people were ready to receive him. God called Moses to the wilderness. The waiting was not on Moses' part but because of the people who were not ready to receive him. Moses thought the people would understand but they did not.

173-2 PERGAMEAN.CHURCH.AGE  -  CHURCH.AGE.BOOK CPT.5

  Then there is Elijah to whom the Word of the Lord came. When he got through preaching the truth and that group back there that is the forerunner of the American Jezebel group would not receive the Word, God called him off the field and plagued that generation for rejecting the prophet and the message that God had given. God called him to the wilderness and he would not come out even for the king. Those who tried to persuade him to do so, died. But God spoke to His faithful prophet by vision. Out of hiding he came and brought back the Word to Israel.

173-3 PERGAMEAN.CHURCH.AGE  -  CHURCH.AGE.BOOK CPT.5

  Then came John the Baptist, Christ's faithful forerunner, the mighty prophet for his day. He did not go to his father's school, nor the school of the Pharisees--he went to no denomination, but out to the wilderness called there by God. There he stayed until the Lord sent him out with the message, crying, 'The Messiah is at hand.'
