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  122    The Word is like a seed. Now, you take a seed. You people here on the west coast, you're great agriculturists. Now, you take your orange tree. Now, you take your orange tree when you first get it, it's a seed. You put it in the ground, and that seed will produce an orange tree. Sure. Now, that's the way it is. Now, this orange tree, the only thing you do with that, when it's just about as high as your--one inch high. I don't know how many bushels of oranges a tree would produce in its lifetime. Let's say, for instance, five hundred bushels. Now, that may be over or under; I do not know; but say five hundred bushels. Did you know that every orange that'll ever be in that tree is in it when it's just about one inch tall? Did you know that? Sure, it is. Where? It come from the seed.

Now, the only thing it is, it's just planted out, set out. And it has to draw, it sucks water from the earth to get nourishment. And it sucks water from the earth, and it has to drink more than its portion. And every time... 'Cause it has to push out. And when it drinks in water, it pushes out limbs; drinks in more water, pushes out leaves; drinks in more water, pushes out blossoms; drinks in more water, pushes out at--a oranges. It just keeps drinking and pushing out. But it has to drink.
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  124    That's the way a believer is; he's set right in the middle of the Word of God. Amen. And if he has any need for anything, he just drinks and pushes out, drinks and pushes out. When a man is filled with the Holy Ghost, everything that he'll ever use in his life's journey is in him right then. Yes, sir. The only thing we have to do is drink, and drink, and drink, and drink, and drink till we get it. We are planted in Christ Jesus. And to my interpretation of Him, He is the inexhaustible Fountain of Life. That's exactly what I think He is. And when we're planted in Him, He's inexhaustible. We can draw from Him, goodness, meekness, gentleness, patience, power, healing, any [Blank.spot.on.tape--Ed.] promise that He give, 'cause we're planted in the Seed of His Word. And It will produce just exactly what God said It would produce. It's a Seed, the Word.
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  125    God is in His Word. We believe that, don't we? All of us believe it. You see God answering. Way years ago, when He told them to go up, Pentecost, they'd receive the Holy Ghost... Years before that in Isaiah, He said, "Precept must be upon precept, line upon line, here a little, there a little. Hold fast to that what's good. Stammering lips and other tongues will I speak to this people, and this is the rest." See, He told it way before, then His Word come right over and was made manifest. All, the promised Messiah from the garden of Eden, "the Seed should bruise the serpent's head," so forth, come to pass. God is in His Word.

  E-22    When a tree... You people here in Texas are great on fruit. When a little tree's set out about that size, say a little peach tree... Now, my mother come from Paris, Texas, so I'm just a little bit of Texan, you know, so, enough to love it real well, and its people. Now, when a little tree... She come the peach country.

A little tree no more than one half inch high, did you know every peach that'll ever be in that tree is in it then? If it isn't, where does it come from? It's planted in the ground, and it has to grow, and it has to drink. And it drinks from the water of the earth, and in there brings in the vitamins and so forth, bringing it in from the earth as it drinks. And it drinks over its allotted portion. So the more it drinks, the farther it pushes out. It pushes out limbs, then it pushes out leaves, then it pushes out blossoms, then it pushes out peaches.

Well, that's the way a Christian is. When we are planted in Christ Jesus, the inexhaustible Fountain of Life, everything we have need of is in us then. We just keep drinking and pushing out, drinking and pushing out. If we have need of more of God, just keep drinking and pushing out. If we need healing, just drink and push out. That's all. Just...
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  E-23    God told Joshua, "Every foot of ground wherever your... Every piece of ground that your foot steps upon, I give to you for a possession." So footprints meant possession. And God's given us every blessing that we have need of and will ask for, and the only thing we have to do is take it. Now, God's not going to bring it and give it to you. You've got to go get it. It's yours. You understand now everyone? We've got to possess it. It's ours.

