It hasto start with
God, His spirit, His word, praises and adoration to Him, being thankful for all things,
living and pleasing oneanother.

This generation is consumed with iniquity, fulfilling its own desires, no joy, no thanks; a
generation of insanity, unthankful, proud, boastful, and full of all kinds of ideologieslike
humanism, sexual freedom, lesbianism, homosexualism.

It has been and always will be, man seeking to rule and man desiring to oppress, having
thisfeeling heisbetter than thewoman.
