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God bless you. Let us bow our heads for a moment of prayer. 

Father, we have basked in this wonderful supernatural atmosphere that you have created. We know, Lord, it is because each son or daughter of God has come with their little lick of fire. 

They have come hungering and thirsting after righteousness. They have come hungering to learn more of the great inheritance that you have given to us, to learn more of all the redemptive blessings of the resurrection. 

Father, I pray that that you would open hearts and minds, and that you would be able through the foolishness of preaching, to deliver the mysteries that are contained in this Word. 

Lord, this is a collective, supernatural intelligence that you have sent to us, throughout all the ages, through all the prophets, through all the sages, oh God. And Lord, now we desire to come to that place of perfection, that place of adoption, Father, and we know only the Word can deliver us to that place. 

Father, I pray that you would help me to move myself out of the way, to just deliver the Words that the Holy Spirit would have spoken today. We ask these blessings in your most Holy and all powerful name, of our Lord Jesus Christ. Amen. 

God Bless you ... I would like to invite you to open your Bibles. I would like to start reading at the book of John, in Chapter 8, and we will be reading just one verse. 

So in John, Chapter 8, and verse 32, Jesus is speaking and He says: 

JOHN 8:32 32 And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. 

I would like to take the liberty to be a truth broker, to be a reality broker, to deal with truth in large doses, and strip away all the fantasy of the world, all the fantasy of traditions of man, of customs, of dogma, of all of those things, and I would like to speak just out of the pure Word Of God. 

You know, when truth comes, truth, it can never leave a man the same. When truth comes, if it is eternal truth, that man will be transformed. He will be renewed; he will be like II Corinthians said, 

II CORINTHIANS 5:17 17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. 

God will separate your sins as far as the east is from the west, into the sea of forgetfulness, and never remember them any more. 

So truth will either set you free, or when truth comes, if a person cannot receive the truth, then he will remain bound. And when he remains bound, satan is his master. 

You know, there is one Christ, but there are thousands of anti-Christ’s. There is one life -- that is eternal life. But death comes in a thousand different ways. 

So we want to talk about truth. And you know, when truth comes usually there are three stages of truth. When a new truth comes, in the beginning, usually it is ridiculed. 

But after some time comes along, then the people began to debate it. You know, it is not ridiculed any more, but they began to debate. Well what part of that is truth, what part of that can we accept, what part of that can we receive? And finally, truth is accepted as the obvious truth. So those are the three stages of truth. 

I would like to share with you the response that Jesus had from the seventy. You know, when the seventy that Jesus had called had followed Him for some time, and Jesus called them, He anointed them. He commissioned them, He empowered them, and He sent them out. 

And when they went out, they had successful service and they came back to the Master. They came back to the One who had called, and chosen, and anointed, and empowered them. They came back and they said, “Lord, we had a great meeting. Even the demons were subject to us.” And Jesus says, “That’s good, but don’t rejoice just because the demons were subject to you. Rejoice that your name is written in the Book Of Life.” And then He said to them, “Unless you drink this blood and eat this body, you have no part with me.” 

Now these men, they were just normal men. And they knew that was against the law! That was against the Jewish law to eat a man’s flesh, and to drink his blood. 

They must have said, “Us! That is a shocker! This man wants us to be a vampire! He wants us to drink his blood and eat his flesh! What kind of a new doctrine is this?” 

And Jesus said, “Oh, does that offend you? What will you say when you see the Son Of Man ascending and descending from where He came from?” 

They said, “That’s it. We are finished. We are leaving this place. We are out of here.” And they walked away. 

Now Jesus never went to them and said, “Now, please wait a minute. Please try to have patience, and understand. Wait for the revelation to come. Just take some time. I will explain it to you.” He never did that. He just let them go away. 

And then to the apostles, He said to them, “Will you also go away?” 

They said, “Lord, where would we go? You have the words of eternal life.” 

Now the apostles, they did not understand what drinking blood or eating flesh was, anymore than the seventy understood. But they had confidence in Jesus. They had confidence in the Word, that if we stay around long enough, eventually we will get the revelation of what He is trying to tell us. And so they stayed there. 

Luke 24 So I would like to invite you to turn in your Bibles to the book of Luke. And we are going to start reading at Luke, Chapter 24. 

Now if I could set the stage for you, Jesus has just gone through the great agony in the Garden of Gethsemane, where He literally, the pressure was so great, that He even sweated blood. 

Even when He went out to check on the apostles, they were all sleeping. They could not even pray with Him for one hour. And He went back and there was more anguish. Then Judas betrayed Him. And then the chief priests came, and they were going to take Him. 

Jesus had Peter, and Peter was going to defend Him. Peter was always doing the wrong thing at the wrong time. He tried to cut off his head, but he missed the head, and he only got the ear. Then when Jesus wanted to wash his feet, he said, “No Lord, you’re never going to wash my feet.” 

Jesus told him, “You’re going to deny me.” Peter said, “It will never happen. I will never deny you. I will die first before I deny you.” 

Then we see Peter when they said, ‘You are one of His disciples.” 

“No, I never met him, I don’t know the man.” 

Then the second time they said, “Yes, you were the one! You were with him! Your speech betrays you.” 

He said, “No, just somebody who looks like me. Everybody has a twin, you know, maybe he looks like me.” 

And the third time he denied him -- and he…cursed … the third time he… cursed… that he ever knew him. Then the cock crowed, and Peter went away and wept bitterly. 

So now, Jesus is in the garden. Peter comes, and he cuts off the ear of Malcus. And Jesus just took it, and put it back on. Then the soldiers took Him. 

They beat Him, and they whipped Him. They kicked Him, and they punched Him. They spit upon Him. And they took sticks, and they beat Him. They ripped His beard out of His face. They put a rag around His head, and began to beat Him, and say, “Tell us who hit you and we’ll believe that you are the son of God.” 

Then they took Him, and they whipped Him with that horrible whip with those lead balls at the end of it -- with the little nails, and it ripped into His back and just pulled out all of the flesh -- a horrible execution. 

Then they put the crown of thorns upon His head. Then they took Him … you know, there were many people that went to the cross. You know, the Romans, they executed thousands and thousands by crucifixion. So those soldiers, they were experienced soldiers. 

You know, when they took a man, sometimes they would take three or four soldiers and they would drag that man. Maybe that man was screaming. Maybe he was begging. Maybe he was pleading, crying, “I’m innocent, I didn’t do it, I’m innocent, please have mercy on me.” But those soldiers, they were not moved. 

They took that man and they dragged him, and they dragged him to the cross. Maybe one man or two men had to hold his arm before they nailed it, and another man had to hold another arm, and then they nailed it. Then they nailed his feet, maybe two or three of them had to hold his feet, and the man is kicking. 

Think about a man who doesn’t want to die. And these are hard core Roman soldiers. These are cruel ... cruel masters of torture, and they are experienced at crucifying people. But they never had one go to the cross like the Lord Jesus Christ. They never had a lamb come to the cross. 

You know when Jesus went to the cross, He laid down. And He held out His hands, and He waited for the nails to come. 

Only Divine Life knows how to go to the cross. When Jesus went to the cross, He proved He was deity. 

I have been serving the Lord since 1978. I came into the message in 1983, but I can tell you, friends, those that are new, if you have not had a first class crucifixion at the hands of friends, family, brothers, sisters, neighbors, workers, ... if you have not had a first class crucifixion yet because of your faith, someday you will have. You will have persecution. You will have rejection. People will mock you, they will scorn you. 

So now, Jesus had now been crucified. And they took His body and put it in the tomb. Joseph of Arimathaea, a rich man, was a volunteer for his tomb to be used. But they could not take care of the body yet, because it was the Sabbath. So they went first thing on Sunday morning. That is where we will pick up our reading now in Luke Chapter 24:1. 

LUKE 24:1 1 Now upon the first day of the week, very early in the morning, they came unto the sepulchre, bringing the spices which they had prepared, and certain others with them. 

2 And they found the stone rolled away from the sepulchre. 

3 And they entered in, and found not the body of the Lord Jesus. 

4 And it came to pass, as they were much perplexed thereabout, behold, two men stood by them in shining garments: 5 And as they were afraid, and bowed down their faces to the earth, they said unto them, Why seek ye the living among the dead? 

Now you know, my pastor one time, he said, “ I have never been a protester, I have never been somebody that goes out and gets a sign, “Unfair wages, or unfair working conditions.” 

My pastor said, “I have never been a protester in my life, but if I was ever going to be a protester, I would like to get that sign, “Why seek ye the living among the dead?” And I would like to go before a dead denominational church, and I would like to hold that sign up, while the people are walking up the steps to go into the church, and say, “Why, why are ye seeking the living Christ among the dead?” 

So these two men that were there, they said, “He is not here. He is risen. Remember how He spoke unto you these things when He was yet in Galilee?” 

So what happened was, the women and all the disciples, they had spiritual amnesia. They had forgotten all the things that Jesus had told them about His death, and His burial, and His resurrection. 

But now, the angels that were there said, “He is not here, He is alive. Remember how He spoke to you when He was yet in Galilee, saying the Son Of Man must be delivered into the hands of sinful men and be crucified and the third day rise again. And they remembered His words.” 

They said, “Oh, yeah. Yeah. He did say that. He did say they were going to crucify Him. They said He was going to arise, and now we are here and He’s not here, so it must be true. The prophecy came true and it is right before our eyes.” So now, it says they remembered His words and they returned from the sepulchre. 

Now where were they going? They were going to see the apostles. They were going to see all the ones that were in the Upper Room. They were in the Upper Room, the great and mighty apostles. 

That’s where they were ... in the Upper Room with all the doors locked, all the doors bolted. Maybe the furniture against the door. They didn’t know ... “Are the Romans coming? Are the Pharisees coming? Who is coming to get us?” ... but they were afraid. 

Now the women came and the woman went back as they were headed for that room. Do you know what their feeling was? They said, “When we get to the apostles, we are going to have a revival meeting tonight. Just wait until we tell them that He is risen from the dead.” 

So, if you have your Bible, I hope you can read this with me and follow along. 

LUKE 24:8 8 And they remembered his words, 

9 And returned from the sepulchre, and told all these things unto the eleven, and to all the rest. 

10 It was Mary Magdalene, and Joanna, and Mary the mother of James, and other women that were with them, which told these things unto the apostles. 

Now, here is the response of the apostles. It says.. 

11 And their words seemed to them as idle tales, and they believed them not. 

So here are your great and mighty apostles -- the ones who later on in their ministry, when they were prepared, when they were equipped, were going to turn the world upside down. 

But this is the beginning of the church. The church began with a lack of faith. The church began with doubt. The church began with two faithful witnesses who had been to the tomb and said, “He is not here, He is risen.” And the apostles didn’t believe them. They were faithful witnesses. They had been with them in the meetings. 

Now we continue on with the story. 

LUKE 24:12 12 Then arose Peter, and ran unto the sepulchre; and stooping down, he beheld the linen clothes laid by themselves, and departed, wondering in himself at that which was come to pass. 

You know, the one thing I know Peter was thinking, “Even if Jesus Christ has risen from the dead, it is not going to profit me, because He is never going to want to see this face ever again after what I did. After I denied Him three times, He’ll never want to see me again. 

So Peter felt like his life was finished. He probably felt like he was in a deep dark dungeon of depression, and despondency, and despair, and disillusionment. He was on a slow, silent, screaming slide into the bowels of despair. 

So now, the picture changes again very quickly in verse 13. 

LUKE 24:13 13 And, behold, two of them (this is Simon and Cleopas now) two of them went that same day to a village called Emmaus, which was from Jerusalem about threescore furlongs. 

14 And they talked together of all these things which had happened. 

15 And it came to pass, that, while they communed together and reasoned, They are trying to figure out, “How could this have happened? We had such great plans. We had such great expectations. We were going to rule the kingdom, and Jesus was going to be the leader. How could He have ever allowed them to take Him and crucify Him …?” 

….while they communed together, Jesus himself drew near, and went with them. 

16 But their eyes were holden that they should not know him. 

Do you know why? Do you know that Abraham and Sarah had a body change from an old man and an old woman back to a young man? Jesus was not in the same form of a body that He was in the last time they saw Him when they took Him to a cross. 

He was in His new body. He was in a young body. He didn’t have gray hair. Maybe His back wasn’t hunched over from the pressure. Maybe His face was not all wrinkled and lined from carrying the burdens. But a young man, a young man, comes right up and walks right up next to Simon and Cleopas. So they began to listen to Him. 

17 And he said unto them, What manner of communications are these that ye have one to another, as ye walk, and are sad? 

18 And the one of them, whose name was Cleopas, answering said unto him, Art thou only a stranger in Jerusalem, (In other words, are you new around here? Have you just arrived? Don’t you know the things that have happened the last few days here in Jerusalem?) 

So Jesus decided He would check their revelation. He says, “What things?” He wanted to find out what they knew about what truly had happened. 

19 And they said unto him, Concerning Jesus of Nazareth, which was a prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people: 

20 And how the chief priests and our rulers delivered him to be condemned to death, and have crucified him. 

21 But we trusted that it had been he which should have redeemed Israel: 

That’s their first complaint. Their first complaint is, ”We thought Jesus was going to redeem Israel.“ Now the reality was, Israel was already redeemed, but they didn’t know it. They didn’t have that revelation yet. 

And the second complaint was… 

21 …and beside all this, to day is the third day since these things were done. 

22 Yea, and certain women also of our company made us astonished, which were early at the sepulchre; 

23 And when they found not his body, they came, saying, that they had also seen a vision of angels, which said that he was alive. 

24 And certain of them which were with us went to the sepulchre, and found it even so as the women had said: but him they saw not. 

So their second complaint is, ”We can’t find the body!” 

Now, they are looking at the body, but their complaint is, “We can not find the body.” 

You know, sometimes people look right at the Word of God, and they still can not find the Word of God. They can read the letter of the law, but they can’t read the essence of the Word. They cannot read between the lines. They cannot get the inspiration that the Holy Ghost has hid in there for them. 

And so now, could you imagine, could you imagine if Jesus ever had to speak to you or to me the way He spoke to Simon and Cleopas? 

25 Then he said unto them… O fools…now remember, they had just met this man a few minutes ago and he is a young man, a man they don’t even know. And this young man says, “you fools”. He wasn’t only calling them a natural fool, he was calling them a spiritual fool. “You spiritual fool…. 

25 …and slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken; 

26 Ought not Christ to have suffered these things, and to enter into his glory? 

27 And beginning at Moses and (Listen) beginning at Moses and all the prophets, he expounded unto them in all the scriptures the things concerning Himself 

Now, they say it was a six-hour journey, a six-hour sermon that Jesus gave to Simon and Cleopas about what Isaiah said, what Jeremiah said, what Ezra said, what Nehemiah said. He said, “Have not you considered that Messiah was supposed to fulfill this scripture,” and this one, and this one, and this one, and this one, and this one? 

And even now, two thousand years later, the Jews have still not been able to come to the conclusion that Jesus fulfilled… seven hundred and twelve prophesies… of the Old Testament. Fulfilled every one of them exactly and still they are blind. 

So now, can you imagine Simon and Cleopas, when He called them fools? Maybe Simon said, “Now wait a minute. Who are you calling a fool? Cleopas, have you ever seen this man before?” 

“No, I've never seen Him.” 

“Did you ever see Him at any of the revival meetings? Did you ever see Him out there at the Mount Transfiguration? Did you see Him when Jesus was breaking bread and multiplying the loaves and the fishes? Did you see Him at any of those meetings?” 

“No, I never saw him.” 

This man has a lot of nerve calling us fools. We know everything. We’ve been at all the meetings, you know. We have been following Jesus. We slept with Him. We slept in the tents. We ate in His food. We had many private conversations with Him. He told us many deep mysteries. 

LUKE 24:28 28 And they drew nigh unto the village, whither they went; and he made as though he would have gone further. 

He said, “Well Simon, Cleopas, nice knowing you. See you later. Bye Bye.” 

But they said, “No, you’ve got to come in with us. You know the day is far spent.” Their plan was they wanted to feed Jesus, but what they did not know was that Jesus was not through feeding them yet. 

LUKE 24:28 28 And they drew nigh unto the village, whither they went; and he made as though he would have gone further. 

29 But they constrained him, saying, Abide with us; for it is toward evening, and the day is far spent. And he went in to tarry with them. 

30 And it came to pass, as he sat at meat with them, he took bread, and blessed it, and brake, and gave to them. 

31 And their eyes were opened, and they knew him…. 

…. and they said, “It’s the Lord!” 

And do you know what happened? You know what we talked about earlier? Paradigm shift? Simon and Cleopas had a paradigm shift, because Jesus disappeared and they were left all by themselves. And they said, “Oh, didn’t our hearts burn within us, as He spoke to us as we walked along the way?” 

Do you know what happened? The first thing that happened is they lost their appetite for the world. They went in to get something to eat but the Bible said,”and the same hour, the same hour they returned to Jerusalem.” 

Now where were they going? Who were they going to look for? They were going to look for the apostles. They were going to look for the church. 

I wonder, I wonder, if somebody had come to you that day and said, “We are the church, and we’d like to know if you would like to join our church? Now our leader has just been executed under capital punishment by the government, and our treasurer has just gone out and hung himself, but we are the church. Would you like to join our church?” 

And so now, what do you think Simon and Cleopas expected when they went and found the apostles? Do you know what they expected? They expected, “We are going to have a revival tonight! Wait until we tell the apostles that we have seen Jesus! Wait till we tell them we have walked with Him! Wait till we tell them all the prophecies He told us in a six-hour sermon! It’s all-true! Everything He said is true. He’s not dead! He is alive! 

Don’t be afraid to rejoice. You’re not supposed to be the chosen frozen,.. dying on the installment plan. You are lively stones. Can you say Amen? Amen. See it feels good. It makes me feel good when you say Amen. 

If you ever want to be a blessing to your preacher, to your pastor, when he says something, and it is in the Word, and it strikes your heart, say “Amen!” Say, “Amen.” Say, “Hallelujah.” Clap your hands. We should be the happiest people on the face of the earth for what God has done to us. 

