I said, "ell, why, how is it with you and the Lord?" She said, "Brother Bill, I'm not ready to go."
Well, there we got down and prayed, and her mother and her husband, many of them in the room, and her mother and husband started crying. And--and then I--I asked her, and she got right with God, paid her vows and come back and made God the promise, and if she'd be forgiven, how she loved Him, and sorry for her sins, the way she had lived, and went on with her repentance and crying.
