»     11     †     Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing. 

»     12     †      ¶  For when for the time ye ought to be teachers, ye have need that one teach you again which 

be the first principles of the oracles of God; and are become such as have need of milk, and not of strong meat. 

»     13     †     For every one that useth milk is unskilful in the word of righteousness: for he is a babe. 

»     14     †      ¶  But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use 

have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil.

»     9     †     Rise up, ye women that are at ease; hear my voice, ye careless daughters; give ear unto my 

speech.

»     11     †     Tremble, ye women that are at ease; be troubled, ye careless ones: strip you, and make you 

bare, and gird sackcloth upon your loins.

»     1     †     Woe to them that are at ease in Zion, and trust in the mountain of Samaria, which are named 

chief of the nations, to whom the house of Israel came! 
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PROVERBS 10:4-5 

»     4     †     He becometh poor that dealeth with a slack hand: but the hand of the diligent maketh rich. 

»     5     †     He that gathereth in summer is a wise son: but he that sleepeth in harvest is a son that causeth 

shame. 

 

MATTHEW 21:31-32 

»     31     †     Verily I say unto you, That the publicans and the harlots go into the kingdom of God 

before you. 

»     32     †     For John came unto you in the way of righteousness, and ye believed him not: but the publicans 

and the harlots believed him: and ye, when ye had seen it, repented not afterward, that ye might believe him. 

 

1) 65-0418  IT IS THE RISING OF THE SUN 

«  110       †          That’s what He proved! Hallelujah! That’s what Easter proved. He wasn’t only the Word, but 

He was God Himself, the Dynamics, in the Word. That made the body of Jesus Christ (cold, stiff, and 

dead, in the grave) shake into Life and rise again, and roll away the stone. “I am He that was dead,” so dead 

till the sun said He was dead, the moon said He was dead, the stars said He was dead. All nature said He was 

dead. And now the whole world has to recognize that He’s alive again. He was not only the Mechanics, God’s 

Word, He was the Dynamics to prove It. 

113    Until that Church becomes both Dynamics and Mechanics; and the Spirit of God, that moved Him, to do 

the things that He did! If He hit on sixteen cylinders, so will the Bride. Amen! For He said, in John 14:12, “He 

that believeth on Me, the works that I do shall he do also. I’ll give him a charge of My Dynamics, in his 

Mechanics, that the world will not be able to withstand it; and I’ll raise him up again at the last day.” That’s the 

Easter Message, the Dynamics and the Mechanics, together! The Mechanics without the Dynamics, no 

good; neither is the Dynamics, without the Mechanics. 

114    You can scream and shout, and jump up-and-down, all you want to, and deny this Word, it 

won’t do any good. You’re just cranking around the—the pistons of…Got the spark there to fire, but no 

gasoline to fire it by. 

116    It just won’t move, no matter how good the Mechanics is, until the Dynamics come. When the 

Dynamics come, that Fire is made to connect with that octane in the gasoline. And when That 

explodes, it causes a combustion, and that combustion moves every motion, every move, for He is 

the same yesterday, today, and forever. That’s the resurrection. That’s the real Power of God, 

Mechanics with the Dynamics. Notice, “It’s the Spirit that quickens.” It’s the—it’s the Spark that fires. It’s 

not the gas that fires; it’s the Spark that fires the gas. See? 

 

2) Charles Spurgeon In A Message Entitled Holy Violence Preached In 1859 

“But this violence does not end when a man finds Christ; it then begins to exercise itself in another way. The 

man who is pardoned, and who knows it, then becomes violently in love with Christ. He does not 

love him just a little, but he loves him with all his soul and all his might. He feels as if he could wish 

to die for Christ, and his heart pants to be able to live alone with his Redeemer, and serve him 

without interruption.  

 

Mark such a man who is a true Christian, mark his prayers, and you will see there is violence in all his 

supplications when he pleads for the souls of men. Mark his outward actions, and they are violently sincere, 

violently earnest. Mark him when he preaches: there is no dull droning out of a monotonous discourse, he 

speaks like a man who means what he says, and who must speak it, or else woe would be unto him if he 

preached not the gospel. As I look around on many of the churches, yea, on many members of my own church, 

I am apt to fear that they are not God's children at all, because they have nothing of this holy violence.”

»     37     †     Now when they heard this, they were pricked in their heart, and said unto Peter and 

to the rest of the apostles, Men and brethren, what shall we do? 

»     38     †     Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus 

Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost. 

»     39     †     For the promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off, even as many as 

the Lord our God shall call. 

»     40     †     And with many other words did he testify and exhort, saying, Save yourselves from this 

untoward generation. 

»     41     †     Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there were added 

unto them about three thousand souls. 



»     42     †     And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking 

of bread, and in prayers.

»     31     †     Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are 

ye my disciples indeed;

»     12     †     For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing 

even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts 

and intents of the heart.
