8They are corrupt, and speak wickedly concerning oppression: they speak loftily.

They think they are gods! They think they are the rulers of the earth.

12Behold, these are the ungodly, who prosper in the world; they increase in riches. 

 Those proud people are wicked, but they are rich and getting richer. 

 
13Verily I have cleansed my heart in vain, and washed my hands in innocency.  

Clearly, then, I gain nothing by keeping my thoughts pure! What good is it to keep myself from 

sin? 

 
14For all the day long have I been plagued, and chastened every morning. 

God, I suffer all day long, and you punish me every morning. 

 

 15If I say, I will speak thus; behold, I should offend against the generation of thy children.  

I wanted to tell others these things, but that would have made me a traitor to your people. 
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16When I thought to know this, it was too painful for me;  

I tried hard to understand all this, but it was too hard for me. 

 
17Until I went into the sanctuary of God; then understood I their end. 

 But then, God, I went to your Temple, and I understood what will happen to the wicked.

Maybe my mind[d] and body will become weak, but God is my source of strength. He is mine

27For, lo, they that are far from thee shall perish: thou hast destroyed all them that go a whoring from thee.  

God, people who leave you will be lost. You will destroy all who are not faithful to you. 

 
28But it is good for me to draw near to God: I have put my trust in the Lord GOD, that I may declare all thy 

works. 

As for me, all I need is to be close to God. I have made the Lord God my place of safety. And, God,
