«  33       †          Like Paul said, describes it in Romans 7:21, "When I would do good, then evil is nigh." 

When you try, did you ever have that in experience, Christians? That when you're trying to do 

something that's worth-while, go to make an effort to do something that's good, then you find 

out that there is the Devil, on every hand, just to upset you, everything that you'd... And that's 

one good thing, that. I'd like to say this, that the Christians might know. That when you are--

when you are starting to do something, and there is something always trying to upset you in 

doing it, do it anyhow. That's the Devil there, trying to keep you from doing what's right. 

 

«  34       †          Now, many times, I meet people that's prone to be a little nervous. When they 

find out that they're trying to do something, and--and everything is just blocking it off on both 

sides, they say, "It might not been the will of the Lord." See? Now don't let the Devil lie to you 

like that. 

35    The first thing, is find out whether it's the will of God, or not. And then if you want to 

know whether it's the will of God, look into the Bible.
