What Is Respect? 

RESPECT - A feeling of deep admiration for someone or something elicited by their abilities, 

qualities, or achievements. 

Due regard for the feelings, wishes, rights, or traditions of others. 

To Acknowledge Someone, Their Labors, Or Even Their Presence  

The Feeling or act by which you show someone how valuable they are to you. 

To See Honor, See Potential, To Show Honor 



What Is Submission? 

SUBMISSION - The action or fact of accepting or yielding to a superior force or to the will or 

authority of another person or entity. 

To subordinate; reflexively, to obey. 

 

Luke 1:38 - And Mary said, Behold the handmaid of the Lord; be it unto me according to thy word. 

And the angel departed from her. 

 



Respect & Submission Is Directly

Genesis 1:27 - So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male 

and female created he them.

HONOUR - timáō – properly, assign value (give honor), as it 

reflects the personal esteem (value, preciousness) attached 

to it by the beholder.

Disrespect Is Also A Seed - It Will Produce A Bad Harvest or No Harvest

Disrespect Leads To Loss Of Relationships - Separation, Divorce, Hatred Towards Others 

Disrespect Is Not The Nature Of God - There Is No Place For It In A Believer’s Life 

Disrespect Never Gets You Ahead In Life - No Job, No Favor From Others, No Furtherance With God 

Disrespect Can Become A Habit - It Can Become A Difficult Habit To Cut Loose From 

What You Respect Will Come Toward You. What You Don’t Respect Will Move Away From You.

4 And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them up in the nurture 

and admonition of the Lord.

Respect Between Husband and Wife  

Ephesians 5:22-33 - 22 Wives, submit yourselves unto your own husbands, as unto the 

Lord. 23 For the husband is the head of the wife, even as Christ is the head of the 

church: and he is the saviour of the body.  

24Therefore as the church is subject unto Christ, so let the wives be to their own 

husbands in every thing. 25 Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the 

church, and gave himself for it; 

33Nevertheless let every one of you in particular so love his wife even as himself; and 

the wife see that she reverence her husband.

Philippians 2:2-4 - 2 Fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded, having the same love, 

being of one accord, of one mind. 3 Let nothing be done through strife or vainglory; but 

in lowliness of mind let each esteem other better than themselves. 4 Look not every 

man on his own things, but every man also on the things of others. 

I Thessalonians 5:12-13 - 12 And we beseech you, brethren, to know them which labour 

among you, and are over you in the Lord, and admonish you; 13 And to esteem them 

very highly in love for their work's sake. And be at peace among yourselves.

Ephesians 5:1-4 - 1 Be ye therefore followers of God, as dear children; 2 And walk in love, as Christ 

also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a 

sweetsmelling savour. 

3 But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as 

becometh saints; 4 Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but 

rather giving of thanks.

Disrespectful. You Can Think, I’m Just Being Honest With You Because We Think We 

Are Being Dishonest If We Don’t Express Our True Feelings. 

Familiarity Begins To Lessen Respect - When We Are Around Each Other All The Time 

We Become Less Respectful. 

Making Light Of One Another In Derogatory Ways Is Disrespectful And Quenches The

And today, that’s the thing today when we see people, and people are so subject in this day to 

jumping at little flowery thing, till it makes you kind of wonder sometimes. Don’t never think 

above—one man above another. No, sir, no matter who he is, if he’s just a little old fellow out 

here giving tracts out on the street, and if he’s a—a Billy Graham.
