I JOHN 4:1-6 

»     1     †      ¶  Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: 

because many false prophets are gone out into the world.  

»     2     †     Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is 

come in the flesh is of God:  

»     3     †     And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of 

God: and this is that spirit of antichrist, whereof ye have heard that it should come; and even 

now already is it in the world.  

»     4     †      ¶  Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he 

that is in you, than he that is in the world.  

»     5     †     They are of the world: therefore speak they of the world, and the world heareth 

them.  

»     6     †     We are of God: he that knoweth God heareth us; he that is not of God heareth not 

us. Hereby know we the spirit of truth, and the spirit of error. 

 

EZEKIEL 28:11-13 

»     11     †      ¶  Moreover the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, 

»     12     †     Son of man, take up a lamentation upon the king of Tyrus, and say unto him, 

Thus saith the Lord GOD; Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, and perfect in beauty. 

»     13     †     Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy 

covering, the sardius, topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the 

sapphire, the emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy 

pipes was prepared in thee in the day that thou wast created.

»     26     †      ¶  And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness: and let them 

have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over the cattle, and 

over all the earth, and over every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth. 

»     27     †     So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male 

and female created he them.

1) AN EXPOSITION OF THE SEVEN CHURCH AGES 

Now remember this. Christ in the True Church is a continuation of the Book of Acts. But the 

Book of Revelation shows how that the antichrist spirit would come into the church and defile 

it, making it lukewarm, formal and powerless. It exposes Satan, revealing his works 

(attempted destruction of God's people and the discrediting of God's word) right down to the 

time he is cast into the lake of fire. He fights that. He cannot stand it. He knows that if the 

people get the TRUE REVELATION of the TRUE CHURCH and what she is, what she stands for 

and that SHE CAN DO THE GREATER WORKS, she will be an invincible army. If they get a true 

revelation of the two spirits within the framework of the Christian church, and by God's Spirit 

discern and withstand the antichrist spirit, Satan will be powerless before her. 

 

2) 62-0311  THE.GREATEST.BATTLE.EVER.FOUGHT_  JEFFERSONVILLE.IN  V-3 N-11   

«  62       †          This great, first battle that was ever fought, begin in Heaven, when Michael 

and His Angels fought against Lucifer and his angels. It first started, the first battle was in 

Heaven. So, sin did not originate on earth, it originated in Heaven. 

 

63    And then it was thrown down from Heaven, cast out of Heaven, to the earth, and fell on 

human beings.

»     37     †     Which was the son of Mathusala, which was the son of Enoch, which was the son 

of Jared, which was the son of Maleleel, which was the son of Cainan,  

»     38     †     Which was the son of Enos, which was the son of Seth, which was the son of 

Adam, which was the son of God. 

 

3) 53-0403 THE CRUELTY OF SIN, AND THE PENALTY THAT IT COST TO RID SIN FROM OUR

   So He couldn't just leave it in that state; He had to leave something with it. So He said, "Let 

us (plural) make man (plural) in our own image.

   Now, I believe that Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever. And I believe that 

in the beginning God made man in His own image, and God is a Spirit.

»     7     †     And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his 

nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul. 

»     8     †      ¶  And the LORD God planted a garden eastward in Eden; and there he put the 

man whom he had formed. 

»     9     †     And out of the ground made the LORD God to grow every tree that is pleasant to 

the sight, and good for food; the tree of life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of 

knowledge of good and evil. 

 

GENESIS 2:15-25 

»     15     †     And the LORD God took the man, and put him into the garden of Eden to dress it 

and to keep it. 

»     16     †      ¶  And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden 

thou mayest freely eat: 

»     17     †     But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in 

the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die. 

»     18     †      ¶  And the LORD God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will 

make him an help meet for him. 

»     19     †     And out of the ground the LORD God formed every beast of the field, and every 

fowl of the air; and brought them unto Adam to see what he would call them: and whatsoever 

Adam called every living creature, that was the name thereof. 

»     20     †     And Adam gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl of the air, and to every beast 

of the field; but for Adam there was not found an help meet for him. 

»     21     †      ¶  And the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept: and 

he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof; 

»     22     †     And the rib, which the LORD God had taken from man, made he a woman, and 

brought her unto the man. 

»     23     †     And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh: she shall be 

called Woman, because she was taken out of Man. 

»     24     †     Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his 

wife: and they shall be one flesh. 

»     25     †     And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashamed. 

 

GENESIS 3:1-7 

»     1     †      ¶  Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD 

God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree 

of the garden? 

»     2     †     And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the 

garden: 

»     3     †     But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye 

shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die. 

»     4     †     And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die: 

»     5     †     For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, 

and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil. 



»     6     †      ¶  And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was 

pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, 

and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat. 

»     7     †     And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked; 

and they sewed fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons. 

 

I TIMOTHY 2:12-14 

»     12     †     But I suffer not a woman to teach, nor to usurp authority over the man, but to be 

in silence.  

»     13     †     For Adam was first formed, then Eve.  

»     14     †     And Adam was not deceived, but the woman being deceived was in the
