ETERNAL REDEMPTION
THE PLAN PT. 1

HEBREWS 9:11

» 11 t But Christ being come an high priest of good things to come, by a greater and
more perfect tabernacle, not made with hands, that is to say, not of this building;

» 12 t Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in
once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us.
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Job, the oldest book in the Bible, was supposed to even be written before Moses wrote Genesis.
But the oldest book in the Bible was speaking of redemption, and yet redemption was far be--
way before that. Redemption is one of the oldest things in the Bible. Did you know redemption
was even before--the plan of redemption was laid out before the world was ever formed? Think
of that. God foreseeing, and making a way of redemption before He even made the world. For
the Bible plainly says that Christ was predestinated, foreordained, and was the Lamb of God,
slain before the foundation of the world. That's right. Way before the world was made, God had
a plan of redemption.

I CORINTHIANS 2:6

» 6 1 9 Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are perfect: yet not the wisdom of
this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to nought:

» 7 1t But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which
God ordained before the world unto our glory:

TITUS 1:1

» 1 t 9 Paul, a servant of God, and an apostle of Jesus Christ, according to the faith of
God's elect, and the acknowledging of the truth which is after godliness;

» 2 1t In hope of eternal life, which God, that cannot lie, promised before the world
began;

» 3 1t But hath in due times manifested his word through preaching, which is committed
unto me according to the commandment of God our Saviour;

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« 107 T He has showed or revealed it in every type that's in the Bible. Therefore, the
entire Bible is the revelation of God's mystery in Christ. Hum! The entire Bible is an expression
of one goal that God had, one purpose He wanted to achieve in the entire Bible. And all the acts
of the--of the believers in the Bible has been in type, and expressing what God's great goal is,
and now in this last day He has revealed it and shows it. And God's help, well, you'll see it right
here this morning, what the Lord has had in His mind all along, and has expressed it.

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« 102 t Now, God's secret mystery, He had before the world began. Now, back in the
back part of God's mind, there was something that He was trying and was going to achieve,
and He had a motive in doing it, in order to let Himself be expressed. Because, first, there
wasn't even a moon, star, atom, molecule, or anything. He was God. But He exactly wasn't God
at that time, because God is an object of worship, and there wasn't nothing to worship Him.

103 So, in His great mind, He wanted these attributes to be expressed. And in Him was love;
in Him was to be Father; in Him was to be Son; in Him was to be a Saviour; in Him was to be a
Healer. And all these great attributes that we see already expressed, they were in God.

« 104 t So, my opinion, the first thing that He made was Angels. And then they
worshiped Him, and that made Him God. And He started from there. As in previous Messages I
have tried to explain it, break it down. And now, then, when Angels began to worship Him, that
was before there was even a molecule in the earth. There was nothing. It was all darkness.
There wasn't no sun, nor no moon, no stars, no nothing, then He was God. As He asked Job,
"Where was you when I laid the foundations of the world, see, when the morning stars sang
together, the sons of God shouted for joy? See, now, where were you?" See? That was way
back before the earth.

« 105 t Now, God had a purpose and a hidden mystery. And that's what I want to
speak on to the Church this morning, the hidden mystery of God that He had in His mind before
the world ever began, and how that it's unfolded itself right down to this present hour that
we're living. See? Then you will understand clearly then, you see, on, I believe, what is being
done.

REVELATION 12:7

» 7 1t And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon;
and the dragon fought and his angels,

» 8 1t And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven.

» 9 1t And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan,
which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out
with him.

JUDE 1:5

» 5 1t Iwill therefore put you in remembrance, though ye once knew this, how that the
Lord, having saved the people out of the land of Egypt, afterward destroyed them that believed
not.

» 6 t And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their own habitation, he
hath reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto the judgment of the great day.

