Here they all are around the white throne
judgment (as we went through the Scripture with it), and the books were opened; and
another Book was opened which was the Book of Life. And these in the rapture was
judging them. Is that right? Them had done went home and received their glorified
bodies, and lived through the Millennium, was here in the white throne judgment,
judging those. He said He would separate the sheep from the goats.

MATTHEW 25:31

» 31 9 When the Son of man shall come in his glory, and all the holy angels
with him, then shall he sit upon the throne of his glory:

» 32 t And before him shall be gathered all nations: and he shall separate them
one from another, as a shepherd divideth his sheep from the goats:

» 33 t And he shall set the sheep on his right hand, but the goats on the left.
» 34 t Then shall the King say unto them on his right hand, Come, ye blessed
of my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world:
» 35 t ForlIwas an hungred, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave
me drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in:

» 36 1t Naked, and ye clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in
prison, and ye came unto me.

» 37 t Then shall the righteous answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee
an hungred, and fed thee? or thirsty, and gave thee drink?

» 38 t When saw we thee a stranger, and took thee in? or naked, and clothed
thee?

» 39 t Or when saw we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee?

» 40 1t And the King shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you,
Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my brethren, ye have done
it unto me.

» 41 t Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye
cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:

» 42 t ForI was an hungred, and ye gave me no meat: I was thirsty, and ye
gave me no drink:

» 43 t I was a stranger, and ye took me not in: naked, and ye clothed me not:
sick, and in prison, and ye visited me not.



» 44 t Then shall they also answer him, saying, Lord, when saw we thee an
hungred, or athirst, or a stranger, or naked, or sick, or in prison, and did not minister
unto thee?

» 45 1 Then shall he answer them, saying, Verily I say unto you, Inasmuch as
ye did it not to one of the least of these, ye did it not to me.

» 46 1t And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous
into life eternal.

MATTHEW 7:21

» 21 + 9 Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the
kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.

» 22 1t Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in
thy name? and in thy name have cast out devils? and in thy name done many
wonderful works?

» 23 t And then will I profess unto them, I never knew you: depart from me,
ye that work iniquity.

I CORINTHIANS 2:9

» 9 t Butasitis written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have
entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love
him.

» 10 1t But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit
searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God.

REVELATION 21:1

>» 1+ 9 And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the
first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea.

» 2 t AndIJohn saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out
of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.

» 3 t AndI heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of
God is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God
himself shall be with them, and be their God.

» 8 1t But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and
whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the
lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death.

» 9 9 And there came unto me one of the seven angels which had the seven
vials full of the seven last plagues, and talked with me, saying, Come hither, I will
shew thee the bride, the Lamb's wife.
