God.

» 2 t The same was in the beginning with God.

» 3 1t All things were made by him; and without him was not any thing made that was

» 4 t In him was life; and the life was the light of men.
» 5 9 And the light shineth in darkness; and the darkness comprehended it not.

There, when this Head piece was put upon it, we find in Him the entire handiwork of God. We
find in Him the perfect reflection of the Word, for He was the Word, the fullness of the Word.

>» 1+ 9 And Jesus being full of the Holy Ghost returned from Jordan, and was
led by the Spirit into the wilderness,

» 2 t Being forty days tempted of the devil. And in those days he did eat
nothing: and when they were ended, he afterward hungered.

» 3 t And the devil said unto him, If thou be the Son of God, command this
stone that it be made bread.

» 4 1t And Jesus answered him, saying, It is written, That man shall not live by
bread alone, but by every word of God.

» 3 1t Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except
a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

» 4 t Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can
he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?

» 5 t Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of
water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

» 6 1t That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the
Spirit is spirit.

» 7 t Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.

» 8 t The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof,
but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born
of the Spirit.

» 9 t Nicodemus answered and said unto him, How can these things be?



» 10 t Jesus answered and said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and
knowest not these things?

» 11 t  Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We speak that we do know, and testify
that we have seen; and ye receive not our witness.

>» 12 t+ IfI have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye
believe, if I tell you of heavenly things?

» 13 ¥ And no man hath ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from
heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven.

» 14 t+ And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the
Son of man be lifted up:

» 15 t+ That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.

» 16 1t For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that
whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.

> 17 t For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that
the world through him might be saved.

» 18 t He that believeth on him is not condemned: but he that believeth not is
condemned already, because he hath not believed in the name of the only begotten
Son of God.

» 19 Tt And this is the condemnation, that light is come into the world, and men
loved darkness rather than light, because their deeds were evil.

» 20 1t For every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the
light, lest his deeds should be reproved.

» 21 t But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made
manifest, that they are wrought in God.

« 207 t Now remember, I believe that Jesus Christ says this to every human
being on His first doctrine, "Except a man be born of the water (That's the Word,
washing of the water by the Word.) and of the Spirit (which is the Holy Spirit, the Holy
Spirit confirming the Word), he cannot see the Kingdom of heaven." Do you believe
that? See? Of the water, washing of the water by the Word, Word and Truth, He is the



Truth. Water and Spirit, the Spirit coming with the Word to confirm the Word, making
God live in me... See? We cannot understand the Kingdom of heaven till that's
happened. Then when that begins to happen, that we see the Word in us, born of the
Word and of the Spirit, manifesting Itself, leading me not away from the Word; the
Spirit leads me to the Word, and the Word living in me, making God manifest in your
life, you'll never understand the Kingdom of God and can no wise enter into it.
