JOHN 1:1

» 1 9 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was
God.

» 10 t He was in the world, and the world was made by him, and the world knew him
not.

» 11 T He came unto his own, and his own received him not.

» 12 t But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God,
even to them that believe on his name:

» 13 t  Which were born, not of blood, nor of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man,
but of God.

» 14 t And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory,
the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.

» 16 +t For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth,
visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all
things were created by him, and for him:

» 17 t And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.

» 18 t And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn
from the dead; that in all things he might have the preeminence.

» 19 t For it pleased the Father that in him should all fulness dwell;

JOHN 5:25

» 25 1t  Verily, verily, I say unto you, The hour is coming, and now is, when the
dead shall hear the voice of the Son of God: and they that hear shall live.

» 26 1t For as the Father hath life in himself; so hath he given to the Son to
have life in himself;

» 27 t And hath given him authority to execute judgment also, because he is
the Son of Man.

JOHN 3:3

» 3 t Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except
a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

» 4 t Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can
he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?

» 5 t Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of
water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.

» 6 1t That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the
Spirit is spirit.

» 7 1t Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again.

» 8 t The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou hearest the sound thereof,

but canst not tell whence it cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is born
of the Spirit.
