AV  -- righteous (41) 

     -- right (5) 

 1) righteous judgement 

 1) in a wide sense, upright, righteous, virtuous, keeping the commands of God 

     1b) innocent, faultless, guiltless 

   1c) used of him whose way of thinking, feeling, and acting is wholly 

conformed to the will of God, and who therefore needs no rectification in the 

heart or life; only Christ truly 

   1d) approved of or acceptable of God 

 

PURE 

     -- chaste (3) 

     -- clear (1) [8] 

 1) exciting reverence, venerable, sacred 

 2) pure from carnality, chaste, modest, immaculate, clean 

 

LOVELY 

acceptable, pleasing 

 

GOOD REPORT 

1) sounding well; uttering words of good omen, speaking auspiciously 

 

VIRTUE 

     -- praise (1) [5] 

 1) a virtuous course of thought, feeling and action; virtue, moral goodness 

 2) any particular moral excellence, as modesty, purity

1) approval, commendation

  3049  »      logizomai    LOGIC 

  1a) to take into account, to make an account of; metaph. to pass to one's 

account, to impute, a thing is reckoned as or to be something, i.e. as availing 

for or equivalent to something, as having the like force and weight 

 2) to reckon inward, count up or weigh the reasons, to deliberate 

 3) by reckoning up all the reasons, to gather or infer 

   3a) to consider, take into account, weigh, meditate on 

   3b) to suppose, deem, judge 

   3c) to determine, purpose, decide

»     4     †      ¶  A wholesome tongue is a tree of life: but perverseness 

therein is a breach in the spirit.

»     21     †      ¶  Death and life are in the power of the tongue: and they 

that love it shall eat the fruit thereof. 

 

 

 

MATTHEW 12:33 

»     33     †     Either make the tree good, and his fruit good; or else make 

the tree corrupt, and his fruit corrupt: for the tree is known by his fruit. 

»     34     †     O generation of vipers, how can ye, being evil, speak good 

things? for out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh 

»     35     †     A good man out of the good treasure of the heart bringeth 

forth good things: and an evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth 

evil things. 

»     36     †     But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall 

speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of judgment.
