The Impact of Vulcanization on Rubber 
ScienceDirect explains that vulcanization changes the physical properties of rubber by forcing it to 
retract. Of course, there are mechanical methods that can force rubber to retract as well. The 
difference with vulcanization, however, is that it retains the original shape of the rubber. When 
vulcanization is performed on rubber, the rubber shrinks while retaining its original shape. 
Vulcanization essentially scales down rubber to a smaller size, all without deforming or 
altering its shape. 

In addition to altering its size while retaining its shape, vulcanization also protects rubber from 
future deformation. As it’s shrunk, rubber hardens and becomes less vulnerable to 
deformation. It may still deform when exposed to enough stress, but vulcanized rubber won’t 
deform as easily as conventional, non-vulcanized rubber. 

Rubber also becomes harder when vulcanized, which subsequently increases its tensile 
strength and reduces the risk of physical damage. 

Unlike with thermoplastic chemical processes, the effects of 
vulcanization are permanent. After a rubber object or material has 

been vulcanized, it can’t be reversed.
