ROMANS 8:14-23

» 14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.

» i5 ¢t For ye have not received the spirit of bondage again to fear; but ye have received the Spirit of
adoption, whereby we cry, Abba, Father.

» 16 1t  The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God:

» 17 T § And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer
with him, that we may be also glorified together.

» 18 For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the
glory which shall be revealed in us.

That next one in the parable that had option on you was the devil, '‘cause you'd sinned. And first

Now, here's where I think that the Pentecostal church made their mistake. When that son was
born into the family, But his inheritance was not yet determined; it depended
on his character. So, though being a son, and if he was a disobedient son, he would not inherit
anything, But if he was an obedient son, he was heir to all things. And we've been
taught (not only through Pentecostal realms, but through the Holiness group, and the Baptist, and what-more)
that when we're born again, we're sons of God. That's true, but that, yet, that's just the beginning; then, it's
your character, from then on, what means the difference.

And the father, to be sure that his son got the very best opportunity that he could have, he sought out a man
that was capable of taking care of that son. Now, he would not get a man that was, just, wanted a, as we would
say, a feather in his hat. He would get a man that was honest, and would bring the correct reports of this boy's
discipline.
