That's one thing He hasn't
revealed yet, of how He will come, and when He will come. It's a good thing that He doesn't. No.

« 107 T He has showed or revealed it in every type that's in the Bible. Therefore, the
entire Bible is the revelation of God's mystery in Christ. Hum! The entire Bible is an expression of
one goal that God had, one purpose He wanted to achieve in the entire Bible. And all the acts of the-
-of the believers in the Bible has been in type, and expressing what God's great goal is, and now in
this last day He has revealed it and shows it. And God's help, well, you'll see it right here this
morning, what the Lord has had in His mind all along, and has expressed it.
