Now, Adam and Eve, in the beginning there was a tree of right and wrong before them, and that
same tree sets before each and--and every one of us. See, God isn't doing for Adam or for Eve... You
say, "Well, it's their fault." No, not now it isn't. It's your fault. You can't place it on Adam now. You
got to place it on yourself, because right and wrong is set before you. We're on the same basis as
Adam and Eve.
