But
teaching places a man positionally what he is. And we can never rightly be able to have faith
until positionally we know what we are.

Now, you ministers
know where I'm--what I'm getting at: placing of a son.
Now, if that son proven to be a right kind of a son (loved the father's business, stayed right
with his instructions), the father then on a certain day took that son out before the public, set
him up on a high place, clothed him in a beautiful garment, and he had what they call the
adoption of a son, or placing a son positionally what he was.