God told Moses down in Egypt, "I've give you the land," but it was invested with Amorites, Hittites, and all different kinds of "ites" and "mites." But God could've went up there and caused a storm to come by, and swept it all out, and said, "Come on in, children." But He doesn't do it that way. He said, "I've give it to you; now go take it."
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  E-24    Now, it depends on what you look at. There was... Many of the spies that went to spy out, come back (ten of them) and brought back a bad report: "We can't do it. It would mar us. They're bigger than we are," all that. But two had the evidence. Two come back, because it depends on what they were looking at. The others were looking at the Amorites, and the Hittites, and so forth. But Joshua and Caleb was looking at God's promise. Therefore they said, "We're more than able to do it."
Now, what are you looking at tonight? Look at God's promise, and keep drinking and pushing. And if you do that, something's going to take place.
If I didn't think I'd be a blessing to you, I certainly wouldn't come here. I--I wouldn't do it. I wouldn't come, tell you something to deceive you, because if I didn't know it to be the truth, then I'd stay home. I'd come down, shook your hands, visit with you, went home, and seen who had the best cook, and--and then come on--went on back home; went fishing with you, or something another, or--or something like that.  But I know that the thing that I'm speaking of: Divine healing, salvation, those things are real, more real than we're setting here. Now, let's believe it with all of our hearts as we read.
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  E-64    [Prophecy given--Ed.] Praise be to God. Oh, wonderful. Look at that poor lady that said that there, that lovely looking elderly lady, her hair frosted for eternity, knows she hasn't very much longer on earth, when we get up to the age like... What would that woman be saying anything if it wasn't something; she couldn't hold herself, it just pushing out of her. It's the Holy Spirit bringing forth His... "Upon My handsmaids and My maidservants will I pour out of My Spirit." Yes. There's God's promise exactly, friends. Oh, my, hallelujah. If we could just see what it is. We could just enjoy it. Oh, my.
I believe we ought to call sinners first to the altar, don't you think so? All right. Somebody go to the piano right quick. Sinner friend, I'm inviting you in the Name of the Lord Jesus, upon the basis first of His Word, upon the basis of speaking in tongues and giving the interpretation, and on prophecy falling on that sweet old mother setting over there, every one of them speaking the same thing, calling, calling, calling. 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  E-5    You know that something has happened to you as a Christian. Do you know it? You used to ride down yonder in the muck with all of the muck, and sin, and drinking, and gambling, and--and things of the world. Well, as soon as you believe that Christ forgive your sins, you raised up above that stuff. See? Now you're riding up here (see?) above all of it. Why? Because that you believe that you are a Christian. Then when you accepted Christ and the Holy Spirit came to you, then you have faith in the Holy Spirit to give you power to ride above that kind of a life of sin.

Well now, the only thing you have to do to ride higher into healing is just have more faith, just keep pushing it out (See?), and there you are.

  E-13    So now, this morning when you come to be prayed for, remember, the Bible has said this, and this is true: James 5:14: "If there be any among you sick, let them call the elders of the church, let them anoint them with oil, and pray over them. And the prayer of faith shall save the sick and God shall raise him up." It's a promise if you'll believe it.

Therefore (you see?), healing is allotted to the individual. It was in the days of Jesus of Nazareth. He could not heal people against their--against their own faith. He said, "I can, if you believe. If you believe that I'm able to do this, I can do it. If you can believe it."

So, some people throw the--throws the power of healing into some other evangelist. It's not that; the power of healing's in you. It's in you. They just put the cart before the horse. The evangelist doesn't have power to heal. It's the Holy Spirit that has power to heal. And you have the Holy Spirit. That's the little tree that you are. And all the things that you have need of is in you. So therefore, you just start drinking from God's promise, saying, "It's the Truth! God said He'd heal me. By His stripes I am healed!" There you are. You know what you do? You start pushing out healing; that's all. See! And then others can see what you have.
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  E-14    Now what it's... Faith is the substance of things hoped for, evidence of things not seen. Now, when I set that little tree out, I don't see the apples. But they're in there. That little tree knows they're in there. So, he just starts drinking, pushing and pushing, 'cause he knows, "It's in me. I'll get it out there after a while. Give me a little time." Just give me a little time. He just keeps drinking, "I know--I know the apples are in me, and I'll bring them up after a while." And first thing you know, here they come. Here come the apple, because he believed that they're in him. And if you believe that the power of the Holy Spirit is in you to heal you, there you are, just keep pushing. See?