So now, they run back. They run back, and they found the eleven and those that were with them, and they said, “The Lord.” This is in verse 34, saying: 

LUKE 24:34 34 Saying, The Lord is risen indeed, and hath appeared to Simon. 

35 And they told what things were done in the way, and how he was known of them in breaking of bread. 

So they had time, they had time with the apostles. They gave them a complete testimony of everything that had happened that day when they met Jesus, and all the fulfillment of all the scriptures. 

LUKE 24:36 36 And as they thus spake, Jesus himself stood in the midst of them, 

He did not knock on the door. He didn’t come through the window. He just came right through the door. 

They had another paradigm shift. They found out now… not only can He disappear, but He also can appear, … too, when He wants to. They are finding out more and more about the Word. These disciples and apostles who thought they knew everything. 

You know, we are a general in the army of Jesus Christ. We have all of our badges. We have our medals, you know. We were there. We were there when Jesus cast out of the devil out of that man in Gadara. We’ve seen so much! We’ve heard so much! We’ve been there! If anybody knows anything about anything, it’s ... us. 

And now, Jesus appears ... and He stood in the midst of them 

LUKE 24:36 36 and He saith unto them, … Peace be unto you. 

At the appearing of the Word, it should give you the peace that passeth understanding, and the peace that comes in the midst of the storm. 

In this world we are living in, this world is becoming an insane asylum, and the inmates are running the asylum. 

Everybody is on the “Stress Express.” Everybody! You know. we have road rage, boat rage, desk rage, domestic rage, and all kinds of rage. It is a Ripley’s believe it or not world that we are living in and everyday it gets worse, and worse, and worse, and worse, and worse. 

There is one thing ... there is a great craving for peace and calm in the world today. And there is only one way a man or a woman can find it. That is to find the… peace… of Jesus Christ. 

And so, the first thing ... Jesus knew, He knew their hearts were troubled, and He said Peace be unto you. 

Now here’s their response. I hope those of you who don’t have your Bibles are marking down these scriptures so you can look at it later. So you can see that everything that I say is in the Bible because some of the things that I am going to be saying, you are going to say, “that’s not in the Bible, I’ve never seen that in the Bible”…. But it is in the Bible. The only thing I have here is my Bible. 

LUKE 24:37 37 But they were terrified… 

They loved the Lord. They knew the Lord. They spent all that time with Him. They heard all that prophecy. And now, here they are in the fullness of the fulfillment of prophecy that Jesus was going to die, and raise again, ... and He stands there right in front of them. Instead of rejoicing 

37… they were terrified and frightened, and supposing that they had seen a spirit. ( or a ghost.) 

38 And He said unto them, “Why are ye troubled? why do thoughts arise in your heart ?”. He was reading their hearts just like a book. 

39 He said behold my hands, behold my feet. He showed them His hands, He showed them His feet, that it is I myself… handle me. That’s a good exhortation for today. We should all handle this more. We should all handle the Word more. He says, Handle me and see for a spirit hath not flesh and bones as you see me have. 

40 And when He had thus spoken, He showed them His hands… What a glorious thing that must have been, a resurrected Christ saying, Look here’s my hands… that just a few days ago they drove the nails though these hands. And He lifted up His robe and he said, Behold my feet that they drove the nails through my feet. 

In verse 41, it would be real good if you underline verse 41 in your Bible, because here now is a resurrected Jesus Christ among the most spiritual, among the most revelated people. 

Now, I am not talking about the Pharisee’s. They were the most religious people, but like I've said, “The greatest organized crime is organized religion.” 

So here they were, the apostles, the most spiritual people on the face on the earth, and when the Word appears to them, they are terrified and frightened. 

And you know what? I can guarantee you some of you are going to see some things in this Word, and you are going to be terrified and frightened to think that this may be true ... and you have not known about it. 

So then, here they said: 

LUKE 24:41 41 “And while they yet believed not”... Is that what it says? What does your Bible, would you read your Bible? Just speak it out loud, what does it say? While they yet believed not for joy…..so they 41. believed not, they believed not for joy. 

Jesus is standing right in front of them. They are terrified! They are frightened! They've seen the nails in His hands and seen in His feet, and yet they are terrified and they are frightened! ... And they believed not… You wonder sometimes, you can preach to some people, and you say I don’t understand why they don’t believe my preaching. 

Hey, the apostles saw Jesus Christ resurrected from the dead. They saw His hands, they saw His feet, and they couldn’t believe. So don’t be surprised. You can preach the most eloquent sermon, and unless God opens the womb of their mind, and does a supernatural operation in that mind, they will never see it. 

So now He begins to speak to them. He says, 41…“have you here any meat?” So now, Jesus wants to prove to them that He’s not a ghost. Have you got any food? 

And so, maybe one of the apostles went (verse 42) and got a piece of fish, you know, and maybe he come up there and maybe he threw it. Didn’t want to get to close, you know. “It’s still too spooky for me.” So maybe he threw some food, you know, here catch. 

LUKE 24:44 44 And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me. 

45 Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures, 

46 And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behoved Christ to suffer, and to rise from the dead the third day: 

47 And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. 

48 And ye are witnesses of these things. 

Now the church was getting ready to go to the place where they could get equipped. They were not equipped yet. They were not ready to preach the Word yet, because now Jesus took them out of the city. 

LUKE 24:49 49 And, behold, I send the promise of my Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from on high. 

50 And he led them out as far as to Bethany, and he lifted up his hands, and blessed them. 

51 And it came to pass, while he blessed them, he was parted from them, and carried up into heaven. 

52 And they worshipped him, and returned to Jerusalem with great joy: 

53 And were continually in the temple, praising and blessing God. Amen. 

So now they were ready to go. Now when they went to the upper room, now when they waited, then when the Holy Ghost came, then they come busting down the stairs, and speaking in other tongues. And it was the Passover. Everybody that was there, they all had a different dialect, but they all heard these Galileans speaking in their own dialect. 

That’s the real gift of tongues. You know, when somebody can speak and everybody understands it, even when it’s not their own dialect, but they can hear it. 

So now, I want to drop something in here. And again, I’m going to take just one mystery at a time. 

You know, like I said, in 1978 in January, I had an experience with God. I was a Catholic. I was a Baptist. I was an Assembly of God, and Full Gospel Business Men. I went to Jim Bakker’s Bible school at PTL. I was in the UPC. 

And finally I came to a revelation that God had sent a prophet in this day with Thus Saith The Lord. It opened up the entire Bible to me. I never had to worry anymore. I never had to wonder anymore because everything was vindicated. Everything was proven. Everything fit together, all the types, all the shadows, and all the mysteries. 

A prophet of God is a mouthpiece of God. And the Bible said, “Surely the Lord God will do nothing except He reveal His secrets to His servants the prophets.” 

Now, when Jesus was on the earth, do you know how many people knew that Jesus was on the earth? One one-hundredth of one percent. Now, does that seem fair? Ninety-nine and ninety-nine percent of the people in the world did not even know that Jesus was on the earth, but yet He came, and He sowed the Word. And then the Word began to travel through the lips, and the lives, and the testimony of faithful men. 

And then Jesus, He had already made a physical conquest of the world. He made a moral conquest of the world. He made an emotional conquest of the world. 

But now, He needed a man so He could make an intellectual conquest of the world. And He reached out and He had a man all ready. He had a man by the name of Paul, who’s name was Saul. He was the inquisitor. 

He was out there taking Holy Ghost men, and women, and grandmas, and grandpas, and children and beating them, and whipping them, and throwing them into prison. He was doing God a service, he thought, ... but God had to put a stop to that. 

He said, Paul, you are in an insane condition. You think you are doing what’s right, but you are going against, you are fighting against, the very God that you said you loved. And He knocked him off his horse, and blinded him, and went down into a room. 

Do you know what? When Paul heard the voice, (Acts 9:4) “Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me?” He said, “Who are you Lord?” He said, “I am Jesus whom thou persecuteth.” 

Oh my, that must have been like a dagger in Saul’s heart. He said, (Acts 9:5) it is hard to kick against the pricks. And Paul was led, this proud man, (Acts 9:8-9) he was led blindfolded, blindfolded into a room and for three days he was in that room. And for three days ... 

You know, Paul ... he had a mind like a steel trap. He knew that Word from Genesis all the way to Malachi, and he began to think. And God began to push the buttons. You know, He was wounded for our transgressions, He was bruised for our iniquity, the chastisement of His peace is upon His head, and by His stripes we were healed, and maybe several hundred more scriptures that God gave to Paul (Saul). 

And do you know what? Saul ... he did not know at that time, he was going to become the great and mighty apostle Paul. All he knew was that, “I am in big trouble, big trouble, major problems here, I am fighting against God. 

And he loved God. He had a reverence for God. He had a respect for God. And to get a revelation that he is fighting against God, must have been a horrible thing. For three days down there,(Acts 9:10) until God spoke to (11) Ananias. “Ananias, I want you to go over there. I want you to go there pray for Paul”.(13) He said, Lord, I have heard about that man, he’s a dangerous man. 

The Lord said,(15) don’t worry,(11) he’s praying. He was praying. If ever a man was praying in his life, Saul was down there, and he was praying, “Lord, make some sense of this to me. How did I find myself in this situation?” 

And so now God raises up Saul to become the apostle Paul. And then Paul says, (I Corinthians 15: 9-10 ) I am not worthy to be called an apostle because I persecuted the church, but by the grace of God, I am what I am. (Phillipians 3: 14 )This one thing I do, forgetting those things that are past, I press forward to the mark for the prize of the high calling in Christ. 

So now, so we see, we can see now that there were Simon and Cleopas very experienced men. You see the eleven apostles, very experienced men, had the most contact with Jesus, the most contact with God in flesh. 

Knew Him, saw Him, listened to Him, understood to some measure and yet denying the Word, doubting the Word. Look at Saul, schooled at the very feet of Gamaliel, but what happened? He was schooled with a denominational doctrine, full of lies, full of hypocrisy, full of deceit. 

And remember, who is the religious genius? Satan is the religious genius. Every religion on the face of the earth was started by the devil. Hindu, Buddhist, Sikh, Jannes, Muslim, and every denomination on the face of the earth is started by the devil. 

Jesus Christ is going to have a virgin bride, and she will not be man handled. She will be a virgin to the Word. She’ll be a virgin to Christ. She has a virgin womb and that virgin womb, it’s reserved for virgin seed, Holy seed, not man-made seed., not denominational seed, not dogmas, not creeds. 

Now do you believe that the Bible said that the devil in the end…time is going to deceived the hole world. The next thing I want to speak about to you is something that Satan as mostly do and probably some of you… is to kept you in the darkness. 

Since I started studying the Bible, and it hasn’t been that long, but it is amazing to me that some people who have been studying the Bible for a long time, they still believe that it was an apple in the Garden that caused the fall of man. They believe that Eve ate some kind of an apple, or some kind of a fruit. Friends, that is a fairy tale! It is a fairy tale! 

(Genesis 2:16-17) You know, when God told them you can eat of all the trees of the Garden, but of the fruit in the midst of the Garden thou shall not eat of it. And the day you eat thereof, thou shalt surely die. 

So now, friends, you got a picture, you have got to really take your spiritual thinking cap and you've got to expand it. Would you like to escape from a lie of the devil, today, right now? Would you like to have some inspiration that would make the Bible a brand new Book to you? 

You know the Bible says, 

GENESIS 3:1 Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field…) now the serpent was more subtle, that means he was clever, he was cunning. Now remember, Satan and his angels, 

ISAIAH 14:12 How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning!… ) Satan was the son of the morning. He was perfect until iniquity was found in him and then he was cast down, he and the fallen angels. 

EZEKIEL 28:15 Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee. 

And now God began to create His Eden (Gen 1:1) and then He had his Garden of Eden and He had His son there (Gen 2:8-9). And out of the son,(Gen 2:21-22) he took his wife out of a rib. He put His son to sleep and out of the rib came his wife Eve. 

And now, they walked around the Garden (Gen 2:25 ). They were naked. They had total control over the weather, over the animals, over the food. They never had a problem. And every night in the cool of the evening, God would come down. The Father would come down, and He would fellowship with His children. 

But all the while, Satan was there from his dimension that he was living in now, and he was watching and observing. And he saw the lions begin to mate. And he saw the tigers, and the bears, and all the animals ... he saw how they were mating, and how they were having babies. And Satan looked down, and he saw one that looked just like Adam and Eve, and it was called the serpent. 

And so, the devil studied all the anatomy. He looked at the anatomy of Adam. He looked at the anatomy of Eve. He looked at the anatomy of all the other animals, and how they had children. And Satan said, “I believe, I believe that serpent. I believe that if I can get that serpent to seduce that woman, I can inject, I can hybrid the human race.” 

Oh, my. And so, now the serpent ... 

Don’t close your minds yet! Remember, it is important to keep an open mind! Don’t be like Simon and Cleopas! Don’t be like the apostles now! 

And so, the serpent said unto the woman ... 

Now, first of all, when I ask people, what do you think? Do you think the serpent came … “Hello, Eve..ummm..ummmm” ... Do you think that is how he did it? 

No, the Bible said, (Gen 3:1) and the serpent said unto the woman. So the serpent could talk and Eve could understand him! And he said unto the woman…(Gen 3: 1) yea hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the Garden? 

And she said, (Gen 3:2-3) “... We may eat of fruit of the trees of the Garden, but of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the Garden.” Now remember, the Bible said that you are the fruit of your mother’s womb, right? And so, of the fruit in the midst of the Garden, you shall not eat. That day you shall surely die. 

So Eve, and she doesn’t even quote the scripture right. She said in (Gen 3:3) “God said we should not eat it and we should not touch it lest we die”. So she has already misinterpreting the Word right at the beginning. Right in Genesis 3, the Word is already being misinterpreted. 

And so, now Satan, he quotes the Word, but he only changes one word. He says, cause God said you shall surely die, but the serpent said you shall not surely die. So the serpent he inserted… not… in there and because of that (Gen 3:6) she saw the tree was pleasant to the eyes, and could make one wise. 

God said to the man GENESIS 2:16 And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat: 

The Serpent said to the woman GENESIS 3:1 Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden? 

The woman said to the serpent GENESIS 3:2 And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden: 

God said to the man GENESIS 2:17 But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die. 

The woman said to the Serpent GENESIS 3:3 But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die. 

The Serpent said to the woman GENESIS 3:4 And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall ... not … surely die:… 

And so now Satan, he quotes the Word, but he only changes one word. He says, cause God said you shall surely die, but the serpent said you shall not surely die. So the serpent, he inserted… not… in there, and because of that she saw the tree was pleasant to the eyes, and could make one wise. 

Now, how an apple is going to make you wise, I don’t know. Or how a pear, or how some grapes is going to make you wise, I don’t know. 

But the serpent had knowledge. He said, (Gen 3:5) thou shalt not surely die, but in the day you eat thereof, you shall be like God. So he tempted her. 

And oh my, she was excited! (Gen 3:6) She got stimulated! And so she took of the fruit, and did eat. And then right away (Gen 3:7) she went over and showed her husband what she had done. And then Adam and her did the same thing, and then they knew they were naked. 

Now one thing I know for sure, friends, it was not an apple! It was not a fruit! 

Because if it was an apple or a fruit they ate that let them know they were naked, when they went behind the bushes to the fig leaf, and when they got the fig leaves and Adam became a custom tailor ... when he came out, he would have had a cloth around his mouth. He would have had some nice gloves for his hands, you know. 

So he would have come out, and Eve would have had some gloves on, and Eve would have had a nice veil over her mouth. And they would have come out and said, “Well, you know, we knew we were naked, and so we have hid ourselves.” 

Now let me ask you, friend, is that what they hid?.. Did they hide their hands? Did they hide their mouth? What did they hide? Most people, they say, “Well … you know. I'm so ashamed. A shy boy, and a shy girl. 

But I am not ashamed of the gospel of Jesus Christ! For it is the power God onto salvation! And many churches they are lost in Genesis three. They get lost, and they never find themselves! And in Revelation, they find themselves worshiping the beast! 

So now, lets take it a little bit further, what happens? (Gen 3:8-9) God comes on the scene. God says ... Adam, where art thou? Now He wasn’t asking what bush are you behind, that wasn’t the question. 

He said, Adam, where art thou? Look at the position I had you in, and look where you have fallen to. Where art thou Adam? What happened? 

He said, (Gen 3:12) that woman that you gave to be with me, she gave me of the fruit and I did eat. So Adam is passing the buck, playing the blame game. You know, his fault, not my fault! No, never me. I am innocent. I am not guilty. Like some of your politicians, you know. We are not guilty, we are innocent. 

Let me tell you, none of us are innocent. All of our righteousness is as filthy rags with the Lord, and there is only one way we can be made innocent. And that is if God imputes His righteousness to you. That is the only way we can be made innocent from guilty, but outside in the world, nobody is innocent. 

And so now God said to Eve, (Gen 3:13 ) what is this that you have done? And she said, the serpent beguiled me. That word beguiled, go to the dictionary and look it up. It says, the serpent seduced me and I did eat. 

So now God ... 

The serpent, you know, he was probably pretty proud. Adam standing there with his fig leaves covering him. Eve standing there got her fig leaves, and maybe the serpent was there pretty proud of himself, you know. There was a race to the womb and I got there first. Yeah, I beat him, I beat Adam. 

And so God says, (Gen 3:14-15) because you have done this, He didn’t say because you have said this, He said, because you have done this, on your belly you are going to crawl all the days of your life and I will put enmity between thee and the woman and between thy seed and the woman’s seed. 

And when it came time for Cain and Abel to bring forth a sacrifice, they both wanted to serve God. They were both sincere, but God accepted ... the Bible said ... Abel by faith. Able by revelation offered a more excellent sacrifice. (HEBREWS 11:4) By faith Abel offered unto God a more excellent sacrifice. 