» 8 9 And the LORD God planted a garden eastward in Eden; and there he put the
man whom he had formed.
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Now that we have come this far, let me try to crystallize your thinking on this subject so you
can see the necessity of our going into the 'serpent seed doctrine' as I have. We start with the
fact that there were TWO trees in the midst of the garden. The Tree of Life was Jesus. The
other tree is definitely Satan because of what came forth of the fruit of that tree. Now then, we
know that both of those trees had a relationship to man or they would never have been placed
there. They must have had a part in the sovereign plan and purpose of God in their relationship
to mankind and to Himself or we could never impute omniscience unto God. This is all true so
far, is it not? Now the Word most definitely sets forth that from BEFORE the foundation of the
earth the purpose of God was to share His Eternal Life with man.

Ephesians 1:4-11,

"According as He hath chosen us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be
holy and without blame before Him in love:



Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by Jesus Christ to Himself, according to
the good pleasure of His will,

To the praise of the glory of His grace, wherein He hath made us accepted in the beloved.

In Whom we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the
riches of His grace;

Wherein He hath abounded toward us in all wisdom and prudence;

Having made known unto us the mystery of His will, according to His good pleasure which He
hath purposed in Himself:

That in the dispensation of the fulness of times He might gather together in one all things in
Christ, both which are in heaven, and which are on earth; even in Him:

In Whom also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestinated according to the purpose
of Him Who worketh all things after the counsel of His own will."

Revelation 13:8,

"And all that dwell upon the earth shall worship him (Satan) whose names are not written in
the Book of Life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world."

But that Life could not, and would not, be shared in any other way than through the way of
"God manifest in the flesh." This was a part of His eternal and predestinated purpose. This plan
was to be to the praise of the glory of His grace. It was the plan of Redemption. It was the plan
of Salvation. Now listen closely. "God being a Saviour, it was necessary that He predestinate a
man who would require salvation in order to give Himself reason and purpose of being." That is
one hundred percent correct and multitudes of Scripture bear it out as does the very pointed
verse of Romans 11:36,

"For of Him, and through Him, and to Him, are ALL THINGS: to Whom be GLORY for ever.
Amen."

Man could not directly come and partake of that Tree of Life in the midst of the garden. That
Eternal Life of the Tree had to become flesh first. But before God could raise and save a sinner,
He had to have a sinner to raise and save. Man had to fall. The fall which would be caused by
Satan, had to have flesh to make fall. Satan had to come through flesh also. But Satan could
not come through human flesh to make the fall as would Christ come in human flesh to restore
the fallen.

But there was an animal, the serpent, so close to man that Satan could get to that beast and
through that beast he could get to human flesh and cause the fall, and inject himself thereby
into the human race, even as Jesus would one day come and inject Himself into the human
race, into human bodies, even to the extent of a resurrection wherein we would have bodies
like unto His glorified one. Thus what God worked out here in the garden was His predestinated
plan. And when Satan had brought about that which was necessary to the purpose of God, then
man could not get to the Tree Of Life in the garden. Certainly not. It wasn't time. But an animal
(animal had caused the fall had it not? let animal life be shed) was taken and his blood shed
and then God had communion with man again.

Then there was to come a day when God would appear in flesh, and by means of His
humiliation He would restore fallen man and make him a partaker of that Life Eternal. Once you



see this, you can understand the serpent seed and know that it was no apple Eve ate. No, it
was the degradation of humanity by intermingling the seed.

GENESIS 3:15

» 15 t And I will put enmity between thee and the woman, and between thy seed and
her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou shalt bruise his heel.

» 16 ¢ 9 Unto the woman he said, I will greatly multiply thy sorrow and thy
conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and thy desire shall be to thy husband,
and he shall rule over thee.

» 17 + 9 And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the voice of thy
wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which I commanded thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it:
cursed is the ground for thy sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life;

» 18 1t Thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou shalt eat the herb of
the field;

» 19 1t In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground;
for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return.

» 20 ¢ 9 And Adam called his wife's name Eve; because she was the mother of all
living.

» 21 T 9 Unto Adam also and to his wife did the LORD God make coats of skins, and
clothed them.

PSALM 139:15

» 15 ¢t My substance was not hid from thee, when I was made in secret, and curiously
wrought in the lowest parts of the earth.

» 16 t Thine eyes did see my substance, yet being unperfect; and in thy book all my
members were written, which in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none of
them.