You have faith. You can't see the results right away; you don't see it.
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  E-15    Now (See?) James justified Abraham by his works. Paul justified Abraham by his faith. What do we say then between the two? Abraham was speaking on what--I mean, Paul was speaking on what God saw in Abraham. And James was speaking on what people saw in Abraham. See? Now see? Therefore, God knowed that before the baby come, that Abraham had faith. And Abraham proved it to God by acting like he--that the baby was going to come when he was sterile. He had no children, and his wife's womb was dead, and he was sterile. But yet he knowed in there somewhere was the baby. You see, he kept drinking the promise, leaning on God's great El Shaddai, the breast, leaning there, drinking, knowing that God would give it to him; knowed that it was a promise, that He had to do it. And we're the children of Abraham. So let's lean onto His promise and hold there, knowing that God will do it. He said so.

You believe it now. Then let the sick line up over here on one of the sides or the other, that wants to be prayed for, and we'll get the Elder here and anoint them in oil. I'll pray over them, and we'll believe that God will make everyone of them well. If thou canst believe.

Teddy, where are you at?...?... Come around on this right hand side. That's good. And it--I want you to play, "Only Believe."

And while they're coming, let's us bow our heads, the rest of the audience, and let's be in prayer for these people who are coming.
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  E-52    And when you are planted into His death, burial, and resurrection--planted in Christ, and receive His Holy Spirit Life in you, everything that you've got need of all the way through the journey is in you right then, for you become the Seed. See it? God in His Word.
Now, what does a tree have to do? When you plant it, the only thing you have to do is water it, and then it's got to drink. The leaves are in it; the apples are in it; the--everything's right in the tree. But it's got to drink. It's got to drink more than its portion. And as it drinks, it pushes out, pushes out leaves, pushes out blossoms, pushes out apples. But it's got to keep drinking, drinking, drinking, in order to push out.

And when we take a promise of God, drop it into our heart, we keep watering it with faith; and it keeps pushing out, pushing out. Hallelujah. When Christ is planted in our heart, the Holy Ghost, the only thing we do is drink in the Word of God. And it pushes out salvation; it pushes out Divine healing; it pushes out glory; it pushes out everything that we have need of; is right in us when we're planted in Christ
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  E-53    Here's my interpretation of Him, about being the water. He is the inexhaustible Fountain of Life. You'll never ask Him too much. You can never believe Him for too great a thing. He delights in you believing Him for great things. You can never overdo it.

Could you imagine a little fish about a half inch long, way out there in the middle of that ocean, saying, "Now, wait a minute. I better think this thing over. I'd better drink very sparingly of this water because I might run out this year." Well, if you could figure that out, then try to exhaust the fountain of God's goodness to you.

Could you just imagine a little mouse about a half-inch long, under the big garners of--of Egypt, saying, "I'll just eat one grain a day. I better allowance myself to one grain a day, because I might run out before the new crop comes in." Well, my. What's he doing? He's depriving himself.

That's exactly what's the matter with the church today, in taking church creeds and dogmas and trying to suck off of them, instead of taking the Word of God, and enjoying the fullness of the baptism of the Holy Ghost and the things of God. Why? His Word is a Seed, and this Word brings forth of its kind.
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  E-54    Now, we've just passed a great revival, swept the land. Fifteen years nearly it went on. What have we reaped out? We've reaped out a bunch of new members. Yeah. Why? That's what kind of seed we sowed.

Remember, the rain falls upon the earth to water it, dress it, for which it's prepared for. And now, remember, if you had a field of wheat out here, and it was growing, and its little heads was hanging over. When you see anything too sturdy, it's self-styled. A heavy, full head always bows. I hope you got that. So now notice...

Now, but a little weed standing there, and it's a drought on. People are praying for rain. Well, that little wheat's going, "Huh, huh" [Brother Branham imitates a panting sound--Ed.] It just can't--it just can't hardly get along any longer. It's going to die. The little weed is just as happy to get water as it would be.