But what did Cain bring? (Gen 4:3 ) He brought the fruits, the flowers, the vegetables, you know. He brought all these things, and made a beautiful alter, and came there to worship God, ... but God did not accept it. And then Cain, he got angry, ... had a pity party, started feeling sorry for himself. 

So God came to the seed of the serpent. Remember, God told the serpent, (Gen 3:15 ) I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and the seed of the woman. 

So the serpent had a seed, and he dropped his seed in the womb of Eve. And his offspring was Cain. Cain and Abel were twins. One was the seed of Adam. One was the seed of the serpent. And then, Abel got a revelation. Cain never got the revelation. 

Cain built an altar, and God came, and He saw Cain ... and Cain was walking around ... mad!!! Remember I told you yesterday; the preaching of the gospel will make you mad, glad or sad. Like the rich young ruler, it made him sad, but Cain ... it made him mad. Me ... it makes me glad. 

You know, there are three kinds of believers in the world. There is a believer, unbeliever, and a make believer. 

And there are three kinds of shepherds. There’s a feeder of the sheep, there is a beater of the sheep and there is a bleeder of the sheep. Those are the three kinds of shepherds. 

And I tell you, friends, if you know the truth, if you have a revelation from God, and you hold it back because you are afraid of what your flock will say to you, you are a deceiver. You will become a wolf in sheep’s clothing. 

And so now, God says to the seed of the serpent, “Why is your countenance fallen?” Why have you got a bad attitude? He said, “Do as your brother has done, and won’t you be accepted?” (GENESIS 4:6-7) 

So the Lord, He made a way of salvation for the seed of the serpent, but there was nothing in him to respond to salvation. (GENESIS 4:7) He could not accept the grace of God. The Bible said every seed must bring forth of it’s own kind, and what kind of a fruit did Cain bring forth? (GENESIS 4:8) Murder. 

And God came and said to him, “Where is your brother?” (GENESIS 4:9) He said, “Am I supposed to be my brother’s keeper?” Lied, right in the face of God. Did he get that from Adam? Did he get that trait, did he get that quality from Adam? 

Now, what does the Bible say? Let’s turn in our Bibles to I John. 

I JOHN 3:4 4 Whosoever committeth sin transgresseth also the law: for sin is the transgression of the law. 

5 And ye know that he was manifested to take away our sins; and in him is no sin. 

6 Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him. 

7 Little children, let no man deceive you: he that doeth righteousness is righteous, even as he is righteous. 

8 He that committeth sin is of the devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil. 

9 Whosoever is born of God doth not commit sin; for his seed remaineth in him: and he cannot sin, because he is born of God. 

In this…. 

Now listen, this is very important that you get this. This is the New Testament confirming Genesis. It says… 

10 In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother. 

9 For this is the message that ye heard from the beginning, that we should love one another. Now let's read this next one together…………. 

12. Not as Cain, who was of that wicked one…. 

So who was Cain’s father? If Adam was Cain’s father, then they would be saying Adam was the wicked one. Was Adam the wicked one? So who was the father of Cain? Don’t be afraid, it’s the s-e-r-p-e-n-t. So who was the father of the serpent? Don’t be afraid to say it. So… (Satan). 

I JOHN 3:10 10 In this the children of God are manifest, and the children of the devil: whosoever doeth not righteousness is not of God, neither he that loveth not his brother. 

11 For this is the message that ye heard from the beginning, that we should love one another. 

12 Not as Cain, who was of that wicked one, and slew his brother. And wherefore slew he him? Because his own works were evil, and his brother's righteous. 

13 Marvel not, my brethren, if the world hate you. 

14 We know that we have passed from death unto life, because we love the brethren. He that loveth not his brother abideth in death. 15 Whosoever hateth his brother is a murderer: and ye know that no murderer hath eternal life abiding in him. 

Could we turn in our Bibles to the book of II Corinthians, Chapter 11, verse 1? 

Paul now is speaking. And again, these are things that God, only God, can reveal this to you. Satan hates the book of Genesis; he hates the book of Revelation because in those 2 books he is exposed. So he fights with people so they don’t get the revelation. Satan loves to come as a deceiver. He loves to come as an undercover. And so here Paul says ... II CORINTHIANS 11:1 1 Would to God ye could bear with me a little in my folly: and indeed bear with me. 

2 For I am jealous over you with godly jealousy: for I have espoused you to one husband, that I may present you as a chaste virgin to Christ. 

That’s Paul desire. He wants to present the church ... his church age and all the other church ages ... he wanted to see them receive the Word, receive the inspiration, and by that receive their justification, sanctification, and baptism of the Holy Ghost ... and they would go on to be a chaste virgin to Christ. But here he says… 

II CORINTHIANS 11:3 3 But I fear… Paul had a concern, he said… lest by any means, as the serpent beguiled (or seduced) Eve through his subtilty, so your minds should be corrupted from the simplicity that is in Christ. 

Now, unless the language has lost every bit of meaning, Eve was not chaste, and Eve was not a virgin. 

Can you understand that? Can you see that? Eve was not chaste and she was not a virgin, cause Paul said, I want to present you as a chaste virgin to Christ, but I fear lest by any means as the serpent defiled Eve, so your minds should be defiled from the Word of God. 

OK, that is something, you know friends, that’s going to roll around, and around, and around, and around, and around in your mind. As you look through the Bible, you are going to find many places, you are going to find where the Bible said, thou hast been in Eden, yes, about Satan. You are going to read in Ezekiel. 

You read many, many places where you are going to find, you are going to find out why it had to be blood. Why it had to be a virgin that was born ... Jesus Christ was the beginning of the new creation of God. We are the extension of the new creation of God. 

All those people who had all their priests offer all the sacrifices for them, all the lambs that they killed. They went there, they held their hand on the lamb, and the priest killed the lamb. That man stood there, and he saw that lamb shaking and bleeding, and he knew it was for his sin that that lamb died. But the blood of that lamb and the spirit of that lamb could never come back down upon that man. 

It took one, it took the virgin born son of God, the Lord Jesus Christ, the lamb of God to offer His life. And by one sacrifice, all of us…. see by one man’s sin, by Adam and Eve’s sin, all of us were born sinners. But by one man’s righteousness, every one of us can be made righteous again by receiving the Lord Jesus Christ. 

OK…let’s turn to Matthew, Chapter 23. 

Let me ask you a question. Do you think you got a revelation today? I can tell you, friend, it is all through the Bible. We have tracts and you can check all the scriptures in the Bible. You can say, “How come I never saw that before? How did I miss that?” 

It is a mystery that was hidden in the Word, only to be revealed in the end time. And the Bible said in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he begins to sound, all the mysteries of God should be finished as He has declared to His servants the prophets. (REVELATION 10:7) 

OK, let’s turn to Matthew 23, verse 1. You know, many people think, you know, Jesus he was a very soft man, you know. He was very kind, ... and He was! He was very kind. He was very meek, but remember meekness does not mean weakness. Moses said he was the meekest man in the world. 

Let me ask you a question, just something for you to think about. Who do you think wrote the book of Genesis? Anybody who is new, do you know who wrote the book of Genesis? 

Moses … now how did Moses write the book of Genesis if he wasn’t alive yet? He wrote it by revelation. Holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost. Now we can look back and we can say sure, that was Moses, it had to be Moses, wrote the whole book of Genesis. 

People are always looking back to what God has done, and looking forward to what He will do, but they are missing what He is doing right now! And right now, in our day in our generation, as a love gift from Jesus Christ, your Heavenly bridegroom has come down. He has made a supernatural proposal to you. He is proposing right now. He is asking you, will you become Mrs. Jesus Christ? 

Will you throw off all the things of the world? Will you throw off all your denominations? Will you throw off all your creeds? Will you throw off all the things that will hold you back? And will you become a virgin to this Word, even if it is unpopular with the world? The Bible said if you love the world or the things that are in the world, the love of God is not even in you. 

So now let's see how Jesus treated the religious leaders of His day. Matthew 23, verse 1. 

MATTHEW 23:1 1 Then spake Jesus to the multitude, and to his disciples, 

2 Saying, The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat: 

3 All therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that observe and do; but do not ye after their works: for they say, and do not. 

4 For they bind heavy burdens and grievous to be borne, and lay them on men's shoulders; but they themselves will not move them with one of their fingers. 

Imagine, won’t even lift a finger. Now this is Jesus speaking. Jesus said they bind heavy burdens on their flocks, but they won’t lift not even lift one little finger. 

MATTHEW 23:5 5 But all their works they do for to be seen of men: they make broad their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their garments, 

6 And love the uppermost rooms at feasts, and the chief seats in the synagogues, 

7 And greetings in the markets, and to be called of men, Rabbi, Rabbi. 

You know, let me just be a little active for a moment. Jesus looked at them. He says, I know who you are. You guys are the ones that love the chief seats in the temple, don’t you? You love the greetings in the market place, but your throats are nothing but whited sepulchers. You are the blind leading the blind. You are all going to fall in the ditch. 

MATTHEW 15:14 14 Let them alone: they be blind leaders of the blind. And if the blind lead the blind, both shall fall into the ditch. 

You know what they said? (John 8:39-44) They said, we have Abraham as our Father. Jesus said, Oh really, oh really? Abraham is your father? If Abraham truly was your father, you would know who I am, because Abraham spoke of me, but you are of your father the devil. 

I tell you, friend, it is time to … buckle up your seat belt … a little bit. 

MATTHEW 23:9 9 And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven. 

10 Neither be ye called masters: for one is your Master, even Christ. 

11 But he that is greatest among you shall be your servant. 

12 And whosoever shall exalt himself shall be abased; and he that shall humble himself shall be exalted. 

Now why did Jesus hate the Pharisees so much? It was because they were binding, and they were blinding the Jews by their traditions, and their rituals, and their creeds, and their customs, ... and Jesus wanted the people to be free! He said, I have come to give you the truth so the truth will make you free. (JOHN 8:32) 

MATTHEW 23:13 13 But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye shut up the kingdom of heaven against men: for ye neither go in yourselves, neither suffer ye them that are entering to go in. Could you imagine? People say, “You speak so hard against those denominations.” 

Yes! I am following my Lord Jesus Christ when He said, “Woe unto you scribes, woe unto you Pharisees, woe unto you hypocrites.” Then He starts again…. 

MATTHEW 23:14 14 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye devour widows' houses, 

Yeah, they do that. Yeah. Purgatory ... Catholic church was the first one, you know, who really mastered that ... how to devour widow’s houses. 

But the Pharisees were doing that before that. They were saying, “Well, you know, if you give us the deed to your house, then after you are dead, the work of God will go on and we will put all those funds in the temple fund so we can feed the poor, so we can clothe the naked.” 

Anybody heard that before? I interviewed a priest this week; those are the exact words that he told me. I said, “Where does the money for all the masses go?” 

He said, “Oh, you see, the church triumphant, they are already in heaven. Then the church suffering, they are in purgatory. 

“Then you have the church militant down there and the church militant, they are doing all the works, and fighting all the battles, and saying the prayers, and lighting the candles, and doing the novenas, and going to the poor, and doing the good works. But above all buying the masses.” They buy the masses, and that gets them out of purgatory the fastest. 

And so, that is three layers of the church: the church triumphant already out of purgatory, the church suffering in purgatory, and the church militant down here doing everything they can to get the church suffering to the church triumphant. 

I have it on video from the parish priest of the Black Nazarene. He gave us permission to interview him, and then to record the mass. We were able to follow the priest all around while the priest was doing the mass, pouring the wine, taking the cookies, and everything. 

Satan was not happy about that one, I can tell you! The next day the video cameraman was sick. The next day I fell down a flight of stairs. All kind of confusion happened. We sent a package to America; we spent a lot of money. It was a very, very important package. We spent a lot of money for it. The package arrived, but nothing in the package. It was empty ... only the envelope. So many, many things happened right after that. 

You know, when you are involved in spiritual warfare, you have to do what the Bible says. When you have done all that you can to stand, stand! Stand with your loins gird about with truth, your feet shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace, you loins gird about. 

So, you know, the Armour of God is so important and the spiritual Armour of God, it is all supernatural. Nothing natural, all supernatural. It is more important that you put on that Armour of God, than you put on your natural clothing. So let’s read a little bit more about what Jesus thought about them. 

MATTHEW 23:14 14 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye devour widows' houses, and for a pretence make long prayer: therefore ye shall receive the greater damnation. 

15.Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! 

That must have been one of Jesus’ favorite phrases to use for the scribes, and the Pharisees, and the hypocrites. Woe! Woe! In other words ... danger. You got big problems Mister Pharisee, Mister Sadducee, Mister Hypocrite. Big problems! And if Jesus says you've got big problems, you have big problems. 

MATTHEW 23:15 15 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye compass sea and land to make one proselyte, (or one convert) and when he is made, ye make him twofold more the child of hell than yourselves. 

16 Woe unto you, ye blind guides, which say, Whosoever shall swear by the temple, it is nothing; but whosoever shall swear by the gold of the temple, he is a debtor! 

17 Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gold, or the temple that sanctifieth the gold? 

Let’s read verse 19…. MATTHEW 23:19 19 Ye fools and blind: for whether is greater, the gift, or the altar that sanctifieth the gift? 

Jesus was not a honey preacher. He was a straight-laced preacher, a bare-fisted preacher. When He saw hypocrisy, when He saw deceit and deception, He blasted it. Let's read verse 23… 

MATTHEW 23:23 23 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone. 

24 Ye blind guides, which strain at a gnat, and swallow a camel. 

25 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye make clean the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and excess. 

26 Thou blind Pharisee, cleanse first that which is within the cup and platter, that the outside of them may be clean also. 

Woe unto you! Woe unto you scribes, Pharisees, hypocrites! 

You know, the saddest words in the Bible? There they crucified Him. Think about that. Where was There? There was Jerusalem, the most holy place on the face of the earth. There, Jerusalem, they, who was they? The most religious people on the face of the earth. They were in the temple every day studying their Bible. There, they, the Pharisees, the Sadducees, scribes. There they crucified, the most horrible death. Him the Lord of Glory. 

Do you think it is possible for it to happen in our day? You see, before they crucified Christ ... who was the Word today ... they crucify the Word, who is Christ. You should be able to say amen to that. They are crucifying the Word! They've got creeds and dogmas, rituals, and customs. Now they have puppet shows, magicians, rock and roll, and Las Vegas night, all kinds of things just to attract the attention of the people. 

We have a church back in Canada, and in the lobby of the church they have a coffee shop. They call it Jehovah Java! Jehovah Java! When they go there, they drink the coffee before church, and after church. If you go to church for the first time, if you are a visitor, your Jehovah Java is free. Can you imagine the blasphemy, Jehovah Java! 

Many people in America go to Starbucks on Sunday to worship, that’s were they go in the morning to read their newspaper. 

MATTHEW 23:29 29 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! because ye build the tombs of the prophets, and garnish the sepulchres of the righteous, 

30 And say, If we had been in the days of our fathers, we would not have been partakers with them in the blood of the prophets. 

You know, most of the prophets were killed? They were killed! Most of the prophets were hated by the people that God sent them to? 

Most of the people today will not and cannot receive the prophet that God has sent to them in this day. 

Most people will never even hear that God has sent a prophet. See those of you who are new, maybe you have lived your life for thirty, or forty, or fifty years, and maybe you have never heard that God has sent a prophet, but now you have heard it! Thank God you have heard it! Thank God you can now study it. Thank God, now you can find out if it is true, and it is not just a fantasy. 

We have eleven hundred tapes, audio tapes of the prophet speaking, unfolding all the mysteries in the Word, with a supernatural gift, raising the dead, opening blind eyes, and had a word of knowledge. 

Hundreds of thousands of times he spoke to people and said, “Your name is, your address is, you’ve come from here,” and every time it was exactly right. If it were wrong one time, I would not be here telling you that God has sent a prophet. But when he said “Thus Saith The Lord,” it was right every time. 

Woe unto you scribes and Pharisees. Let's just drop down to verse 30 or 31: 

MATTHEW 23:31 31 Wherefore ye be witnesses unto yourselves, that ye are the children of them which killed the prophets. 

32 Fill ye up then the measure of your fathers. 

Ye…. what, what does that say? …What did Jesus call them? What did Jesus call these religious men? Had you ever seen that before? Is this starting to make sense to you? Are all the pieces starting to come together? When you start reading your Bible, you say, “There it is again. There it is again. I can’t believe it, and there it is again.” It’s all the way through the Bible. 

MATTHEW 23:33 33 Ye serpents, ye generation of vipers, how can ye escape the damnation of hell? 

34 Wherefore, behold, I send unto you prophets, and wise men, and scribes: and som] of them ye shall kill and crucify; and some of them shall ye scourge in your synagogues, and persecute them from city to city: 

35 That upon you may come all the righteous blood shed upon the earth, from the blood of righteous Abel…. who killed the blood of righteous Abel? The seed of the serpent .... unto the blood of Zacharias son of Barachias, whom ye slew between the temple and the altar. 

36 Verily I say unto you, All these things shall come upon this generation. 

Then Jesus cries: 

MATTHEW 23:37 37 O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou that killest the prophets, and stonest them which are sent unto thee, how often would I have gathered thy children together, even as a hen gathereth her chickens under her wings, and ye would not! 

38 Behold, your house is left unto you desolate. 

39 For I say unto you, Ye shall not see me henceforth, till ye shall say, Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord. 

I want to move on to another mystery. If we could turn, over to Matthew 27. We’ll start reading at verse 15. 

MATTHEW 27:15 15 Now at that feast the governor was wont to release unto the people a prisoner, whom they would. 

16 And they had then a notable prisoner, called Barabbas. 

Now let’s drop down to verse 26, because you know the story. 

MATTHEW 27:26 26 Then released he Barabbas unto them: and when he had scourged Jesus, he delivered him to be crucified. 

27 Then the soldiers of the governor took Jesus into the common hall, and gathered unto him the whole band of soldiers. 

28 And they stripped him, and put on him a scarlet robe. 

29 And when they had platted a crown of thorns, they put it upon his head, and a reed in his right hand: and they bowed the knee before him, … (just think of this)… and mocked him, saying, Hail, King of the Jews! 

30 And they spit upon him, and took the reed, and smote him on the head. 

31 And after that they had mocked him, they took the robe off from him, and put his own raiment on him, and led him away to crucify him. 

32 And as they came out, they found a man of Cyrene, Simon by name: him they compelled to bear his cross. 

33 And when they were come unto a place called Golgotha, that is to say, a place of a skull, 

34 They gave him vinegar to drink mingled with gall: and when he had tasted thereof, he would not drink. 

35 And they crucified him, and parted his garments, casting lots: that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, They parted my garments among them, and upon my vesture did they cast lots. 

36 And sitting down they watched him there; 

37 And set up over his head his accusation written, THIS IS JESUS THE KING OF THE JEWS. 

38 Then were there two thieves crucified with him, one on the right hand, and another on the left. 

You know, people think there were a good thief and a bad thief. They were both thieves. They were both receiving their just punishment ... Thieves, ... but there was a Lamb there! 

Do you know what happened? One of those thieves ... they were both cursing Jesus, and mocking Him, and swearing at Him, but something happened to the thief on the right. He had a paradigm shift! 

And instead of mocking Jesus, he said, “Lord, have mercy upon me. Remember me when you come into your kingdom.” And Jesus said, “This day you will be with me in Paradise.” 

Think about how close that thief came, a razor’s edge from eternal separation from God, but God gave him a revelation. God opened his eyes while he was on the cross, that this was the Messiah. 

So now, we will read over here in verse 45. 

MATTHEW 27:45 45 Now from the sixth hour there was darkness over all the land unto the ninth hour. 

46 And about the ninth hour Jesus cried with a loud voice, saying, Eli, Eli, lama sabachthani? that is to say, My God, my God, why hast thou forsaken me? 

47 Some of them that stood there, when they heard that, said, This man calleth for Elias. 

48 And straightway one of them ran, and took a spunge, and filled it with vinegar, and put it on a reed, and gave him to drink. 

49 The rest said, Let be, let us see whether Elias will come to save him. 50 Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost. 

51 And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent; 

What do you think the Pharisees did the next day when they went there to the Holy of Holies, and they saw that the veil of the temple was rent right down the middle? What do you think they did? They just sewed it back up again. 

MATTHEW 27:51 51 And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent; 

And the…listen now, this is a little mystery for you. Maybe you’ve never thought about this. 

52 And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose, 

53 And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and appeared unto many. 

So here’s Abraham and Sarah. You know, they just said, “Jesus, would it be OK if we took a little whistle stop tour around Jerusalem and see how things have changed?” Jesus said, “I am going to be around for forty days, so just take your time. You got forty days before we are all taken up here.” 

So all the saints, they came out of the graves, all the resurrected saints. So how many of you have ever seen that before? That the graves were opened and many bodies that were in the graves came out of the graves and went into the Holy city, which is Jerusalem. And they appeared unto many. That was a resurrection. That was a resurrection of the Old Testament saints. It is a glorious time. It is a type of what’s going to happen to us. 

I THESSALONIANS 4:16-17 The dead in Christ shall rise first, then we which are alive and remain shall be changed in a moment, in a twinkling of an eye. Then shall we ever go to be with the Lord. 

The Godhead 

I have another little mystery. Just a few more mysteries and then one message that I would like to bring to your attention. 

You know, there is a Revelation, in Chapter 4, when he said, “When I saw a throne in heaven.” Now how many sat on the throne? One. 

Now when we were all good Catholics, we had the revelation of the old man, grandfather, sitting on the throne. And Jesus, the young man, at the right hand and the bird treading air, eternally treading air on the left side. It is the Holy Ghost. That used to be our revelation of the Godhead. 

We all believed there was three Gods. No, we believe there is one God, but three persons. You cannot have a person unless you have a personality. If you have three persons, you have three personalities. And if you have three personalities, you have three Gods. 

And so, who was the father here? Do you have children? So at one time when you were born, you were a son, is that right? When you got married, you became a husband, right? And when you had children, you became a father. 

And then, you probably have a grandfather, and a grandmother. Maybe you have cousins, and nephews. So you have a different office, you have a different relationship with each one of them. 

You are a son, and you are a husband, and you are a father, but how many persons are there? One person, but you have three offices. You are a son, you are a father and you are a husband, and maybe you are a brother, maybe you are a cousin, maybe you are a nephew, maybe you are a grandson. 

You know, all these offices you have. Now I have a challenge for you. Here is my challenge. I am ready today, and if anybody doesn’t believe me, I will show you the money. A lot of people they say, show me the money. Is that a popular saying in your area? Show me the money. 

Well, I have a challenge for you. I have five thousand US dollars ($5,000.00) and I am ready to give it to anyone if you can show one person in the Bible that was baptized in the name of the father and the son and the Holy Ghost. Does anybody want to accept that challenge and maybe take some time and look in your Bible to see if you can find somebody? 

Matthew 28 said, go into the entire world, preach the gospel, baptize them in the name of the father, and of the son, and of the Holy Ghost. And what happened? Every person in the Bible was baptized in the name of the father, and the son and the Holy Ghost. They were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ. That’s Father, Son, Holy Ghost, ... Lord Jesus Christ. Now, friend, that ... I know from experience ... that will rock your world. 

But let’s turn, let's turn in our Bibles for a moment. Let’s turn to Isaiah, Isaiah Chapter 9, this one I am sure you know very well. Isaiah Chapter 9, verse 6. 

ISAIAH 9:6 For unto us a child is born, 

Now does anybody have any idea who that child was? Jesus! 

ISAIAH 9:6 6 For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the government shall be upon his shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace. 

So what does that say? This son that was born was the everlasting Father, it was a different office. 

You know, God, God being a Savior, you really have to put on your thinking caps. What did God say when Job was going through his trials? What did God say to Job? He said, Job, gird up your loins, I’m coming to speak to you like a man. 

Then he said Job, where were you before the foundation of the world, when the sons of God shouted for joy? 

And Job got a revelation. Well Lord, I was with you, I was in your mind Lord. I was an eternal thought in your mind. And if you are ever going to be a son of God, you were a son of God before the foundation of the world and by predestination God knew you would be here. 

I asked some people one day, do you believe in predestination? “Oh well, I don’t know about that.” 

Well, do you believe in foreknowledge? “Oh, I believe in foreknowledge, sure.” 

Do you believe God knows how many hairs are on your head today? “Oh, sure.” 

Do you believe He knows how many hairs will be on your head tomorrow? “Oh, yes, sure, I believe that.” 

But they don’t believe in predestination. 

Why does the Bible say, “Jacob have I loved, Esau have I hated,” before the children were ever born. Why could God say that? Because He knew that Esau would be a compromiser and he would sell out his birthright for a mess of pottage. Some men will sell out their birthright for a paycheck. Some people will sell out their birthright for their denominational card. 

I am telling you, friend, I am not speaking hard against you because somebody had to make me aware. I was on the religious merry-go-round before, and somebody had to shake my world. Somebody had to shaken me awake to recognize that Jesus Christ is calling for a virgin bride, away from the traditions, away from creeds, back to the Word, back to the original seed. 

Think about it. You know, think about it. If what I am telling you about the seed of the serpent is true, every denomination in the world, they got lost in scripture before they ever got though Genesis 3. They are lost. So the rest of what they read is like a man who has a gun and if the sight on the gun is off, when the man shoots the gun, where’s the bullet going to go? 

And so, if a man is lost in Genesis 3, if he says, “Oh, you know, Eve ate the apple, or Eve ate some kind of fruit.” If they are lost in Genesis 3, where are they going to be in Revelation? You know, where they are going to be? They are going to be worshipping the beast. The Bible said, the whole world wondered and worshipped. 

Let me give you another little revelation. The Bible said they are going to receive a mark, either in their forehead or in their hand. 

So now, everybody is waiting for the big computer, bomm…bomm…bomm… “The image of the beast, gonna take the mark of the beast.” You know, for our question and answer session, I just wanted to bring one of these for you. You know how I showed you yesterday of the six, six, six, the VICARIUS FILEII DEI? 

I would like to, I would plead with every one of you to come up and look at this one, come and read above the Pope’s throne in Rome, what his title is, VICARIUS FILEII DEI and add up the numbers of that name in Roman Numerals and you will have… 666. Instead of the Son of God, we have the Pope. 

And yesterday, we took a survey and everyone of us was a Catholic before. We all worshipped the saints, the angels, the virgin Mary, Holy water, candles, scapulas, limbo, purgatory, no meat on Friday, confession on Saturday, stations of the cross, novenas and we worshipped, we worshipped. See now, many people, they don’t understand. 

Just like God, God had three offices. He was Father. But then, God being a Saviour ... you know, God before the foundation of the world, He was all by Himself. He was Elohim and Elohim is He that dwelleth alone. Then out of God, the attribute came out, the Word came out, the Logos came out. And that was Jesus. He was the Logos. Now God, listen, you got to really think deep on this. Before there ever was a trace of stardust, God being a Saviour. His attribute was to be a Saviour. 

So it was necessary that He predestinate a race of people, who would require salvation in order to give Himself reason and purpose for being. In other words, God was a Saviour before the foundation of the world, so there had to be somebody that He would come down and save. 

It didn’t surprise God when Lucifer led the rebellion in Heaven. It didn't surprise God when the serpent had sex with Eve. It didn’t surprise God when any of these things happened. It didn’t surprise God when Cain slew Abel. None of these things surprised God. No! Nothing takes God by surprise. 

God has His children, engraved in the palms of His hand. And right now, friend, you are in the middle of a supernatural appointment with destiny. Your eternal destiny may be at stake right now, based upon your ability to understand these principles that are being laid out. 

Now the wise virgins, they will receive them. They will have an extra portion of oil. But the foolish virgin, may still be a virgin, may still be living a good clean, holy life. And they may, they will have eternal life, but they will go through a tribulation period. 

And just as God was Father, Son, Holy Ghost, so Satan in the beginning…. what did Paul say, the spirit of anti-Christ doth already work. So the anti-Christ in the beginning, it was just a spirit. It was Satan and his fallen angels and demons working in the minds of man. 

But at Nicea Rome, what happened? That anti-Christ spirit, he received the crown and now he changed from just anti-Christ, now he is the false prophet. And he has been the false prophet ever since 325 AD. He is, he’s not, he is, he’s not, he is. You see, the pope just goes from one pope to the next one. 

He is, he's not, he is, you see, he’s of the seven, and the other seven, they were Caesar’s. But when Rome ... when pagan Rome fell, the beast, Rome, had the deadly wound to the head, but then all of a sudden, she lived again. Out of pagan imperial Rome, came papal imperial Rome, and the beast lived again and made war with all the saints. 

But one day, in Revelation 12, the Bible says satan will be cast out of heaven. At that time as God came down and lived in a man, incarnate God, living on the earth. When satan is cast out, you are going to have incarnate satan on the earth with supernatural powers. 

Wisdom. He’s, going to be able to do a miracle whenever he wants to. Don’t worry, satan can do miracles. You know, if Jannes and Jambres were alive today; they would be very popular in all the Pentecostal television Evangelistic shows. They’d say, OK, Jannes and Jambres let’s see a miracle. Jannes and Jambres would step right up with their staffs, throw them down, they’d become serpents. Well, praise the Lord…………… 

Oh my, praise the Lord! Yeah, they would be very popular, because they could do the supernatural. What has Jesus said, many are going to come in that day saying, “Lord, didn’t we cast out devils in your name? And didn’t we do many great signs and wonders in your name, preaching your name?” Jesus said, “Depart from me, you that work iniquity, for I never knew you.” 

When a man knows a woman, what happens? He becomes intimate with her, and Jesus says, “Depart from me you workers of iniquity, I never knew you.” You never opened yourself up to receive my Divine Seed of the Original Word. You became a harlot, you became a religious prostitute. You sold yourself out for a paycheck. You sold yourself out for a position. 

Oh yeah, you loved the chief seats in the temple, didn’t you? You loved the greetings in the market place, oh Rabbi, Father, Pastor, oh yeah. Your throats are nothing but whited sepulchers full of dead man’s bones. You are the blind leading the blind. You are all going to fall in the ditch. 

Oh, who you talking to? We have Abraham as our father. 

Oh, really? Yeah, Abraham is your father? Then how come you don’t know who I am, if Abraham is your father? And to the children of God, I say, if you are truly a child of God, everything I have spoken to you today has come from the Word of God. 

One God 

I have some scriptures here that I want to share with you just very quickly. And I’ll just read these to you and I want to go through them rather quickly because there are about maybe 10 or 12. Isaiah 43:10 says: 

ISAIAH 43:10 10 Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my servant whom I have chosen: that ye may know and believe me, and understand that I am he: before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after me. 

11 I, even I, am the LORD; and beside me there is no saviour. 

That’s pretty clear isn’t it? 

11 I, even I, am the LORD; and beside me there is no saviour. 

Now, if there was a God, and Jesus was up there, how could the father say, beside me there is no saviour? If Jesus was standing next to him, Jesus would say, now wait a minute Father, I am the saviour and they would be having a dispute in heaven over who was the saviour. 

ISAIAH 44:6 6 Thus saith the LORD the King of Israel, and his redeemer the LORD of hosts; I am the first, and I am the last; and beside me there is no God. 

Does your Bible the same thing? Isaiah 44:8 

ISAIAH 44:8 8 Fear ye not, neither be afraid: have not I told thee from that time, and have declared it? ye are even my witnesses. Is there a God beside me? 

With a big question mark, and then the answer… yea, there is no God; I know not any. 

So maybe some people think, maybe after Isaiah, maybe after Isaiah wrote the Word, maybe, you know, Jehovah was there, and maybe, oh He just banged in, He just met Jesus Christ by accident and Jesus Christ, well you know, I am a God, too. And maybe the two of them said, OK, well, we’ll both be God’s. Then they met the Holy Ghost. He came flying in and said, “Hey, I’m a God, too.” OK, we’ll become the Holy trinity. 

That’s the lie that the devil has most of the world believing. Now many of you ... are you happy you came out of the Catholic Church? You are happy right? But you know when a baby is born the mother has an umbilical cord from her belly to the child’s belly button, right? Now you have come out of the Catholic Church, but the umbilical cord that ties the Catholic church, who is the great whore, to all the harlots, is the trinity doctrine. They never cut that cord. Still mother and daughter. 

ISAIAH 45:5 5 I am the LORD, and there is none else, there is no God beside me: I girded thee, though thou hast not known me: 

6 That they may know from the rising of the sun, and from the west, that there is none beside me. I am the LORD, and there is none else. 

You are hearing good news, friend. I hope maybe your brains, maybe can get a little bit unscrambled. We have been scrambled by the denominational world. We have been scrambled by the religious mafia. They make you believe it was an apple. They make you believe there are three Gods. 

ISAIAH 45:15 15 Verily thou art a God that hidest thyself, O God of Israel, the Saviour. 

18 For thus saith the LORD that created the heavens; God himself that formed the earth and made it; he hath established it, he created it not in vain, he formed it to be inhabited: I am the LORD; and there is none else. 

I think God is trying to tell us something here. What do you think that God is trying to tell us? He is all by Himself, right? Only one God. Many, you know if we are going to have a God for the Father, and for the Son, and for the Holy Ghost, we should have one for the King of Kings, and the Lord of Lords, and the Prince of Peace, and all the other titles of God. Father is a title, father is not a name. Son it a title, it’s not a name. Holy Ghost is a title, it is not a name. 

If you are going to have a God for every title of God, you would have over a hundred Gods. 

ISAIAH 45:21 21 Tell ye, and bring them near; yea, let them take counsel together: who hath declared this from ancient time? who hath told it from that time? have not I the LORD? and there is no God else beside me; a just God and a Saviour; there is none beside me. 

ISAIAH 45:22 22 Look unto me, and be ye saved, all the ends of the earth: for I am God, and there is none else. 

ISAIAH 46:9 9 Remember the former things of old: for I am God, and there is none else; I am God, and there is none like me, 

11 For mine own sake, even for mine own sake, will I do it: for how should my name be polluted? and I will not give my glory unto another. 

12 Hearken unto me, O Jacob and Israel, my called; I am he; I am the first, I also am the last. 

HOSEA 13:4 Yet I am the Lord thy God from the land of Egypt, and thou shalt know no god but me: for there is no saviour beside me. 

ISAIAH 43:10 10 Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my servant whom I have chosen: that ye may know and believe me, and understand that I am he: before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after me. 

11 I, even I, am the LORD; and beside me there is no saviour. 

Now, if we only had one scripture that would be good. If we had two scriptures, out of the mouth of two witnesses, let every word be established. But how many, how many scriptures and all that I read were mostly out of Isaiah and one scripture in Hosea. 

And so, God, I believe, He is trying to show us something. He is trying to open our eyes. 

So now, if we can turn in our Bibles to I Kings, Chapter 16. You know, Jesus, He told the apostles something. He said, “The Kingdom of God cometh not with observation.” 

You know, you are not going to find the depths of the revelation of the supernatural world, with just a casual glance. You just look at it once in a while, just a casual glance. Oh No! Most of this comes through… knee-ology… 

You get on your knees and you say, “Oh God, if what you are speaking to me about the serpent seed, if that is the truth, Lord, give me “Thus Saith The Lord.” Give me a revelation. 

It is a struggle for everyone when they first hear it. Yeah, it is a struggle for everybody. So, if you’re struggling right now, friend, don’t beat yourself up. 

Sometimes people, you know, they get a rope. They tie one loop on their ankle and one loop at the other end. They bring it over their shoulder, constantly pulling the rope, and they just kick themselves repeatedly. I can’t see that; I just don’t understand that. And they beat themselves up. 

Rest. Just rest, and say, “Lord, if this is for me … this revelation and material you are going to give me,” ... 

I am just going to ask you, just give God 30 days. 

Do some reading. Do some praying. Do some studying. Come to a follow-up meeting. Have some questions, get your questions answered and give yourself 30 days. At the end of 30 days, if this is for you, you will know it! If it is not for you, you will know it also! And you may become the greatest persecutor of what we believe. 

You may become a modern day Saul, persecuting the end time believers, only because it is not for you ... only because God does not open your mind. I wish, if I had a can opener, and I could open up every one of your minds and put a stamp on there. Psstt… thus saith the Lord, Psstt…thus saith the Lord, Psstt…thus saith the Lord. I would stamp every one of your brains, because you would then be the happiest people on the face of the earth. I can’t do that. All that I can do is be a witness. 

What does the Bible say, through the foolishness of preaching, He chose to save some. Through the foolishness of preaching, He caused His son to have an additional paradigm shift. Now remember when I told you, you came from the Catholic to a born again experience. 

That was a radical paradigm shift. Maybe now you are beginning to see, this brother, what he is asking me to believe, it is even more radical than when I came out of the Catholic church to a born again experience. 

He is shaking my whole spiritual foundation. I thought I knew something about God. Don’t worry. Simon and Cleopas thought they knew something, too. The apostles, thought they knew something, too. And when the Word came to them, “Here’s my hands, here’s my feet.” 

“We can’t believe that, Lord. No, we can’t believe it. We are terrified! We are frightened. It’s too supernatural, and we thought you were dead! That’s what a lot of people think; they think the Word is dead. 

They think that God has done that before, but the days of miracles are passed. Forget about the Old Testament, that is the OLDDDDDD… Testament -- that is law. We are under grace. And forget about the book of Revelation, too many giants in that land. Forget about the book of Acts that is just for the apostles. That is the doctrine that many people are being fed. 

You know, most Protestant churches now in America are denying the virgin birth of Jesus Christ. The Catholic Church is even more supernatural than them. 

They believe not only did Jesus have a virgin birth, but Mary had a virgin birth too. And now they just changed their minds a while ago and said, oh Jesus had and ascension, and now Mary had and ascension too. See! So the Catholic Church can believe more of the supernatural than the so called true church of the living God. 

The real church of God is naturally spiritual, normally supernatural. This message … I can tell you friend, mark this one down, this is the only thing in the world that sounds like it's too good to be true, and yet, it will take you a long time before you really find out just how good it is. A long time before you find out how good it is. 

And every step of the way you say, “Oh my, it can’t get any better than this!” And the next day, it gets better, there’s more revelation, more understanding. The Bible will become a brand new book to you. It will be vibrating in your hands as you receive the revelation of the Word and the Message. 

Can I give you one more little … I hope this won’t hurt. Many people think that Hell is Eternal, but hell is not eternal! Hell was created for the devil and his angels. So anything that had a beginning is not eternal. 

The Bible said those that suffer they will suffer forever and ever and ever lasting fire, but ever and ever is a period of time in the Bible, but forever and ever or everlasting is not eternal. 

So maybe they will suffer for a million years, or two or five million years, who knows? But one day God will annihilate them and there will be no more memory of them, no thought of them. Read your Bible, read your Bible. 

These are all the things that have been brought to life. These are all the loose ends that have been opened up to us. OK. So now, we will go into I Kings, Chapter 16, verse 23. 

I KINGS 16:23 23 In the thirty and first year of Asa king of Judah began Omri to reign over Israel, twelve years: six years reigned he in Tirzah. 

24 And he bought the hill Samaria of Shemer for two talents of silver, and built on the hill, and called the name of the city which he built, after the name of Shemer, owner of the hill, Samaria. 

But Omri….now you’ve got to read every line now….he said… 

25 But Omri wrought evil in the eyes of the LORD, and did worse than all that were before him. 

That’s not a very good character, a man who did worse than all those who came before him. 

26 For he walked in all the way of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, and in his sin wherewith he made Israel to sin, to provoke the Lord God of Israel to anger with their vanities. 

And then we read ... And Ahab…verse 30 now…. 

I KINGS 16:30 30 And Ahab the son of Omri did evil in the sight of the LORD above all that were before him. 

So, he even exceeded his own father in his evil and his wickedness. 

31 And it came to pass, as if it had been a light thing for him to walk in the sins of Jeroboam the son of Nebat, that he took to wife Jezebel the daughter of Ethbaal king of the Zidonians, and went and served Baal, and worshipped him. 

32 And he reared up an altar for Baal in the house of Baal, which he had built in Samaria. 

And Ahab … and Ahab married Jezebel. It was a political union. He was a King of Israel, supposed to be the most holy people on the face of the earth, and the king, because his kingdom was a little bit shaky, had a political marriage, a political union to stabilize his kingdom. And right away, what does he do?? 

To please his wife, he begins to raise up altars for Baal, in the house of Baal. Now what is God’s answer?? I Kings 17… 

I KINGS 17:1 1 And Elijah the Tishbite, who was of the inhabitants of Gilead, said unto Ahab, As the LORD God of Israel liveth, before whom I stand, there shall not be dew nor rain these years, but according to my word. 

So right away, God because of the sin, He sends His prophet Elijah. And Elijah calls for a famine in the land. You know, when there is no rain, there is no food. And when there is no food and no water, there is a drought. Men, women, children, they begin to die. 

Holy little grandma’s, and grandpa’s, all the animals, everything begins to die. And this happened because a holy prophet of God came upon the scene to judge the sin of a king who married a heathen, pagan wife. 

And do you know what?? In many cases, the church today is just like that, Ahab and Jezebel in a union again. Today, the church is getting so worldly and the world is getting so churchie, it is hard to tell the difference between the two of them sometimes. 

They have what they call “sloppy agapi,” “groovy grace,” everybody loves one another, all the movie stars love each other, all the TV stars, all the rock and roll stars, all the pop stars. Everybody is lovey dovey. 

Oh, we all believe God ... we are all good people ... we are all going to heaven. Have you ever been to a funeral where somebody was not preached into heaven? Have you ever gone to a funeral, and they say, “Well, you know, we are here at Harry’s funeral and sad to say, Harry is going to hell! Harry was an alcoholic. Harry was a gambler. Harry -- he lied. He cheated on his wife. He was an adulterer. And so, let's just be real. Harry has sown his wild oats, and now he is going to reap the harvest.” 

Have you ever been to a funeral like that? Oh, no …. “Oh, Our brother, Harry, now he is going to his reward. Now Harry is with the angels. We will see Harry again. We’ll rejoice with Harry again. Yeah, maybe he’ll still have his deck of cards with him. Maybe he’ll still have a bottle of liquor in his back pocket, but he’ll be in heaven.” Huh…that is not the God that I serve friends. But nobody wants to offend the family. 

I KINGS 17:2 2 And the word of the LORD came unto him, saying, 

3 Get thee hence, and turn thee eastward, and hide thyself by the brook Cherith, that is before Jordan. 

4 And it shall be, that thou shalt drink of the brook; and I have commanded the ravens to feed thee there. 

So think about that! God commanded birds to come and feed his prophet, Elijah. 

5 So he went and did according unto the word of the LORD: for he went and dwelt by the brook Cherith, that is before Jordan. 6 And the ravens brought him bread and flesh in the morning, and bread and flesh in the evening; and he drank of the brook. 

Now, you probably are familiar with the story. We are not going to take a lot of time, but after a while God comes down. 

Do you know there was an all points bulletin out for Elijah? Ahab, he was upset! He said, “Hey, we got to find that guy. Get the police, get the army, get the SWAT team, get the Boy Scouts, the Cub Scouts, get everybody out there, find that man.” 

Everything was going fine in the kingdom until that guy showed up. He must be some kind of a witch, or some kind of a warlock, or something. Made it so it stopped raining. 

And so all the while, Elijah is just up there by the brook Cherith, ... yup, plenty of water to drink. The brook is there, and the ravens come in, ... room service in the morning, room service in the evening. 

And do you know what? That brook, ... there was no water up there, but God put water up there. And the soldiers were walking around and maybe they were so tired, and they were weak. They don’t have any water. They don’t have any food. And they are still out there looking for Elijah. 

So they come to this big mountain and they said, “One thing we know for sure, there is no water up there. We’ve been up there before; it’s a dry mountain. So we are not going to waste all of our energy climbing all the way up that mountain for nothing.” But that is where God’s man was. 

You know, the amazing thing? Elijah only preached one sermon and God gave him a three and one half year vacation. He only preached one short sermon and God gave him a vacation with room service every day, twice a day, because God wanted to have three and one half years of constant fellowship with his prophet, while the rest of the world was running around like a crazy, insane world looking for him. 

o now we’ll turn in our Bibles now over to II Kings, chapter 2. There are many wonderful things that took place in the life of Elijah and I encourage you to read the book of Kings if you have never read that. But in II Kings, Chapter 2 and we are going to start reading in verse 15. Or actually, I am sorry, verse 1, I’ve got verse 1 marked down here. II Kings, chapter 2, verse 1. 

II KINGS 2:1 1 And it came to pass, when the LORD would take up Elijah into heaven by a whirlwind, that Elijah went with Elisha from Gilgal. 

OK, so now what is getting ready to happen? A rapture is getting ready to happen. Enoch was the first one who was raptured, now Elijah is getting ready for his rapture. And it came to pass at the time when he was going to be taken up to heaven; Elijah went with Elisha from Gilgal. So now, here is Elijah and Elisha walking down the street. 

II KINGS 2:2 2 And Elijah said unto Elisha, Tarry here, I pray thee; for the LORD hath sent me to Bethel. And Elisha said unto him, As the LORD liveth, and as thy soul liveth, I will not leave thee. So they went down to Bethel. 

OK. Now Elisha, he had his eyes fixed on the man of God. He said, “I am not going anywhere, where ever you go, I’m going.” So now, they get down there to Bethel. 

II KINGS 2:3 3 And the sons of the prophets that were at Bethel came forth to Elisha, and said unto him, Knowest thou that the LORD will take away thy master from thy head to day? ... 

In other words, you see, the prophets that were at Bethel, they knew, they already knew that Elijah was going to have a rapture. And they said to Elisha, “Don’t you know that the Lord is going to take your master from your head today?” And look what he said. 

3 ….And he said, Yea, I know it; hold ye your peace. 

In other wards he said, “Shut up! I’ve got my eyes on the prophet of God. Don’t bother me. Don’t disturb me.” So now … 

II KINGS 2:4 4 And Elijah said unto him, Elisha, tarry here, I pray thee; for the LORD hath sent me to Jericho. And he said, 

What does Elisha say? 

As the LORD liveth, and as thy soul liveth, I will not leave thee. So they came to Jericho. 

What does Elisha say? 4…. And he said, As the LORD liveth, and as thy soul liveth, I will not leave thee…. I am not going anywhere. I am going with you wherever you go. I know that you are the Word Elijah, and wherever the Word goes, I’m going. So they went to Jericho. So now what happens? 5 And the sons of the prophets that were at Jericho came to Elisha, and said unto him, Knowest thou that the LORD will take away thy master from thy head to day? And he answered, Yea, I know it; hold ye your peace. 

What did he say? Same thing, “Shut up. I got my eyes on the man of God, I know he’s going up.” 

So Elijah knew he was going up. Elisha knew he was going up. All the sons of the prophets knew he was going up. It was well known, it was well known prophecy and the prophecy was about to become history on that day. 

6 And Elijah said unto him, Tarry, I pray thee, here; for the LORD hath sent me to Jordan. And he said, As the LORD liveth, and as thy soul liveth, I will not leave thee. And they two went on. 7 And fifty men of the sons of the prophets went, and stood to view afar off: and they two stood by Jordan. 

8 And Elijah took his mantle, and wrapped it together, and smote the waters, and they were divided hither and thither, Like the Red Sea was parted, here the waters were parted…. so that they two went over on dry ground. 

So God even blew-dry, He had a supernatural hair dryer and He blew all the grounds dry … so his two men could walk over on dry ground. See all these little things, they are all supernatural. If water is parted, the ground is going to be damp, but God put that there for a reason. He sent them over on dry ground. God did something. Sometimes you have to read between the lines to see all the things God is doing. This is a great event that is taking place in God’s blueprint. 

II KINGS 2:9 9 And it came to pass, when they were gone over, that Elijah said unto Elisha, Ask what I shall do for thee, before I be taken away from thee. And Elisha said, I pray thee, let a double portion of thy spirit be upon me. 

Now I think Elijah was probably shocked… 

10 And he said, Thou hast asked a hard thing: nevertheless, if thou see me when I am taken from thee, it shall be so unto thee; but if not, it shall not be so. 

11 And it came to pass, as they still went on, and talked, that, behold, there appeared a chariot of fire, and horses of fire, and parted them both asunder; and Elijah went up by a whirlwind into heaven. 

He was raptured. 

12 And Elisha saw it, and he cried, My father, my father, the chariot of Israel, and the horsemen thereof. And he saw him no more: and he took hold of his own clothes, and rent them in two pieces. 

13 He took up also the mantle of Elijah that fell from him, … remember that was the prayer, if you see me when I go, you’ll have your request for a double portion ... and went back, and stood by the bank of Jordan; 

14 And he took the mantle of Elijah that fell from him, and smote the waters, and said, Where is the LORD God of Elijah? and when he also had smitten the waters, they parted hither and thither: and Elisha went over. 

15 And when the sons of the prophets which were to view at Jericho saw him, they said, The spirit of Elijah doth rest on Elisha. And they came to meet him, and bowed themselves to the ground before him. 

Now, the one thing that I want to make sure that nobody gets the idea, we are not talking about reincarnation. We are talking about an anointing, a double portion of the anointing that Elijah had on him. What anointing did Elijah have on him? It was the anointing of God. It was God’s anointing. That was God’s mouthpiece. That was God’s prophet. 

He had done many great miracles, but now Elisha had been the faithful servant, and he had so much faith. He had seen so much. He said, “When he asked him, what do you want me to do before I go?” 

“I want a double portion of the spirit that was on you to be on me.” And it happened! Elisha did exactly twice as many miracles as Elijah did -- minus one. 

If we can turn now in our Bibles, over to II Kings, Chapter 13. We’ll start reading at verse 20. Now Elisha had a wonderful ministry, one of the most powerful ministries. And here in verse 20 of Chapter 13… 

II KINGS 13:20 20 And Elisha died, and they buried him. And the bands of the Moabites invaded the land at the coming in of the year. 

21 And it came to pass, as they were burying a man, that, behold, they spied a band of men; and they cast the man into the sepulchre of Elisha: and when the man was let down, and touched the bones of Elisha, he revived, and stood up on his feet. 

So Elisha, he had prayed for a double portion of Elijah’s spirit to be on him. And he had a double portion. He did twice as many miracles -- minus one. Now he is laying in the tomb. 

Now the children of Israel have a soldier, a dead soldier, and they are carrying him. And they see the enemy coming, so they run over to the tomb of Elisha. They take that man, and they drop him in the tomb. And as soon as that man hit the bones of Elisha, he came back to life again, resurrected! 

He came back, and stood with the other men ... and the prophecy was complete. He had a double portion. He did twice as many miracles ... twice as much of the supernatural took place in his life. 

So now, let us turn over in the book of Malachi, it is the last book of the Old Testament, and we will start reading at Malachi, Chapter 3, verse 1. 

MALACHI 3:1 1 Behold, I will send my messenger, and he shall prepare the way before me: and the Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to his temple, even the messenger of the covenant, whom ye delight in: behold, he shall come, saith the LORD of hosts. 

Now, there had been 400 hundred years between the time of the prophecies of Malachi to the time of Jesus. And they had no prophet in the land, but it is prophesied here that there is going to come a messenger who is going to prepare the way ... and the Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come to his temple. Jesus came suddenly to the temple. The messenger of the covenant was the one who introduced him. Malachi, Chapter 4, verse 1. 

MALACHI 4:1 1 For, behold, the day cometh, that shall burn as an oven; and all the proud, yea, and all that do wickedly, shall be stubble: and the day that cometh shall burn them up, saith the LORD of hosts, that it shall leave them neither root nor branch. 

2 But unto you that fear my name shall the Sun of righteousness arise with healing in his wings; What was the manifestation that attracted the attention of the people in this day to the Elijah of this day? It was the healing ministry. It shook the world. 

In the 1940’s they never had seen a prophet. They never had seen anybody who had such an accurate gift of healing and the supernatural. 

and he rose with healing in his wings; and ye…. you that hear it…ye shall go forth and grow up as calves of the stall. 

Did you ever see a calf that’s been all stalled up? He’s been in a stall for a long time, and then they finally open the gate, and they let that calf come out there. Then he gets his legs and he starts running. That calf, he just starts running. He’d been all caged up. And do you know what? A lot of people have been caged up too long in a denominational cage. 

And when the Word comes, the Word opens up to you, and the Sun of Righteousness arises with healing in His wings. The children, they go forth as calves in the stall, running, jumping, leaping for joy at what God has done for them in this day. 

MALACHI 4:3 3 And ye shall tread down the wicked; for they shall be ashes under the soles of your feet in the day that I shall do this, saith the LORD of hosts. 

4 Remember ye the law of Moses my servant, which I commanded unto him in Horeb for all Israel, with the statutes and judgments. 

Behold ... it is God saying now….. behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet… Now remember, we already had Elijah, and we already had Elisha with a double portion, but what is God saying? I am going to send Elijah back, not the man Elijah, but I am going to send back another man anointed with the same spirit that Elijah had. 

MALACHI 4:5 5 Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the LORD: now here, here is a compound scripture. These are two different men. One of them is going to turn the hearts of the fathers to the children, and the other one is going to turn the hearts of the children to the fathers 

6 …lest I come and smite the earth with a curse. 

Now, lets turn over to Matthew, Chapter 3 and verse 1. 

MATTHEW 3:1 1 In those days came John the Baptist, preaching in the wilderness of Judaea, 

2 And saying, Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand. 

3 For this is he that was spoken of by the prophet Esaias, saying, The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths straight. 

4 And the same John had his raiment of camel’s hair, ... Now could you imagine, here is supposed to be a religious man, and he’s dressed with a garment of a camel? … and a leathern girdle about his loins; and his meat was locusts…grasshoppers ... and wild honey. … He didn’t even have a kosher diet …. 

5 Then went out to him Jerusalem, and all Judea, …. A big crowd, not a little crowd, a big crowd …Jerusalem and all Judea went out to see this wild man, this crazy man, this man who’s eating grasshoppers, this man who’s dressed with a camel garment….and all the region round about Jordan…… so Jerusalem, Judea and all the region around Jordan. 

6 And were baptized of him in Jordan, confessing their sins. 

7 But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees come to his baptism, he said unto them, O generation of vipers, ,… what is a viper, a serpent… O generation of vipers, who hath warned you to flee from the wrath to come? 

8 Bring forth therefore fruits meet for repentance: 

9 And think not to say within yourselves, We have Abraham to our father: for I say unto you, that God is able of these stones to raise up children unto Abraham. 

10 And now also the axe is laid unto the root of the trees: ; …what did the tree bear? Fruit…the axe is laid to the root of the trees….. therefore every tree which bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the fire. 

11 I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance: but he that cometh after me is mightier than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear: he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and with fire: 

12 Whose fan is in his hand, and he will throughly purge his floor, and gather his wheat into the garner; but he will burn up the chaff with unquenchable fire. 

Let's turn to Mark now, Mark, Chapter 1. We are just going to take one journey through the Bible. We are going to track the Elijah anointing through the Bible and then we will be finished. Mark, Chapter 1. We are going to start reading at verse 1. 

MARK 1:1 1 The beginning of the gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son of God; 

2 As it is written in the prophets, Behold, I send my messenger before thy face, which shall prepare thy way before thee. 

3 The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths straight. 

4 John did baptize in the wilderness, and preach the baptism of repentance for the remission of sins. 

5 And there went out unto him all the land of Judaea, and they of Jerusalem, and were all baptized of him in the river of Jordan, confessing their sins. 

6 And John was clothed with camel's hair, and with a girdle of a skin about his loins; and he did eat locusts and wild honey; 

7 And preached, saying, There cometh one mightier than I after me, the latchet of whose shoes I am not worthy to stoop down and unloose. 

8 I indeed have baptized you with water: but he shall baptize you with the Holy Ghost. 

In Luke, Chapter 1, we’ll start reading at verse 5. 

LUKE 1:5 5 There was in the days of Herod, the king of Judaea, a certain priest named Zacharias, of the course of Abia: and his wife was of the daughters of Aaron, and her name was Elisabeth. 

6 And they were both righteous before God, walking in all the commandments and ordinances of the Lord blameless. 

7 And they had no child, because that Elisabeth was barren, and they both were now well stricken in years. 

8 And it came to pass, that while he executed the priest's office before God in the order of his course, 

9 According to the custom of the priest's office, his lot was to burn incense when he went into the temple of the Lord. 

10 And the whole multitude of the people were praying without at the time of incense. 

The reason they were praying was because the priest went into the Holy of Holies. He had a rope around his leg, and he had to go and when he walked, his garment and the bells had to sing Holy, Holy, Holy. And he had to be perfumed exactly right. And if he was accepted, then the sins of the people were covered for that year. 

But if he was not accepted, and God struck him dead, then they had the rope to pull him out because it was death for anybody but a priest to into the Holy of Holies. Today it is death for anybody who refuses to go into the Holy of Holies that God has opened up for us. 

LUKE 1:11 11 And there appeared unto him an angel of the Lord standing on the right side of the altar of incense. 

12 And when Zacharias saw him, he was troubled, and fear fell upon him. 

13 But the angel said unto him, Fear not, Zacharias; for thy prayer is heard; … So Zacharias, obviously, and his wife Elisabeth had been praying to have a baby and the angel said don’t fear Zacharias for thy prayer is heard …. and thy wife Elisabeth shall bear thee a son, and thou shalt call his name John. 

14 And thou shalt have joy and gladness; and many shall rejoice at his birth. 

15 For he shall be great in the sight of the Lord…didn’t say he would be great in the sight of the world, said he would be great in the sight of the Lord,…. and shall drink neither wine nor strong drink; and he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost, even from his mother’s womb. …. 

We know how that happened. When Mary and Elisabeth met, and Elisabeth had been carrying John for six months, and that child had never moved. They thought it was a dead child. They thought it was a stillborn child, but at soon as Mary said “Jesus,” John just started kicking in that womb, filled with the Holy Ghost right as a child, still in the womb of his mother. As the angel said, he shall be filled with the Holy Ghost even from his mother’s womb. 

16 And many of the children of Israel shall he turn to the Lord their God…. Now here is where I want you to watch carefully…17 .And he shall go before him in the spirit and power of Elias, to turn the hearts of the fathers to the children,… Does it say anything about turning the hearts of the children to the father’s here? No, that was not John’s position, that was not his ministry. ... and the disobedient to the wisdom of the just; to make ready a people prepared for the Lord. 

18 And Zacharias said unto the angel, Whereby shall I know this? for I am an old man, and my wife well stricken in years. …. Now Zacharias, he should have know better. He should have known he was the high priest for that time. 

He should have know that Abraham and Sarah had a child in their old age. And if an angel told him that he and Elisabeth were going to have a child, he should have been able to just rejoice. He should have been able to accept it. 

He should have had the experience of knowing if God did it for somebody else, and if an angel is there, and the angel says your prayer is answered, you are going to have a son. And he is the High Priest, but instead of having faith, he is doubting ... showing fear. 

He said, “How shall I know? How shall I know these things? ... for I am an old man, and my wife well stricken in years. 

LUKE 1:19 19 And the angel answering said unto him, I am Gabriel, that stand in the presence of God; and am sent to speak unto thee, and to shew thee these glad tidings. 

20 And, behold, thou shalt be dumb, and not able to speak, until the day that these things shall be performed, because thou believest not my words, which shall be fulfilled in their season. 

So here, we have another example of a holy man, of a high priest, who when the Word comes and the Word is manifested right in front of him, instead of rejoicing, what does he do? He doubts. 

21 And the people waited for Zacharias, and marveled that he tarried so long in the temple. … He was in the temple for a long time. Maybe he was trying to get his mouth open. Maybe he was trying to speak. He didn’t want to be embarrassed before the people when he went out. So maybe he waited. Maybe he prayed, “Lord, open my mouth, let me speak.” And the people waited and waited and waited. 

22 And when he came out, he could not speak unto them; and they perceived that he had seen a vision in the temple; for he beckoned unto them, and remained speechless…Maybe he went over to his wife and he said…Humm…Humm…Humm… He is trying to give sign language, you know, trying to tell his wife what the angel of the Lord had told him. And finally you know, he took a pad and he began to write down everything, but he was dumb, and he could not speak until the child was born. Now, let's turn over to verse 60 in the same chapter. 

LUKE 1:57 57 Now Elisabeth’s full time came that she should be delivered; and she brought forth a son. 

58 And her neighbors and her cousins heard how the Lord had showed great mercy upon her; and they rejoiced with her. 

59 And it came to pass, that on the eighth day they came to circumcise the child; and they called him Zacharias, after the name of his father. 

60 And his mother answered and said, Not so…his name is not going to be Zacharias …but he shall be called John… because that is what the angel said. 

61 And they said unto her, There is none of thy kindred that is called by this name. 

62 And they made signs to his father, how he would have him called. In other words, they called a deaf man, deaf and dumb. OK … write it, what do you want to call your son? 

63 And he asked for a writing table, and wrote, saying, His name is John. And they marvelled all. 

64 And his mouth was opened immediately, and his tongue loosed, and he spake, and praised God. 

65 And fear came on all that dwelt round about them: and all these sayings were noised abroad throughout all the hill country of Judaea. 

66 And all they that heard them laid them up in their hearts, saying, What manner of child shall this be! And the hand of the Lord was with him. 

67 And his father Zacharias was filled with the Holy Ghost, and prophesied, saying, 

Oh my … now we all know, or those of you studying the Bible, you know that John’s parents passed away. And John went into the desert at nine years old preparing for the ministry. And he came out when he was thirty years old. He was just about the same age as Jesus when he came out. 

He only preached for six months. John's entire ministry was for six months. And then he preached the truth about marriage and divorce. And they chopped off his head ... because he preached the truth about marriage and divorce. Let's read one more scripture in the book of John. In John, Chapter 1, verse 19. 

JOHN 1:19 19 And this is the record of John, when the Jews sent priests and Levites from Jerusalem to ask him, Who art thou? 

20 And he confessed, and denied not; but confessed, I am not the Christ. 

21 And they asked him, What then? Art thou Elias? ? …. Now what do you think his answer should have been? What did Zacharias say? He said to Zacharias, “Your son will go forth in the spirit and power of Elijah. Right? 

So when the Jews asked him, “Art thou Elijah?” 

You would think that his answer would have been, “Yes, I am Elijah,” but you must remember the Jews were looking for the Elijah that was going to come before the great and dreadful day of the Lord. They were looking for a king to come and set up his kingdom and rule. And John said, “No, you got the wrong Elijah. I am not that one.” 

So they said, “Well, who are you?” 

... And he saith, I am not. Art thou that prophet? And he answered, No. 

22 Then said they unto him, Who art thou? that we may give an answer to them that sent us. What sayest thou of thyself? 

23 He said, I am the voice of one crying in the wilderness, Make straight the way of the Lord, as said the prophet Esaias. 

Now, if you turn to Isaiah, Chapter 40, verse 3. Let's just turn there real quickly, for those of you who are marking these scriptures down because it will be a great road map for you as you go back, and when you have the time to study this. Isaiah, Chapter 40. Actually I will read verse 1. 

ISAIAH 40:1 1 Comfort ye, comfort ye my people, saith your God. 

2 Speak ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry unto her, that her warfare is accomplished, that her iniquity is pardoned: for she hath received of the LORD'S hand double for all her sins. 

3 The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the LORD, make straight in the desert a highway for our God. 

Here is the prophecy. Here is the prophecy that all the Jews were waiting for. He said… 

4 Every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill shall be made low: and the crooked shall be made straight, and the rough places plain: 

Oh, could you imagine those Pharisees saying, “Oh, we’re waiting for this prophet to show up. We are waiting for this man out of Isaiah 40. We are waiting for this man to come. Every valley, every hill, everything is going to be made straight. What a powerful man this is going to be. What a great ministry he is going to have. What a great blessing he is going to be to all of Israel.” 

They were waiting, every day, they were waiting. They said, we got a prophecy here. We got a promise from God. This man is coming and when he comes ... 

ISAIAH 40:4 4 Every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill shall be made low: and the crooked shall be made straight, and the rough places plain: 

5 And the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and all flesh shall see it together: for the mouth of the LORD hath spoken it. 

They were waiting, but when he showed up, did they recognize him? Did they recognize God? Were they looking for a man with a girdle? 

Were they looking for a man dressed in camel skin? Were they looking for a man eating grasshoppers and honey. Were they looking for a man that had this strange doctrine of dunking people in the water, a dunking doctrine? Who ever heard of that? No scripture. Nothing in the Old Testament where anybody ever got dunked. This guy is a wild man. 

John said, “You vipers.” He knew who they were, you couldn’t fool a prophet. A prophet could look right through them and know who they were. So now, we will turn to Matthew, Chapter 17. 

MATTHEW 17:1 1 And after six days Jesus taketh Peter, James, and John his brother, and bringeth them up into an high mountain apart, 

2 And was transfigured before them: and his face did shine as the sun, and his raiment was white as the light. 

3 And, behold, there appeared unto them Moses and Elias… you know that some people think that Moses didn’t make it to the promised land. He did, it just took him a long time, but finally he wound up in the Promised Land…. Moses and Elijah talking with Jesus…. talking with him. 

4 Then answered Peter, and said unto Jesus, Lord, it is good for us to be here: if thou wilt, let us make here three tabernacles; one for thee, and one for Moses, and one for Elias. 

5 While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed them: and behold a voice out of the cloud, which said, This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased; ... What the real interpretation is, this is my beloved son in whom I am pleased to dwell in. God prepared Himself a body and God said, this is my body. This is my body that I prepared to dwell in. …. Hear ye him. 

MATTHEW 17:6 6 And when the disciples heard it, they fell on their face, and were sore afraid. 

7 And Jesus came and touched them, and said, Arise, and be not afraid. 

8 And when they had lifted up their eyes, they saw no man, save Jesus only. 

9 And as they came down from the mountain, Jesus charged them, saying, Tell the vision to no man, until the Son of man be risen again from the dead. 

10 And his disciples asked him, … Here’s their question now… saying, Why then say the scribes that Elias must first come? 

In other words, if you are the Messiah, and we are talking to the scribes down there, and the Pharisees, and the Sadducees, and they said, “No, Messiah cannot come until Elijah comes. It is in the Word. It’s a prophecy in the Word.” And look at Jesus’ answer. 

11 And Jesus answered and said unto them, He gave them a compound answer. He said… Elias truly shall first come, and restore all things. 

So He’s pointing to the future. He said, “Elijah truly shall first come and restore all things.” What things? Serpent seed, one God, baptism in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ, predestination, the adoption, all these things, all these mysteries in the Bible. Elijah truly shall first come and restore all things. 

12 But I say unto you, That Elias is come already, and they knew him not…in other wards Elijah has already come and they knew him not… but have done unto him whatsoever they listed. Likewise shall also the Son of man suffer of them. 

13 Then the disciples understood that he spake unto them of John the Baptist. 

I will say many of these apostles, maybe they were even baptized by John the Baptist, but they did not know that he was Elijah. Elijah had come. Elijah had gone ... and they missed him. And Jesus had to say, “If you look back,” Like some of you today. I am telling you, Elijah has come, Elijah has gone, and God did not choose to make known to you until today that Elijah has come. 

But don’t be sad ... be glad! Because many billions of people on the face of the earth will never hear that Elijah has come, but God has predestinated this time, this day, this website for you to hear this Word. 

And so again, let me just reiterate this. They said, “Why say the scribes that Elias must first come?” And he answered and said unto them, “Elijah will truly come,” before the rapture, to prepare a Bride, to restore all things. 

He will restore all mysteries. He will be the voice of the seventh angel in the days of the voice of the seventh angel when he begins to sound, all the mysteries should be finished, as He hath declared to his servant the prophet. Jesus said, “That man truly shall first come, BUT, the Elijah for your day has already come and you missed him.” 

Sometimes the Word is full of paradigms and paradoxes, friend. God is sovereign and He knows “when”. God is in time, on time, all the time, and God, today, I believe is choosing some of you. He is making a divine proposal to you, asking you, “Will you become Mrs. Jesus Christ?” That is the question. 

Now, if you accept that proposal, friend, if you accept it, if you say “Yes, I will become your Bride.” Do you know what lies ahead of you? You will have to become the Paul of this day, and you will have to say, “I consider everything but dung compared to the excellency of the knowledge of the Message of Jesus Christ coming in my day, through a prophet, to give me “Thus Saith The Lord”. 

OK….so now let’s turn over to Luke, Chapter 17, verse 26. 

LUKE 17:26 26 And as it was in the days of Noe, so shall it be also in the days of the Son of man. 

What is the Son of Man? A prophet. If you remember in Ezekiel, every time God spoke to Ezekiel, how did he address him? Son of Man, speak unto these people. Son of Man, speak. Son of Man, say this. Son of Man, say that. So ... 

26. And as it was in the days of Noe, so shall it be also in the days of the Son of man. 

My pastor made a statement a while ago. He said “You know, in Noah’s day only eight people escaped.” So he said, “Either Noah was a very poor preacher, or the people were very stiffed-necked people. 

We chose to believe that Noah was a good preacher, and every predestinated seed received the revelation of the Word. And the rest of the people, they were stiff-necked people, and they had nothing inside of them to receive the message of judgment that Noah was sent with. 

LUKE 17:27 27 They did eat, they drank, they married wives, they were given in marriage, until the day that Noe entered into the ark, and the flood came, and destroyed them all. 

28 Likewise also as it was in the days of Lot; they did eat, they drank, they bought, they sold, they planted, they builded; 

29 But the same day that Lot ... Now, Lot is a type of the foolish virgin. 

You know, when the angels came there, and the men... There was so many perverts there, homosexuals. They were beating on the door, “Give us those men, give us those men that went in to you.” (Genesis 19:1-17 ) 

And Lot said, “No, no! Here are my daughters.” Lot was ready to give his daughters. Could you imagine? A man saying, ”Here are my daughters. Do with them as you please, but leave these men alone under my roof.” 

And the angel said, “Come on. You have got to get out of here. You got to get over to the mountain.” 

Lot said, “Oh no, not the mountain.” Lot was living in Sodom. He was the mayor of Sodom, and he and his wife they were the big shots. They were the dignitaries in Sodom. 

And now the angels are telling him, “You got to go to the mountains. He said, “Oh no, not the mountain. There is a little city over there, please send me over to the little city.” 

And the angel said, “OK, let's go.” And the Bible (Genesis 19:16) said the angels had to lay hands on Lot, on his wife, and on his daughters and drag them out. They didn’t want to leave. And they told them, “Don’t look back.” But Lot’s wife, ... she looked back ... and she became a pillar of salt. 

And then Lot and his daughters are left alone. And his daughters say, “Oh, there will be no more seed left, there is only our father and us. So we’ll get our father drunk and you lay with him tonight, and then tomorrow I’ll lay with him, and then we’ll have seed.” 

Yeah, they got seed. Moab and Ammon the very ones that resisted Moses and the children of Israel that were coming across the land. (Genesis 19:30-38) 

You see, the thing that Moses and the children of Israel had, Moab and Ammon had the Word, but Moses and his group, they had the Word and the Angel that went with them. All the sacrifices were the same, all the worship, everything was the same. Lot had preserved all the worship, but no angel. No angel with Moab and Ammon. 

28 Likewise also as it was in the days of Lot; they did eat, they drank, they bought, they sold, they planted, they builded; 

29 But the same day that Lot went out of Sodom it rained fire and brimstone from heaven, and destroyed them all. 

30 Even thus shall it be in the day when the Son of man is revealed. 

That’s our day friends, ... that’s our day. 

This world is hanging under a cloud of judgment, but before the first bomb or the first plague falls on this earth, the Bride of Jesus Christ, who receives the wedding garment of the Word, she is taken out of here in a rapture. And the rest of the world, she is faced with judgment and plagues, like Moses called down plagues. It is going to make what happened to Pharaoh in Egypt look like a mild thing ... the tribulation and the judgment that will come upon this world. 

So as it was in the days of Noah, as it was in the days of Lot, so shall it be in the days of the coming of the Son of Man. 

The Messenger 

Let’s turn to Revelation, Chapter 10. This is our last book. Revelation Chapter 10, and then we are going to go back to Revelation, verse 1. 

REVELATION 10:1 1 And I saw another mighty angel come down from heaven, clothed with a cloud: and a rainbow was upon his head, and his face was as it were the sun, and his feet as pillars of fire: 

2 And he had in his hand a little book open: and he set his right foot upon the sea, and his left foot on the earth, 

3 And cried with a loud voice, as when a lion roareth: and when he had cried, seven thunders uttered their voices. 

4 And when the seven thunders had uttered their voices, I was about to write: and I heard a voice from heaven saying unto me, Seal up those things which the seven thunders uttered, and write them not. 

So John heard him, and had the revelation of what was taking place, and he was about to write them down. 

REVELATION 10:5 5 And the angel which I saw stand upon the sea and upon the earth lifted up his hand to heaven, 

6 And sware by him that liveth for ever and ever, who created heaven, and the things that therein are, and the earth, and the things that therein are, and the sea, and the things which are therein, that there should be time no longer: 

7 But in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he shall begin to sound, the mystery of God should be finished, as he hath declared to his servants the prophets. 

Have you heard about the candlesticks, the seven candlesticks? They represented the seven churches. Then there were seven stars, and those seven stars represented seven men: Paul was the first one, Irenaeus was the second one, Martin was the third one, Columba was the fourth one. 

Then along came Martin Luther to lead the people out of Catholicism into a born again experience. Then as soon as he died, they denominated, became the Lutherans. Then God raised up John Wesley as the sixth church age messenger to the church at Philadelphia. And then in this day, God has raised up the seventh church age messenger. 

And in the days of the voice of the seventh messenger, when he shall begin to sound, all of the mysteries should be finished. 

What kind of mysteries? How about the mystery, how about this mystery? If that is true, does that shake your world a little bit if you find out that the whole world, when they had a vote every year, and they take a vote who is the most popular man in the world, that it is the pope? And it is, count the number of the beast, and it is the number of a man ... and his number is 666. 

If that is a true, friend, this world is in a pitiful condition, a sad condition! In many ways it is a hopeless condition because everybody kisses the pope’s ring. Billy Graham kissed the popes ring. Oral Roberts kisses the pope’s ring. Benny Hinn kisses the pope’s ring. They all kiss the pope’s ring. 

You know, Brother Branham, the prophet we are talking to you about, he had an interview with the pope. And they told him he had to kiss the ring. He said, “cancel, cancel the invitation.” I’ll call him brother, I'll call him brother. You know, you had to go there, and you had to cut the cuffs of the pants. And you could never, you had to back away from the pope. You couldn’t turn your back on him and walk away. He said, “I can do all those things.” But when they said, “You must kiss the ring.” He said, “Forget it. Cancel it.” 

You know, I’ll tell you a little story. One time there was a woman and this woman had cancer. And the doctor, a Greek doctor, a very famous doctor, very influential, a Greek family, very, very wealthy family. The doctor says, “There is no hope. She is going to die.” So this family, they knew Brother Branham. And they said, “We are going to call Brother Branham.” 

So Brother Branham, he comes in to pray. And after he got up, he said, “Thus saith the Lord, in three days time that woman will rise and will be out shopping with her daughters.” 

And that Greek doctor came over to him, and he grabbed him, and he said, “Who do you think you are giving this family this false hope? You are a quack preacher. That woman’s going to die.” 

Brother Branham said, “I'm sorry doctor. I know you have done all that you can do. You’ve done all you know how to do, but when God speaks to me these things are always right, never wrong.” He said, “I’ll tell you what. If that woman is not up in three days and she’s not out shopping with her daughters, you can hang a sandwich sign around me in the front and the back. And on the sandwich sign say, “False Prophet.” 

“And I will walk down the streets of Los Angeles and you can go behind me in the car beeping the horn so everybody will look at me. But if she does rise and she does go shopping with her daughters, can we hang a sign around your back that says, “Quack Doctor?” 

And do you know what happened? That woman rose and was shopping with her daughters! 

And they took that doctor and they baptized him in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ in a horse trough! He humbled himself, and they baptized him in a horse trough ... the water where the horse drinks. That’s where the man, the great Greek doctor, went to be baptized because he had seen God come alive ... seen God manifest in reality. 

That’s what we want to see friends. We want reality, we don’t want fantasy. We don’t want to live in all of those …. We don’t want Hollywood religion. A prophet of God spoke about it way back in the forties and the fifties. He said there will be a day when it will be Hollywood religion. 

You watch some of the television. Some of them are even better than Hollywood, because they have an anointing on them. It’s a false anointing, but it is an anointing. They sing like angels ... live like devils. So let’s turn now to Revelation, Chapter 1. Just coming down the home stretch now. 

REVELATION 1:1 1 The Revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave unto him, to shew unto his servants things which must shortly come to pass; and he sent and signified it by his angel unto his servant John: 

Let's turn to Revelation, Chapter 1, and verse 10. John says, 

REVELATION 1:10 10 I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s day,.. Now when some people read that they think that well it was Sunday. It was the Lord’s Day and John just got in the Spirit. He just started, “Hallelujah, Glory to God,” you know, he just got anointed. He’s out there on the Isle of Patmos and he was just walking around on the Lord’s Day. No, that’s not what it is. John says, “I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s Day.” 

John was taken from the Isle of Patmos. He was taken in a vision just like all the other prophets. They were taken forward in time to see things that were going to take place, and come back and tell the church. 

John was taken on a vision on the Lord’s Day, and he had an escort with him. He had an angel with him. Now remember, it’s in a vision. It’s in a supernatural vision ... it wasn’t actual time. It was a vision that John was taken forward to and he had an angel with him. 

You have heard of the church ages. You've heard about Ephesus, Smyrna, Pergamos, Thyatira, Sardis, Philadelphia and Laodicea. You've heard about the seven golden candlesticks. And then in Chapter 4, and if you want to write that down, it’s Chapter 4, verse 2. 

REVELATION 4:2 2 And immediately I was in the spirit, and behold, a throne was set in heaven, and…. How many were on the throne? If there was only one throne, there are not three Gods because they would be fighting over the throne! Who was going to sit on the throne ... the Father, the Son, or the Holy Ghost? 

Then we turn to Chapter 3, verse 17, the church of Laodicea ... their ... their conception of themselves. 

REVELATION 3:17 17 Jesus says, because thou sayest thou art rich and increased with goods and have need of nothing ... 

Especially they don’t have need of a prophet. They said, “No we got it all. We’ve got our prophet. We have the pope. We have our Bishop. We have our Archbishop. We have the Cardinals. We have Billy Graham. We have Oral Roberts. We have Pat Robertson. We have all these people! We are rich. We have great revelation. We have great teachers. We have great pastors. We have great buildings. We have great feasts, and we have need of nothing.” 

And they don’t know. 

Now ... God ... I am concerned about God’s estimation of me. And if God said you don’t know that you are blind, you’re miserable, you’re wretched, you’re poor and you’re naked. 

Why are they naked? Naked is very serious. They are naked because they don’t have the wedding garment of the Word. They have fig leaves like Adam and Eve did. They covered themselves up because they thought, well if we cover ourselves up that’s a denominational fig leaf. 

And people do the same thing today. I am a Baptist, I am OK. I am a Presbyterian. I am a Lutheran. I am a Four Square Church. You know, all these things, ... they have all these names that they have and that is what they are putting their confidence in. But they are not going to be judged by their denomination, friend. You are not going to be judged by your denomination. You are going to be judged by this Word. 

And God, before God ever sent judgment, anytime in the Bible, ... you preach it. I want you to think about this very carefully. We are coming down to the close. Was there ever a time that God sent judgment upon a people, when He didn’t send a prophet to warn them? Ever? Ever? 

Do you think that God would change his mind when He is getting ready to send the greatest judgment that has ever been sent on the earth? 

Do you think that God would not have grace, and mercy, and love, and compassion on His true people that are hungering and thirsting after righteousness, as I trust and pray you are? That God would not send you a prophet to warn you, and to give you the wedding garment that you may place it and not be found naked? 

In Revelation 5, verse 4 ... remember, John wept. John wept and he cried because there was nobody worthy to open those seals. And he knew that if nobody could open the seals, he was a goner. Only one, who was it? It was the Lion of the Tribe of Judah came forth ... roared like a lion, looked like a lamb that was slain. 

Only Jesus Christ could reveal those seals. Those seals, they were tied up for almost two thousand years. They were like in a time capsule. It was not time to reveal who the white horse rider, the red horse rider, the black horse rider, the pale horse rider, the souls under the altar, who the two prophets of Revelation 11, and the one-half hour silence. That is where the mystery of redemption lies. The mystery of rapturing faith lies in the opening of those seven seals. 

And you’ve got that ahead of you. I sometimes envy people that I talk to for the first time because I know what happened to me when I got a Church Age Book, when I got a Seals book. Oh, I cried most of the time. I rejoiced the rest of the time. I danced a lot of the time. And many of you, you have that experience ahead of you. The stimulation of revelation, you have that ahead of you. Oh, I just love being around somebody. 

You know, one time ... I’ll tell you a story. 

This family had an old dog. He was old in dog years, and he was just kind of shuffling around, and they knew they were going to have to put him down pretty soon. 

And the family was very sad, so they decided to go out and get a puppy dog. And then when the old dog died, they would still have the puppy dog. And they wouldn’t have to grieve, and then go out and replace the dog because they already had one. 

So the puppy dog came in there and the puppy dog, his tail is wagging and his tongue is wagging, you know, and he is running around, and he is licking all over the old dog. And the old dog is trying to push him away, push him away, you know. He is disturbed by it. He is annoyed by the puppy dog. 

But the puppy dog, he was perseverant. He kept it up. He wouldn’t stop playing. He wouldn’t stop loving that old dog. And before long that old dog got up, he rose on his feet, and he started running around, and playing with that old puppy dog. He caught the anointing, he caught the inspiration of that puppy dog, and he lived for three more years. 

I love getting around a new believer. I love getting around somebody who has been stimulated by revelation. Oh, my! 

So only God could open those seals. Great men, Charles Spurgeon couldn’t open those seals. Smith Wigglesworth couldn’t open the seals. None of those men, I am sure Luther wanted to open those seals. 

I am sure Wesley, Calvin, Knox, Finney all those men, everyone of them wanted to open those seals. I am sure Tyndale wanted to open those seals. I am sure Wycliffe wanted to open those seals. But they were under a time release and it was not time. 

But in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, (Revelation 10:7) who had been tried, and tested, and tempered, and proven that he was a worthy one then Jesus Christ could come down. And Jesus Christ could use that vessel, and God came into that vessel, and Jesus Christ spoke the words that unloosed the seals. In other words, Jesus Christ unsealed Himself ... night after night, after night, after night ... unsealed Himself. And the whole Bible became a brand new book to the people. 

In Revelation 11, verse 3 

REVELATION 11:3 3 And I will give power unto my two witnesses, and they shall prophesy a thousand two hundred and threescore days,… 

That’s exactly three and one half years on the Jewish calendar. That is exactly the time of the tribulation period. These two men, these two witnesses…. 

….clothed in sackcloth. 

REVELATION 11:4 4 These are the two olive trees, and the two candlesticks standing before the God of the earth. 

5 And if any man will hurt them, fire proceedeth out of their mouth, and devoureth their enemies: and if any man will hurt them, he must in this manner be killed. 

6 These have power to shut heaven, that it rain not in the days of their prophecy;… 

Who did we read about earlier who had the power to shut the heavens? Elijah. 

6….and have power over waters to turn them to blood,… Who did that? Moses! 

6…. and to smite the earth with all plagues, as often as they will. 

Who did that to Pharaoh in Egypt? Moses. 

REVELATION 11:7 7 And when they shall have finished their testimony, the beast that ascendeth out of the bottomless pit shall make war against them, and shall overcome them, and kill them. 

These two men anointed with the spirit of Moses and Elijah will prophecy for three and one half years and finally the beast will overcome them ... and he is going to kill them. 

REVELATION 11:8 8 And their dead bodies shall lie in the street of the great city, which spiritually is called Sodom and Egypt, where also our Lord was crucified. 

That’s Jerusalem where our Lord was crucified. So their dead bodies are going to be laying out there, and if CNN is still in business, they will have their cameras on those two prophets. 

You have your Philippine National Broadcast, Russian National Broadcast, India, China, all the Broadcasts of the world. They will have their cameras on these two men because these two men they caused big problems for the whole world. 

They shut up the heavens, no rain. Turned the water to blood and called down the plagues on the earth. The whole world wanted these two men dead. And finally the pope did it ... got them, put them in the streets of Jerusalem. Don’t allow them to be buried. They can’t go to the White House, they are staying right there. The whole world is going to see them. 

The whole world is going to have proof that the beast got them. You don’t want to be here during that time, friend. You want to be watching that scene from Glory. You want to be watching that scene from the Wedding Supper of the Lamb. You want to be looking down maybe over the portals of heaven, watching that. 

So now, let’s review verse 9. 

REVELATION 11:9 9 And they of the people and kindreds and tongues and nations shall see their dead bodies three days and an half, and shall not suffer their dead bodies to be put in graves. Now listen…. 

10 And they that dwell upon the earth shall rejoice over them, and make merry, and shall send gifts ... They are going to send gifts one to another ; ... because these two ... what does the next word say? ... prophets tormented them that dwelt on the earth. 

They are going to feel a sense of relief. The beast has got them. Maybe it will rain again. Maybe the water will turn from blood back to water again. Maybe the plagues will stop now, we’ll have a Christmas party. Let’s send gifts one to another because the two prophets are now dead. 

Can you imagine how wicked the world is to rejoice over the death of two holy prophets of God? They haven’t changed much in Israel since the days of our Lord. But now verse 11, that changes everything…. 

REVELATION 11:11 11 And after three days and an half the Spirit of life from God entered into them, and they stood upon their feet; and great fear fell upon them which saw them. 

12 And they heard a great voice from heaven saying unto them, Come up hither. And they ascended up to heaven in a cloud; and their enemies beheld them. 

Oh my, they had their own private rapture! Moses and Elijah ... two men anointed with their spirits. And they go up and the whole world… if you are tuned into CNN, you’d be the first one to see a rapture, but it will probably be too late for you. 

You might have a little stimulation. You might get a little jiggle, “Oh, Praise the Lord, saw a rapture on Television,” but you don’t want to be here, friend, not for that time. 

Let’s turn over to Revelations 13, verse 11. 

REVELATION 13:11 11.And I beheld another beast coming up out of the earth; and he had two horns … listen … he had two horns like a lamb … wasn’t a lamb, OK, he saw ... another beast coming up out of the earth with two horns, like a lamb, and he spake as a dragon. 

Now, who is this? That is America. 

When America was founded, it had two horns: religious freedom, and political freedom. And it looked like a lamb, but it was an American buffalo, that’s what it was. It was a baby American buffalo, but John had never seen one like that before. 

And so he just said, oh it looked like a lamb. But now what is America doing? Oh, well one time, religious freedom, political freedom. But now what are they doing? Speaking like a dragon ... speaking like Rome. If we don’t like you, we’ll bomb you. If we don’t like you, we’ll boycott you. If we don’t like you, we’ll cut you off. Cut off your economics, cut off you communication system. That’s America now. 

Looks like a lamb, but speaks like a dragon. And America is under the worst judgment because America rejected the prophet that God sent to America. But America had to reject him because the Bible said no prophet is without honor except in his own country. If America had of accepted their prophet, it would have broken every type in the Bible. 

The only reason why God has not wiped America off the face of the earth is because she is standing for Israel. She is the only nation standing for Israel. The Bible said, I will bless those that bless you and I will curse those that curse you. 

But America, friend, in the spiritual, America is Ahab and Rome is Jezebel. And America and Rome are in a political union. Rome is the one who is backing up all the debt of America. Trillions and trillions of dollars of debt and the Vatican has the gold. They’ve got the jewels, they've got the Rembrandts, and the Picassos. They have got all the paintings. They have got all the gold chalices. 

They tried to count the wealth of the Vatican just in New York. They took one part of New York, they wanted to count the wealth of the Vatican. They started by counting just the land, and then the buildings, then the furnishings in the churches. 

Then they went to the convents, the land, the buildings, and the contents inside. Then they went to the rectory, the land, the building, and the contents inside. Then they went to the hospitals, and then they went to the nursing homes. 

Then they went to the schools. Then they went to the seminaries and they went to the theological schools, and they went to the cemeteries. 

And before they ever left one State they gave up. The wealth was so staggering, they could not even count of the Vatican wealth of one State in America. 

Malachi Martin one time he said, “Everyday billions of dollars washes over the stock markets with Vatican money, the Tokyo stock market, Philippine stock market, DOW, England Germany.” 

You know what? They have Knights of Columbus all around who know insider trading. They know when the stock it going to go up. They know when the stock is going to go down. 

And so they have a good, they have a real good network. You know, think about it. Every priest and every nun, they have a passport from the Vatican. Little tiny city and yet the priests they can go anywhere and spread their propaganda all over the world; Mexico, Central America, South America. 

You had a coup d’etat when they got rid of Marcus. Yeah they surrounded the rebels with nuns. Yeah, that was a good shot. See. Who got rid of Estrada? Who put GMA in office? Who is supporting El Shaddi now? Because El Shaddi is going to share some of the payola. 

It is all politics. Do you know politics is? Politics is two words. Poli – ticks ... many parasites. That’s what politics is ... feeding off your taxes, feeding off your money. 

And so now … And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him,…America exercised all the power of that Roman empire who ruled the world. You know what, when we had president Clinton, maybe some of you saw Madeline Albright, just a little pip-squeak, not very big. 

And she would get up there and she would say, “We are the only superpower left in the world.” 

Now I said, “Are you crazy? Do you think Russia likes to hear that? You think China wants to hear that? Do you think India wants to hear that? Do you think England or Germany or any country wants to hear some little pip-squeak say, 'We are the only superpower left in the world.'” No wonder everybody hates America. 

They’ve given them good reason. The ugly American, I wish I were born in the Philippines. I wish my father had stayed here. I wish I had never tasted America. Maybe that sounds hard, but that is the way I feel. I think the best part of me is the Philippino part of me. 

REVELATION 13:12 12 And he exerciseth all the power of the first beast before him, and causeth the earth and them which dwell therein to worship the first beast, whose deadly wound was healed. 

13 And he doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down from heaven on the earth in the sight of men, 

I just got a revelation of that just a few months ago. One of our precious brothers, a great teacher in America, he said, “That’s America when they drop the atomic bomb. “ Had fire come down in the sight of all men. 

14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles which he had power to do in the sight of the beast; saying to them that dwell on the earth, that they should make an image to the beast,… That’s the World Council Of Churches friends. 

The Bible says, “How could two walk together unless they be agreed?” 

How can, you know, if John Kerry, somebody said, is George Bush going to win the election, or is John Kerry going to win the election? I said, “Well if God wants to take America down the tubes on a real crash, real fast, John Kerry will be the president. But if He still wants a slow decline, then it will be George Bush. Because if John Kerry was the leader, everything we do would have had to go through the UN. America would have had to get UN approval for everything. 

And if the UN, unanimously had condemned Israel, America would have, thumbs down on Israel, and the blessing, the protection that God has on America right now… The only thing that is holding back the tribulation right now is the Bride of Jesus Christ, all around the world. God is waiting for them to come to maturity, waiting for them to come to adoption. Maybe He is waiting for you. 

Maybe we spend all this money on a website for just one of you. A prophet of God said one soul is worth more than ten thousand worlds. And all the Bride; all over the world. I’ve been on every continent of the world, except for the Arctic, and the spirit that is in the Bride is the same all over the world. And you know what they are all doing? They are looking for their last brother or their last sister to come to a revelation so we could go in the rapture. 

Just a couple more scriptures and we’ll be done. Turn to Revelation 17 please. Those of you who have a Bible I would like for you to read this. 

REVELATION 17:1 1 And there came one of the seven angels which had the seven vials, and talked with me, saying unto me, Come hither; I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters: 

Now you know, this is not my language. This is God’s language. This is how God sees this religious system. He calls it a great whore, a spiritual prostitute, proclaiming to be married to Christ and yet … 

I have pictures over here where the pope he just decided he was going to have a rock and roll concert and he had Bob Dillon, a rock and roller from America come. They paid him three hundred thousand dollars and they had three hundred thousand people. I guess one dollar for each person attracted them. 

And then it was so successful, they had another one and they had it right in St. Peter’s Square. And they had over one million young people at this rock and roll concert, with every kind of perverted rock and roll band, pop band, hip hop band, rap band, every kind of band. And the pope was sitting up in his window and before the rock and roll concert, he said, “God bless you.” 

Do you think that surprised God? Do you think God said, “What is the pope doing, having a rock and roll concert?” No, God knew that before the foundation of the world. 

REVELATION 17:1 1 …I will shew unto thee the judgment of the great whore that sitteth upon many waters; 

2 With whom the kings of the earth have committed fornication… 

Who is the most powerful man in the world? The kings, the presidents, the queens, the princes, the sultans, the monarchs, and everybody else, the Buddha, they all bow down. 

When the pope calls for a religious conference, they all show up at St. Francis of Assisi in Italy. The Buddhist comes, the Dahli Lama, he shows up. All the big powerful men, they all show up because the pope, the pope called them. Kings, of the earth committed fornication…. 

REVELATION 17: 2 

2 …and the inhabitants of the earth have been made drunk with the wine of her fornication. 

Oh my, when John saw Rome, he said, “I wondered with great admiration,” and the angel said, “Why do you marvel? Come here, let me show you the judgment of this great whore.” 

You know, John in the vision, as he was maybe flying in, “Oh, my! Look at that, what is that? I've never saw a city so beautiful. I've never seen so many statues. I've never seen so many churches. I've never seen so many shrines.” John wondered, he wondered, he was in admiration. He couldn’t believe that there was such a city on the earth. It wasn’t in his day ... it was in our day. And the angel says, “I’ll show you the judgment of this great whore.” 

REVELATION 17:3 3 So he carried me away in the spirit into the wilderness: and I saw a woman sit upon a scarlet coloured beast, full of names of blasphemy, having seven heads and ten horns. 

4 And the woman…see if this sounds familiar to you…. was arrayed in purple and scarlet colour, and decked with gold and precious stones and pearls, having a golden cup….does it help a little when you start reading between the lines brother?….in her hand full of abominations and filthiness of her fornication: 

5 And upon her forehead was a name written, MYSTERY, …. well we are here at the Mystery Expo and we are here to talk about this mystery, mystery….BABYLON THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS …. who were the harlots? The denominations that have the umbilical cord still connected. …. AND ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH. 

You know, “Oh mother, we had a break away. You know, Martin Luther, maybe he got a little carried away, you know, but we want to come home Mom. We want to come home, and we want to be one great big happy family. You know, the only thing we have to do is figure out how we can share communion because you believe it is the actual body and blood of Christ, but we just believe it is a symbol. But we’ll keep working at it and somehow, we will come up with a compromise because we are good Esau’s… We will find a good compromised somewhere. 

REVELATION 17:6 6 And I saw the woman drunken… listen this church is drunk… with the blood of the saints, and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus: and when I saw her, I wondered with great admiration. Think of it. How many have ever heard of the Inquisition? Anybody ever read Foxe’s Book Of Martyrs? Sixty-eight million (68 MILLION) Protestants put to death by the Catholic church because they wouldn’t bow down to Rome. ... drunken with the blood of the saints, and with the blood of the martyrs of Jesus: : and when I saw her, I wondered with great admiration. 

7 And the angel said unto me, Wherefore didst thou marvel? I will tell thee the mystery of the woman, and of … I hope many of you are going to walk out of here with that mystery no longer being a mystery. Let the mystery become part of history…. the beast that carrieth her, which hath the seven heads and ten horns. 8 The beast that thou sawest was, and is not; and shall ascend out of the bottomless pit, and go into perdition: and they that dwell on the earth shall wonder, whose names were not written in the book of life from the foundation of the world, when they behold the beast that was, and is not, and yet is. 

9 And here is the mind which hath wisdom. The seven heads are seven mountains, on which the woman sitteth. . …. Here is a little mystery for you…. Rome is the only city in the world that sits on seven hills. 

10 And there are seven kings: five are fallen, ….now these are Caesars. They were Caesars, seven Caesars, five are fallen…. one is…that was Caesar Augustus… and one is, and the other is not yet come; …Nero, who fiddled while Rome burned…. and when he cometh, he must continue a short space. 

11 And the beast that was, and is not, even he is the eighth, and is of the seven, and goeth…. all the way through history…. All the way …into perdition. So the pope, he is, he dies, he’s not. So a new one comes: he is, he dies, he’s not. So the pope: he is, he’s not, he is, he’s not, he is, he’s not. 

This one we have now, we don’t know about him. We don’t know how long he’s going to be around. Sometimes I feel sorry for him when I see him shaking and trying to speak . But he’s got a strong constitution, he won’t give up. I’d like to have that kind of dedication that he’s got, but I am afraid I wouldn’t want to have the anointing that he’s got. 

REVELATION 17:12 12 And the ten horns which thou sawest are ten kings, which have received no kingdom as yet; but receive power as kings one hour with the beast. That’s when all the nations shall gather together. 

13 These have one mind, and shall give their power and strength unto the beast. 

14 These shall make war with the Lamb, and the Lamb shall overcome them: for he is Lord of lords, and King of kings: and they that are with him are called, and chosen, and faithful. …. That’s the Bride. When the Bride comes back after the rapture. After the Wedding Supper of the Lamb, the Bride comes back. Jesus Christ is riding on the white horse. The Bride comes back and the Lamb overcomes them. 

REVELATION 17:15 15 And he saith unto me, The waters which thou sawest, where the whore sitteth, are peoples, and multitudes, and nations, and tongues. 

There is no nation without Catholics in that nation. So the kingdom of the Vatican spreads to every country in the world. They all have one leader. Sometimes they don’t all obey what he says, but he still their leader as a tradition. 

REVELATION 17:16 16 And the ten horns which thou sawest upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, … 

In other words, before it is all over, they are going to turn on Rome. The nations are going to turn on Rome. And the prophet of God said, that he will take a bomb and put a bomb right down the smoke stack of the Vatican. Russia, ... Russia, is going to put a bomb down the Vatican chimney. 

And also Russia is going to drop the atomic bombs on America because the Americans and the Vatican, they are what broke Russia. They are the ones that broke the Great Bear. They don’t like it, they don’t like being a third world country. They don't like it. The generals, they hate America. They hate the Vatican. 

They know that Reagan and the pope were the ones that put the pressure. You know, … just let me give you a little illustration. When Ronald Reagan was in office, he said he was going to build a big shield all around America so no nuclear bombs could get through. Anybody remember that Star Wars? 

And you know what happened? Russia, they began, they went on the excitement plan. You know, we have got to have our own. And they spent thirty two percent of their defense budget ... trying to build a Star Wars. 

Ronald Reagan, he never believed that, but he made Russia believe it. And Russia bankrupted themselves and they had to let go West Germany, East Germany, Romania, Czechoslovakia, Poland, all these countries, Uzbekistan, and Sus bakistans, I don’t know how many bakistans there are. 

They all got their independence and now Russia cannot even afford to feed her own people. There is one company over there that they have not paid their workers for ten months, and it is a coffin factory. You know, white houses, little coffins and they want the people to take their back wages by taking their coffin home, so they can have it before they die. 

Great political intrigue, great spiritual irony is happening all around us friend. That’s a great spiritual drama that we’re involved in. Every one of us, we all have a part to play. 

Your soul is your most valuable possession you have! 

And the only way you are going to insure your soul of a safe arrival to it's predestinated place, if it’s heaven, is to understand this Word. Rapturing faith lies in the message that the prophet of God brought to this generation. 

Let’s just finish Chapter 17 here. 

REVELATION 17:16 16 And the ten horns which thou sawest upon the beast, these shall hate the whore, and shall make her desolate and naked, and shall eat her flesh, and burn her with fire. 

17 For God hath put in their hearts to fulfil his will, and to agree, and give their kingdom unto the beast, until the words of God shall be fulfilled. 

18 And …. Now, is anybody still wondering who this woman is? … and the woman which thou sawest is that great city, which reigneth over the kings of the earth. Just put Vatican in there, where it says great city that rules over the kings of the earth, just put Vatican in there. 

So now, in Chapter 18, we are going to skip over that, but we see the last form of apostate Christendom, and then we see the human view of Babylon and the angelic view of Babylon. 

Then in Chapter 19, and verse 7, .John is still in this vision. Just imagine John is in this vision. And while he is in this vision, he gets a revelation of the seven church ages. He gets a revelation of the seven seals. He gets a revelation of the one throne in heaven. He gets a revelation of the great whore, the harlot, the number, the name, the mark, the image, and all of these things. 

People are looking for that mark in their forehead or in their hand. Let me tell you, it’s not going to be a physical mark. The mark in your forehead ... that’s your revelation! People will be marked. Just go try to talk a Catholic, a good Catholic, out of his religion. He’s marked already in his forehead. 

And the other ones, they will be marked in their hands. In other words, they will just swear allegiance. I don’t care about religion, but if I can’t buy or sell without going along with the program, sign me up. 

So it is either a mark in your forehead by revelation, or a mark in your hand just by allegiance. OK, I will go along with the program. So don’t look for any computer. Don’t look for a big computer to come along and just get ready to stamp everybody, We’ll give you a big tattoo in your head or your hand,” because it is not going to happen. 

John now hears, Chapter 19: 

REVELATION 19:7 7 Let us be glad and rejoice, and give honour to him: for the marriage of the Lamb is come, and his wife hath made herself ready. 

8 And to her was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen, clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness of saints. 

9 And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they which are called unto the marriage supper of the Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings of God. 

10 And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy. 

And then John was so amazed that he fell down to worship before the feet of this angel. Do you know what I believe? I believe John said, “Well, the last time that the Lord appeared to us, we were terrified. We were a frightened. He was in a different form. He was in a different body and we didn’t know who he was, but now that I have seen all of these things, this must be the Lord and I am going to worship him.” And the angel said, “No, no, don’t do that. Don’t worship me! I am your fellow servant. I’ve got the same testimony that you’ve got.” 

And then we see farther over in Chapter 20, we see Satan is bound in the abyss. We see the first resurrection, the kingdom age coming in. Satan is loosed, the doom of Satan, the doom of the unbelieving dead, the last judgment, and then the seven new things, the new heaven, the new earth. And in verse 3 of Chapter 21. 

REVELATION 21:3 3 And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God. 

Would you like to be one of those people? 

4 And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain; for the former things are passed away. 

5 And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write; for these words are true and faithful. 

6 And he said unto me, it is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely. 

7 He that overcometh… 

What do you have to overcome friends? First of all you have to overcome yourself. You have to overcome the world. You have to overcome your preconceived notions about the Bible, your preconceived notions about God. 

You have to overcome all those things just like you had to overcome when you came out of the Catholic Church. You didn’t do it in an instant. It took some time, but finally you overcame it. And finally you said, “I am glad I am out of that thing. I was bound.” 

Then we see the new temple, the new light, Chapter 22, the new Paradise, the throne of God. And then we read in verse 6, 

REVELATION 22:6 6 And he said unto me, These sayings are faithful and true: and the Lord God of the holy prophets sent his angel to shew unto his servants the things which must shortly be done. 

7 Behold, I come quickly: blessed is he that keepeth the sayings of the prophecy of this book. 

8 And I John saw these things, and heard them. And when I had heard and seen, I fell down to worship before the feet of the angel which shewed me these things. 

So John falls down again. The angle told him the last time, “Don’t do that. I am your fellow servant. I am of your brethren, and I’ve got the same testimony you’ve got.” 

But now in this one, he identifies himself a little further. 

REVELATION 22:8 8 And I John saw these things, and heard them. And when I had heard and seen, I fell down to worship before the feet of the angel which shewed me these things. 

9 Then saith he unto me, See thou do it not: for I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren the prophets, and of them which keep the sayings of this book: worship God. 

Is that clear? Does that put a punctuation mark on the mystery of the revelation? 

One more … Jesus says in Chapter 22, verse 16, he said: 

REVELATION 22:16 16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. . 

Who sent the angel? If Jesus sent the angel, do you think it might be a good idea to find out what that angel had to say, in all of it’s fullness, in all of it’s depth, in all of it’s power, in all of it’s majesty, in all of it’s Glory? Especially when your rapturing faith lies in the revelation that God gave to the prophet. 

REVELATION 22:16 16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star. 

17 And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely. 

I am finished, friend. I can tell you it has been my great privilege and my great honor to be able to share this with you. It is the most intoxicating thing that I have ever done in my life, to be able to share with you the majesty of a Word that has come, that is punctuated with Thus Saith The Lord. 

The books that you are to read ... such things. It’s going to ... you are going to have to read one page, it’s so rich, I’m going to have to go back and read that one again. 

See now. When Eliezer was sent to get a bride for Isaac, Eliezer found Rebekah and went to her family. And he never had any problem with her father, but her mother and her brothers, they tried to stop her. They said, “Oh no, don’t go, don’t go so fast. Stay a little while.” 

And when you get this revelation, and when you get this inspiration, and you get a hundred questions, a prophet of God said the mother is a perfect type of the Mother Church. And the brother is a perfect type of the brother preacher. So when you get all these questions, don’t go to Mother Church. She doesn’t have the answers. In fact, she doesn’t even have the questions. 

OK.. so don’t go to Mother church and remember, you might have some real spiritual brothers, you might have some real spiritual pastors, but they have not read a Mystery Expo. 

The have not seen all the scriptures. They have not read what I have said to you. They have not heard all the scriptures in the Bible put together in this format. 

So if you go to Mother Church, just remember, she will have a bucket of ice water. And your flame is lit and your fire is burning. And they will have a bucket of ice water and they will try to take that flame and put that flame out before it spreads to anyone else. Mother church, brother preacher, same thing. 

They don’t have the answers to your questions; they don’t even know the questions. 

And so, I plead with you, if I could, I would beg with you, when these questions come friend, don’t go to Mother Church, don’t go to Brother preacher. Go to heavenly Father. 

Make a commitment friend. For thirty days, Lord, I am not going to tell my Mother Church, I am not going to tell my brother preacher, I am just going to hide away, and I am going to study. And I am going to read, and I am going to pray, and I am going to listen. 

And I can promise you at the end of thirty days, you will know if you want to go any further. Or in thirty days you will know, “This is not for me.” God bless you. 

PRAYER 

Father, we thank You for this atmosphere Lord. It’s just like a slice of heaven on earth, Father, to be here among hungry souls that are hungering and thirsting after righteousness, Lord. 

I know Lord that many of their souls, they are vibrating with excitement and anticipation over what they have heard. And with, they have a right to do it Lord. I remember what my soul was like Lord. 

I couldn’t sleep, I didn’t want to eat, didn’t want to do anything, Lord, but just read, and study, and pray, and fellowship, and praise, and worship you, Oh God, that You have called me! You gave me the word of a prophet and those who receive a prophet in the name of a prophet, they receive a prophet’s reward, Lord. Oh God, throughout all of Eternity, Lord, walking on streets of gold, ruling, and reigning with you, Oh Father.
